THINGS FOR
INVALIDS

No housewife ean flatter herself on

being an expert until she has mastered
the science gf cookery for invalids, Up-
to- date physicians now lay more stress
on diet than on drugs, particularly in
a lingering illness. The convalescent
from typhoid fever, appendiciiis or any
affoction of the bhowels or stomach is
practically at the merey of hor who pre-
gidea over the cookery,

One Philadelphia bhomemaker who
has a large family of growing children

0- | has what sbe ealls hor sick room pantry.

It is a welllighted closet, in the rear
of the second floor, equipped with a
sink, running water, a gas stove and a
comforting number of shelves. Here
she keeps some dainty dishes, which
are just the thing to set off an invalid’s
tray, including a bouillon cup, egg cup,
individual platters, small Jlightweight
knives, forks and spoons, doilies, tray
vovers, ramakin dishes, small paper
enses and agate wure cooking utensils,
Here, too, she has her supply of clear
fruit jellies, made in small glasses, es-
pecinlly muited for invalid fare, and
while her family are delightfully
healthy as a rule, thera have been oe-
ensions when this little eupboard has
been helpful to both meother and the
trained nurse,. While few people, es
pecially those who live in flats, apart-
ments or small cottages, can have so
elaborate an equipment, it eertainly
pays in every household to set aside n
few immaculate cooking utensils and
dainty dishes for vse of the oceasional
invalid, The palate of the sick is pe:
eulinrly sensitive, and food eooked in
the utensils employed for the family
table womgtimes earries an objectionn
ble flavor to the bedside,

The cook who is preparing dishea for
an invalid should follow the physician’s
orders to the letter. As a rule the eon-
valescent stage ia not the time for di-
etie experimenta. When fruit jellies
are denied the patiest, aspic or geln-
tine mixture may be substituted, and
these cam be molded in  very protty
shapes. When the sume meat or fish
must be served frequently, it ean be
rendered more appetizing by the in-
trodnetion of a simple palatable ssues,
and if served in Uainty paper cases rt
is even more sppitizing. The gurninh
ing of dishes counts greatly ia the aiek

rvonme. A little spray of parsley, n erisp

oo

bit of toast or a slice of lemon will
glorify n simple dish in the tired eyes
of the invalid.

Broths and eggs usually follow milk
in dietic order, with fish next, followed
by chicken and beef. Veal and pork
should be exeluded from the sick room,
Tripe, if properly prepared, is benefi
einl. Vegetables snd fruit should be
given only under the doetor’s orders
anmd then the fruil should be
earefully. »

A dalightful way of serving oranges
to an invalid is to press all the junice
into a glass with a lemon squeczer:
add pulverized sugar to taste and serve
with chopped ice, If fresh fruit is de-
nied a patient stewed fruit may be
permitted. In order to secure the very
best flavor in apple sauce, which inval
ide will relish, wash and quarter the
apples, remove the cores and stems and
stow gently without paring. Then pross
the soft masa through a eolander and
bent either with or without the white

Prunes are frequently ordered
physicians, and if the patient rebels at
the plain stewoed dish try prone jelly,
Wash half a pound of prunes and soak
them over night in cold water. Next
morning set thom over the stove in an
agate pan, cover them with half w cup
of water and bring to the boiling point.
During this process sonk a quarter of
a box of gelatine in half a eup of cold
water, When it is dissolved add it,
with a guarter of o cup of sugur, to
the prunes.

just below thg boiling point, Let it
ptand thus for five minutes and the
ateaming proeess will result in o soft
yolk and a white set, but not hard. The
second way ealls for cold water and «
brisk but not too hot fire, Lay the
ogg in the ecold water, and when the
latter beging to boil the egg should be
done.

For poaching an egg use cither a enp
or & poaching jar, which can be se
cured at any house furnishing shop,
The lattor holds one egg and is sup-
plied with a snug fitting lid. If the
jor is used grease it lightly with fresh
butter and break the egg into it; cov-
or and set in a small saveepan with
onough boiling water to reach at least
half way up the outside of the jar.
When set sprinkle lightly with salt and
peppor, Serve it in the jar set on a
plate, together with dainty pieces of
golden brown toast.

Clam broth—For every dozen elams
allow one pint of water, a dash of ecel-
ery seed, n dash of pepper, half an on-
ion, one bay leaf and a tablespoonful
of butter. Beour the shells of the
elams and rinse thoroughly in eold wa-
ter. Lay thom in a soup kettle and
eover with a pint of water. Place them
over & quick fire snd the moment they
come to n boil remove them from the
hoat., Take each elam from its shell,
being eareful not to lose any of the
liguor. Chop the clams return
them to the kettle with the juice, bay

nnd

leaf, colery seed and onion, Cover mnd
simmer for half an hour. Bkim and
strain. Add, the butter, heat and
serve.

Frosh eod is eonsidered especially nn-
tritions and is easily prepared. Boil
half & pound of the flsh and pick it
apart in  large flakes. Rub half &
tablespoonful of butter into the same
quantity of flour in a granite iron pan,
Add a small eup of milk and stir until
it begins to boil. Then add a dash of
salf and pepper and the fluked fish.
Stand this pan in a second receptacle
filled with hot water until the flah is
thoroughly heated. Serve in ramukin
dishes or paper cases, To vary this
very sutritious dish add the yalks of
two ogge with the fish and sesBoning,
or turn the creamed fish into & tiny
boking dish, cover with bread erumbs
anid brown quickly in the oven, Minced
chicken may be served in the same
way, and next to fricassee, it is the
best method of serving poultry,
