French Cabinet Resigns and

Briand Is To Form....

a New One

Paris, Oct. 28. The-Fren- cabinet
resigned today.

Following Premier Viviani's tender
of. bis resignation, the entire body
followed, and Ariside Briand, for many
years prominent in the councils of
France, was asked by President Poin-car- e

to form a new cabinet.
Back of the resignation loomed the

story of France's dissatisfaction with
war developments. The people disap-
proved Of the failure to progress in the
west and the failure of the allied
diplomats to. win Bulgaria over to their
side. This latter failure forced French
aid in the Balkans. ,

The crisis has been brewing for some
days. The resignation of Foreign
Minister Delcasse was the first out-

ward sign of trouble Viviani at that
time assumed Delcasse'g post in addi-
tion to his own. t

The resignations in toto, however,
came as somewhat of a surprise. France
saw in it the possibility, too, of an
upset in the English cabinet, and some
Quarters hinted it niftv mean the in- -

AiimirAtinn nf ft new tv1hv whifk will
have a marked effect on the war.

The chamber of deputies held a
stormy session after the resignations
today, but adjourned at the request of
Viviani until tomorrow. This halted a
discussion of the cabinet crisis.
,Meantime M. Briand will work on his
selections for posts ia the body. They
are likely to be:

Paris, Oct. 28. The entire cabinet's
resignation was announced officially
today.

Following the resignations, President
Poincare asked Briand to form a new
ministry, it was officially Btated.

Omission of M. Millorand from the
new list caused a surprise. It is pre-
sumed that President Poincare felt
that the war minister could not be re-

tained when the cabinet was over-

thrown.
The startling news concerning the

cabinet caused much speculation as to
the possibility of the retirement of
England's foreign minister Sir Edward
Grey. Authrrities here felt that Bri-

tish diplomacy is as much at fault in
the Balkan situation as French.

M. Briand is known as one of the
nation's strongest men, though he is
not regarded stronger than Viviani.
M. Cambon probably will be given a
port folio because of his familiarity
with German interests, owing to his
long service in. Berlin as ambassador.

Paris, Oct. 28. Premier Viviani of-

fered his resignation today.1- Aristide
Briand is expected to succeed hiim

At the same time, it is believed cer-

tain the entire ministry will be reor-

ganized, due mainly to dissatisfaction
with the foreign policy, and especially
with Germany's diplomatic victory in
caininir Bulgarian aid. Viciaui, who
assumed the work of foreign minister
when the latter recently retired, de-

cided not to attempt himself to effect
the reorganization.
