He snid in substanse
that the railvond would adhere to tie
torms of the decision of the U. 8, au-
preme éoirt which stuted that the fee
simple title to the lund wus vested in
the railvond company and that the D !
shopld be in private ownorship so thmt
it would bo on the tix roll and in ol
lowing closely the statements mnde in
thoe address by Attornoy Dunus he drew
the conclusion thit the rudlrond eonld
choose its own sweot time to dinposo of
the Tnnd,

The final decision in the matter, he
roenllid, snust be in the hoands of eon-
gresa and it was not within the power
of ¢ongrens to fores the immoedinte sols
of the lands. The disposition to sctusl
sottlors he snid was impracticable ns
sueh o wmull part of the land wan soid-
nble for ngriexlture. He hold that the
$2.60 nn nere provision wan simply a
reatriotive olause and was not dirsetory
and thag the only possible interssts of
the winte in the Innds won a8 repgurds
general welfare and the tox roll.  Tha
romarhks oft Mr. Moody plainly indieat-
ed that the railrond woull considor uny
nompromise that regarded the righte o
tho state an entirely outside of any
legnl elnim.

Governor  Withyeombe  said  thet
whilo the siate might he shy of u legnl
right to the land it has & moral right
ginde the development of the state has
mude the land incvénse in valup from
SOG0 nt tho time of the grant Lo £50 an
nere in gomy inetunees today, He ngreed
thit it was not fair to Hmit the ratl
rotd Lo an equity of £L50 an aare In
the lnnd and that the eailrond whonld
he reconped for its lomses in Erasinpart
ing troops. He stnted that the b
land should De sold st its commoreinl
valoe apd that the ngrienltuel  Innds
should be aolid at $2.50 an nere and that
the murolis was in the timber now on
the landy
