Washington, Nov. 1.—The submarine

Deutschland on her return voyage may
carry United States mail to Germany,
the post office department announeed
today. It depends on the acceptanes
by the submarine's owners of the de.
purtments terms.

A few weeks ngo Ambassador Born-
storff took the malter up with the
state department saying the sub
marine's owners would earry wmail at)
the rate of &1 o pound, if wspecinlly
comstructed containers were provided.|
The postofice department countered|
with the proposal to pay only the
regolar rate  for carrying mail, Jess
thun a tenth that asked by the sob:
warine. The department stipulated
alwo that only first elnss moil wounld
be sent in this manner and only the
usual receptucles provided. The sub
marine’s ownory agrees & accept the
regalar rate, but have not yet ngreed
