FLOYRE —About b o'clock yesterday moraing
an explosion and loss of life took place at Far-
man & Co.'s (Iate Pollay =) distillery, which oc-
cupics the Llock bounded by 1st and 21, North
4th ard North 5th sts, The explosion took place
in an alcobol till situated at the northeast eop.
ner of the Luildiog, A column of flame shot
up into ihe sky, and the report was so loud as
to be heard for a groat distance around, and to
awaken pecpls from their slambers, Such was
the furce of the eoncussion that a portion of the
wall on North 4th street was demolished, and
the street i covered with bricks and ball-
burned timlers,

The man who wag attending the still at the
time, pamed Frank Teague, must have been
slmost instantly killed. The burning alcobol
burstiog our and flooding the vard with a sea of
flames, must have covared him with fire, and
his torments, though horrills, could ot have
lasted over a minute. He had appatently ran
about twelve or fifteen foot and then sunk” in a
corser, a mera heap of reeking cinders, the
hond, arms and biands slone hmu'lnr a hidoous
semblarce of humanity, Tha head, or rather
the skull, for that was all that was left of it,
was charred as black as coal, ouly relieved by
the ghastly white of the staring eves, As this
man was the only person who eald have told
how the explosion happened, the origin will pro=
bably never ba explaire)l. There was a watch-
mar in lhe'ln'il-iinu at the time, and sgo'hag
man named John Adamas, attending a whiskey
still, but bath escaped without injury, ’

The burning aleohol in pouring out of the sx.
pleded still, Iﬁnd- d the fire-room and ya=d, set
fire to the surrounding tubs and woed work, and
did a great deal of damage to the interior of the
building. 8ix tuba were burnt, worth from six
to twelve hundred dollars sach; two copper enils
were destroyed, valued at from twenty-five hun-
dred to threo thousand dollars cach. Altoge! 1er,
the l-sa wi'l amourt to from fifteen to twonty
thousand dsllars,  The loss will Ivmt-blyhn o
vered hy insurance, as the establishment was i1.-
sured for small sums in & large number of New
York and Williamsburgh insurance companies,

and worked most indefatigal ly,

A similar explosion occurred at this same dis-
tillory rome ecighteen months ago, by which
thres persons lost their lives,

THE AFFAIL OF THE NASUVILLE AND THE
HARVEY BIRCH.

The affuir of the confederate steamsr Nash-
villo and the ship Harvey Birch, of which we
received some par lculars per last steamer, cre-
ated contiderable sensation in England,

The Harvey Birch was a fine full rigged ship
of 1457 tors, American measuromen and cost
about §125,000 in her construction. he had &
total of twenty nine souls on board, including
Mr. Blydenbiirg, (a son of her owner), who was
4 passepger, Cap*. Nelson, 2 mates, 2 boat-
swaing, cook, steward, carpenter, and 20 sea-
men, The men were put in irons on board the
steamer (with the exception of the captain and
mate, who were treated with great po iteness )
and kept as ﬂrimucn until the arrival of the
vessel here this morning, when they were im-
mediately landed in the docks and ‘set at liber-
ty, with all the perscnal cffects belomging to
them. It is stated that before they were put in
irons the Confederate oath was tendered to the
men, which they refusedto take; but Captain
Neolson tells us that he is not aware of the fact,
although it rmlz be corpect.

On f:-aﬂm: the Nashville, Capt. Pegram told
Capt, Neleon that he hoped they would not part
bad frieads, for what hn-rlmm done was a sim-
ple act of retaliatien on the northern states for
invading thelr territories, burning their houses,
ill-treating their women and stealing their ne-
groes, and the ¥ were bound to retaliate on the
property of the North in every way they could,

The captain states that the Nashville has put

in hete to have her top deck taken off and 1o be
fitted out as a vessel of war ; but how fur this
intention will be found 10 square with the le
and international bearings of the case remains
te be seen.
