A Constitntional Convention Called to
Meet on the 4th of
September,

DIVISION AND STATEHOOD.

HURON, Dak., Spocial Telegram, June 19.—
"I:hu couvention was called to order at 12
o'clock, the large delogation quite filling the
Wigwam, which was duly decorated for the
occasion with flags, and over the rostrum with
a pictare of Georgo Washington and the words
State of Dakota and Fear Gol und Take
Your Own Part.  Rev. Wilmot Whitfield called
the convention to order. T'wo hauds of music
occupied the viatform. The call was read at
length and tho chairman nominated for tem-
porary chairman IHon. B, L. Caulfield of Dead-
wood, who thanked the conveution for the
honor conferred, and congratulated the people
of Southeru Dakota upon the demoustration of
ratriot=m and the expression of love of inde-

pendence and self-govarnment in this conven-
ion,

_The peopla of this governmant, ho said, had the
right of self government and an enabling act was
an innovation which need not be regretted. The
sisterhood of States had never yot refused ‘o ad-
mit to their number any State or community wih
the requisite number of ponulation, characteristic
and wealth of self government, We have assem-
bled hiere 1o say to congress that we, the peovle of
Dakota, bave the rieht to Statehood and to rsk

OUR ADMISSION AS A STATE

At his request Rev. Dr. Hoyt invoked the
divinoe Dblessing. Phillip H. Lawrence of
Kingsbury and W. B. MeChesney of Brow n
county were olected temporary secrotaries.
Judee Mooly moved the appointment of a
commitiee on credentials, made up of one from
each county where there are 1o contested dele-
gations, A resolution was ad pled giving the
committee power to  cousider the rights of the
unorgauized connties to a larger representa-
tion than the one provided for i the call, A
committee of seven on permanent organi
tion was appointed as follows: . H. Winsor,
Judge Edmunds, W. L. Hamilton. E S John-
scn, Gen. Pease, John Cain and E. 8. Vorlices,
A committee on rules and order, cousisting of
M. M. Grigsby, Judge Campbell, E. R Rogera,
J. C. Boyle and’A. B. Melville, wa+ then ap-
poiuted. A recess was taken till 3 o'clock.

: AFTERNOON SESSION.

When the convent on was called to order
after recess the commitieo on eredontials was
not reauy to report, and more than Lalf an
Lonr was filled with music by the bana and
sliort speeches by Judee Brookings and Judga
Campbell, the latter of whom said that—

The occasion was one which required no speech-
es, represented, as Dakota was, Ly the repreasenta-
tivemen of the country south of the forty-sixth
paraliel, of men from all walks of life, demanding
two things )n:b surprising unaumity—the division
of the Territory and Statehood. If the convention
means business, it should be borne in miad that
the work before them means work, persistence and

1wnev, and he hoped the convention would not ad-
Journ until the leading men from each of the
counties had pledged tnemselves to devotion to this
struggle. If congress sees fit to refuse us admission
when we properiy present onr elaim, then con-
gress becomes revoluticnary, ani the party which
contributes to euch a revolt may expect to be ro-
legated to obscurity. Knowiung, then, our rights
and darlug to maiaotain them, let us go forward to
sucCess,

A. B. Melville of Beadle county said:

When it was borne in mind that the act passed by
the ouly body of reprosentatives that the Territory
has was vetoed by a foreign power, it was time that
this unhallowed yoke shiould be shaken off forever
and our independence from this bonlage be de-
ciared. Let our action bo calm and wis», 5o it shall
not be said that we are not worthy to goveri our-
seives,

Hon. John King agreed with the oniunion ex-
pressed by the proceding speakers and said:

He thought that the cnemies of the object of the
dily becomiag less, but opno-
! itedly be encountered and de-
iing persons who would propose adwmission
without division. He urged that decision be in-
sisted upon as a cardinal principle in the fight.

A. L Hamilton of Lawrence epoke in the
game strain, pointing out eloqueuntly that
Southern Dakot!a had the population, the intel-
ligenco anl the country to support such an in-
dependent government, Speaking for the
Black Hills, he =aid that the 23,000 or 30,000
veople in that conntry were standing shoulder
to shoulder for division, and admission as soon
thereafter as possible.  The speaker spoke at
some length with much warmth, and stirred
the audience to shouts of applause and much
enthusiasm.

PERMANENT OROANIZATION.

He was luterrupted by the return ot the com-
mittee on credentisls, who mada their report
shortly after 4 o’clock. All tbe couunties were
represented except Charles Mix, Custer aund
Lake. Aneffort was made to amend the ro-
port 80 as to give Brown county sixteen instead
of tweive votes, but the motion did not prevail
and the report was adoptel.  The committee
on permanentorganization reported the follow-
ing, who were constituted the permanent offi-
cers of the convention:

he motion provoked coneiderablo discuseion
end developed s decided opposition to hurry-
ing througu the proceodings without the mosé
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thorough deliberation. The motion was laid
on the table,
THE RESOLUTIONS,

It was poarly 210 o'clock befors the commit-
toe on resolutions appeared aud presented their
report in the form of a resolution afirming
wha. is et forth in the preamble following:

Whereas, exvarience has abundantly demou-
strated that the welfare of the people is promoted
and secured by & permanent govarnment, sovereign
in character and republican in form, and as all good
and just government should be of the people, by
the peopleard for the paople: and

Whereas, the compact contained in the ordinance
of 1787, which hax been extended over the people
of Dakota by five successive acts of congress, guar-
antees “absolutely and inviolably to them the right
to form a permanent constitution and State gov-
srnment whenever the sail Territory shall contain
60,000 free inhabitants;" and

Wheareas, The treaty by which the Louisiana
purchase was acquired, which is the supreme law
of the land, guarantees to the people of Dakota
Territory as absolutely and inviolabiy as the ordi-
nance of 1787, that they shall ba incorporated in
the Union of ths States and admitted as soon as
possible, nccording to the principles of the federal
constitution, to the enjoyment of all the rights,
advautages and ifmmunities or citizens of the
United States: and

Whereas, Under the constitution of the United

States, as authoritatively determined by the su-
yreme court of the United Statss, the Territory of
Dakota was acqnired and could be acquired only
for the purpose and upon the condition that it
should be admitted into the Union asa State as
soon as its population and situation entitled it to
admission: and,

W.nereas, According to the same authority,
congress has no power to hold and govern this Ter-
ritory permancntly in the character of a Territory;
and,

Whereas, Governments derive thelr jnst powers
from the consent of the govervad, and all power is
inhersnt in the people, and all governments are
founded on their authority »ad instituted for their
safety, peace and havpiness, aud for the advance-
ment of these ends they have at all times an ina-
lienable and indefeasibie right to alter, reform or
abolish their government in such manner as they
may thiuk proper, aud these fundamental princi-
ples proclaimed in the declaration of {cdependonce
and reiterated i the billsof rights of twenty States,
arc now everyvhere acknowledged as the settled
and irreversibie luw of the land; and

Whereas, The Territory of Dakota, lying sonth
of the forty-gixth parallel of latitude, has at pres-
ent a population of more than 250,000 people,
which, at its present rate of increase, will in an-
other twelve months number over 300,000 people,
whizh is more than double the population of auny
State heretofore admitted into the Union out of the
Territories, and more thas that of seven of the
orizinal Btates at the time of their admission: and

Whereas, The said part of the said Terrritory
covérs an arca of 80,000 square milas, which is
larger than that contalned in any State ju the
Union except seven; aud

Whereas, It bas been solemnly and authorittaive-
ly determined by the courts, by the precedents of
thirtern States, by the sanction  and
aflirmation of congress, and by the approval of the
presidents from Washingion down, that the people
of a Territory, when qualified for State govern-
meut, have the right in their primary and sover-
sign capacity, without authorization of congress or
of any other power than their own, to proceed to
{orm their State constitution and State government
wnd apply for admission into the Union; and

Whereas, With the proposed boundaries the
State of Dakota will be the sighth State in the
Unlon in area and will cover an area equal to that
of all New England and New Jersey and Delawfte,
with 8,320 square miles fn addition: and

Whereas, The peovle of Dal , by virtue of
thir population, their territory, their constitutional
rights and the treaties, and tha compacts of the
ordinance of 1757, and the will of the people, are
a Stato and ought without delay to form a State
constitution and State government and ask admis-
sion into the Union: :

Wkhereas, The experlence of tha past has demon-
strated that the most important need of the peonls
of Dakota now is a responsible government, a gov-
ernment responsible to the p la elected by the
peopla and « 12 for the peonle: and

Vhereas, Uniess such government is obtsived
speedily we have good reason to apprahend lasting
rem«diless injury to the institutions and the future
weifure of the commonweaith, and this question
shonld and will become the sole and vital issue bLe-
fore all other issues with the peopie of Dakota un-
tilit is determioed ; and

Whereas, The last legislature of this Territory,
wisely acceding to and representing
the general and carnest wish of the
people thercof, did enact a law convening
a constitutional convention at the eapitol
of the Territory in October next, for the purpose
of framing a constitution :nd Stata government
for that part of Dakota south of the forty-sixth
parallel, and for forming all other things essentiul
to the admission of such part of Dakota into the
union of States; and

Whereas, The said act of the legislature was pre-
vented from becoming a law by the Territorial ex-
ccutive dechining to approve the same or return it
to the legisiature with nis objections, thus depriv-
ing that body from taking fucther action relating
thersta; and

Whereas, The people having been thus deprived
of the ordinary means of declaring and executing
their lawful will have full and uunguestioned right
and authority to fall back upon and exercise the
reserved richts and extraordinary powers vested in
them, and have therefore for that purpose called
and created this convention; and,

Whereas, It appears still to ba the unaltered will
of the people that such counstitutional convention
shall be held, therefore be it

Resolved and ordained by the peonle of Dakota,
through their delegates in convention assemblad,

Section 1. That for the purpnse of enabling the
people of that part of Dakota south of the forty-
sixth paraliel to organize and form a State govern
mect and make application for admission into the
union of the States, a delegate convention is hereby
called to meet on Tuerday, Sept. 4, A. D. 1833, at
12 o'clock meridian, for the purpose of framing a
State counstitution, republican in form, and doing
and performing a'l other thiugs essential to the
preparation of tho Territory for making apolication
to the general government {or the admission of
such part of Dukotainto the union of the States.

Sec. 2. The said convention shall be comvosed of
150 members, who shall be apportioned among the
several counties of that part of the Territo y sourh
of the forty-sixth parallel,

Sec. 3. Au election for the purpose of choosing
the sajd delegates.is nereby appoiunted to be held oa
Wednesday, Ang. L. A. D. 1883, at which time the
delegates to the said constitutional convention shall
be chosen. The said election shall be conducted in
all respects as sloctions under the general laws of
the Torritory, aud the State executive cowmmittee,
to be appointed as hereinafter prescribed, are

s

Lereby authorized, empowered and required,
and the several  countly clerks of the
soveral counties  of the  Territory are

hereby requested and the several county boards
herein provided tor are hereby authorized and re-
qaired to issue notice of such election at least ten
days nrior to, by publication in the newspapers of
each connty, stating the object of such election and
the number of delegates to be chosen in each, and
shall otherwise substantially counformn, as near as
may be, to the notice of election provided by law
for general wlections, which notica may be posted
by the sheriff or the county Leards hereinafter
provided fox, or by both, in the manner
required by law for postivg notices of
slection. The election precincts and polling places
may be the samoe as now provided under the law in
reference thereto.  But the county boards to be
appoint«@ as hereinafter provided, may, if they
deem it expedieat, at least twelve days prior to
such olection, establish new precioets for the whole
or any par’. of their respective connties, and fix the
polling places therein, and the said county boards
are hereby authorized and empowered at the same
time or thereafter to appoint judges of election,and
such judges of election shall have authority and
verform all things that are now required of jndges
of election by law in case of general elections, and
the canvass and return of the votes shall be iu the
form vow required by law in case of general elec-
tions: and it is hereby made the duty of the several
county boards to issue certiticates of election to
all parsons who shall be deciared elected, provid-
ing that the persons receiving the -highest number
of votes at such election shall be elected as such
delegations. It shall be the further duty of the
several county boards within ten days after
such election to certify to the president of the
State executive committee the nawes of all per~
sons chosen as such delegates from their resnective
counties and to transmit the sams to the said presi-
dent of the sald State executive committee by
mail. At the election hereinbefore provided for
all male citizens of the Unitod States, or who have
declared their intentions to bezoms such, and being
twenty-one years of age or over, and who are
actual residents of the proposed State, and have
resided therein for a period of ten days, shall be
entitlvd to vote in the precinet where he resides.
The judges of election shall make due and proper
returns to the couutly boards immediately at the
close of the election.

Secction 4. ‘'he president of the State exventive
committes shall receive all certificates <o transmit-
tedto him by the several county boards and shall
preserve the satne,and it is hereby made the duty of
the said Siate execuiive committes to enter the
names of ail persons so certified to them as such
delegates in a book which they shall provide for
that purpose: and it is made the duty of the sald
State executive committee within twenty days after
thesald alections to canvass and compile all certifi-
cates and returns of said elections,and ascertain the
names of the several delegates who shall have besn
duly eiected in their several counties, and to make
proclamation thereof in the newspapers of tho suv-
eral counties, and to issna certificates of election to
the several delegates elect,

Bec. 5. Tue delegates so elected at such election
elnll meet at the time and  plucs appoluted by the
ordinance, and in such room as the State execu-
tive committes or convention may provide, and at

the hour leretofors mnamed tie president
of said Stale executive commities or some
member - elect of the said convention shall

cail the convention to urder and shall 2all the roll
of ite members from the book berstofore provided,
if such book can be obtalned, and if not from the
official returus of the aaid ¢liction aud the certifi-

«quoram with power to transact business.

cates of election of each wember in such manner as
the couvention shall prescribe ; and the several dele-
gotes as their names are called shall take their seate
in the said convention. When the calling of the
roll of members ahall be comploted, the several
delegates shall be required to take and subscribe
an  oath to support the conostitution
of the United States and to faithfally
and impartially discharge their duties as dulegates
to the said convention. The said oath may be ad-
ministered by the said president of the said Btate
executive committee, or the chief justice of the Ter-
ritory, or by any judicial officer of the Territory,
or any member elect to the said convention. The
convention shell than proceed to crganize by the
election of a president, who shall bs chosen from
among the delegates. The sald delegates may
elect such other officers as it may deom advisable.
The said convention shall adopt such rules and
regulations for their "goverument as are provid-

in like cases. It may adiourn from
time to time, ondmhall be the :0le judge of the
election and qualification of {ts msu bers. The
president aud all officers of the convention shall
take and subscribe an oath to faithfully and im-
vartially discharge the duties of their respective
offices.

Sec. 6. The sald convention, after its organiza-
tiop, shall vzoceed to draft a constitution for the
State of Dakota, Republican in form, in which
saall be defined the boundaries of the proposed
State of Dakota. It shall be the further duty of
the said convention to provide for an election
by the peovle of the proposed State to
be beld on the day of the general election in 1883,
or any such other day as the said convention shall
designate, at which election the said counstitution
shall be submitted to the people for ratification or
rejection; and the said conveution shall have the
power to vrovida all necassaty means for bolding
the said election and carrying into effect all the
purposes of the said constitution. The convention
shall have power to provida for all the expenses of
the said election held uuder vrovisions of this
(-irdinance and of any ordinauce of the sald conven-
tion,

Sec. 7. The delegates to such constitutional
convention shall receive a per diem of $3 for each
day's attendance upon the said convention, and 5
cents pey milg for each mile necessarily traveled in
going to and ‘returning from the said convention,
said per diem and mileage to La paid by the pro-
visional state treasurer upon the warrant of the
provisional state aunditor, who are hereinafter pro-
vided for.

Sec. B. The provisional state auditor is hereby
authori to andit and ullow the accounts of the
several delegates to the said convention upon cer-
tificates of the presiding officar of the said conven-
tion, countersigned by the secretary thereof.®

Sec, 9. The sald convention shall hold a session
for a period of not tu exceed forty days, but shali
have power to adjoarn from time to tite, or mect
at the call of the president of said cenvention.

Sec. 10, The said convention scall provide the
manner of presenting the said constitution to the
congrast of the United States, and do and ordain all
things necessary to bo done for the purpose of
carring juto cffect the government of the State
when it sball be admitted juio the union of the
States,

Sec, 11, That the sail convention shail Lave
power to appoint a etate treasurer and state audi-
tor, and to detive and joieseribe their duaties and
ich oflicers shall serve provisivnally uatil
b goverument shall go into operation.

Sec. 12, In case of the refusal, negiect or ina-
bility of any member of any county board to act,
the remaining members or member of such county
board shail bave power to appoint a member or
members to take the place of any one o refusing,
neglecting or beiug nuable to act, and in tue case
of the pefusal, negloct or {fuability of any county
board to act, the president of the State
executive committes shall have power to appoint a
county board. In all other cases where, for any
reason there is uo county board, and there may not
be time for t ate executive committee to act,
the ¢ 08 may appoint a county board pro tem.
In case of the refusal, neglect or inability of any
judge or judees of election to act, the remaining
Judge or judges of election shall appoint others to
act in their pl ;and in case of the refusal,
negiect or inability to act of all the
judges of eleciion, the county board may
appoint new judges of election; or if for any reason
such judges are not appolinted, the qualified electors
present at the polls may spooint judges of election.
No mere technicality or informality in the form of
the election shall be deemed to vitiate or avoid the
same, it being the sole intent and objact of this
ordinance to ascertain and give effect to the true
will of the peop'e of Dakota as expressed by their
ballots =t the volls.

See. 13, It skall be the further duty of the
several county boards within ten days alter such
election to certify 1o the scretary of the Territory
the names of aill persons voted for as such delo-
gates from their respective connties, with the num-
ber of votes cast for each, and 1o transmit the rame
to the said secretary, and the several county clerks
are hereby requested to sign  the said
certificates; but the raid certificates will be sufficient
and valid if made and signed by the county boards
alone. In case it shall, for any reaon, be found
impossible tor the secretary of the Territory to
receive and presery d returns, the president
of the said State ex-cutive commities may dirsct
such certificates to bs sent to the clerk of the su-
preme court of the Territory, or such other cus-
todians as he may desiguate,

See. 14. The sald committee shall have full
power to doand verform ail things necessary to the
carryiug into effect of the provisious of this ordi-
nance. They shail avpoint a county board, con-
sisting of such nombars as the State executive
committee shall deem proper, make and issue in-
structions and regu'ations wich regard to the details
*tions heid in the pursaance of this crdi-

nance, fill ail  vacancies in  their own
number or in the couuty boards,
call all adjourned meetings of this

couvention, order new or special elections in case
of necessity for the constitutional convention and
perform anl exercise such other duties, and
powers as may be imposed or conferred upon them
by this ordisance or convention, They shball
fix their own timo and places of
meeting, and three members shall coastitute a
More
than one unexcused absence from uny meeting of
the State executive committes by any member
thereof shall be, in the discretion of the committes,
deemed to work a vacaucy in his office, which
may be filled by the cowmittee. But any
member may, by writing, delegats his power to act
on the committee to any mamber thareof. The
State executive committee shall mest and organize
on the day of their appoiniment, and before this
convantion adjourns, by the election of a president
and secretary, and such ofMicers a3 may be neces-
sary, aud shal! keep a record of their proceedings.
They may employ all necessary clerical assistance,

Sec. 15. The secretary of the territory or clerk
of said supreme court ars requested to receive all
certificates so transmitted to him, and to enter the

names of “all persons so certified to him
as  such delegates  in a  book  which
he will provide for that purpose, and he

is further requested to act with the State execative
committee {n the canvass and comp:ilation of the
returns of the election, and to sign all certificates
and proclamations of the re ult of the election
with the said state execative committee. He is
further requested to wuke to the constitutional
convention a separate list aud certificate of the re-
sult of the election, sigued aud ceriitied by him.

Sec. 16. In all matters not herein provided for
especlally the Btate executive commtttee shall
bave power to make all necessary rules and regula-
tions to carry into effect this ordinance.

After the adjournment of the convention
Gov, Oraway went to the White House where
he met Judge Campbell, chairman of the com-
mittee on resoluiiocs and severely berated
him for the expression given voice in the reso-
lutions that the will of the people fer a con-
stitutional convention had to be thwarted by the
refusal of the governor to sign the bill which
passed the legislature and his refusol to retaru
it 8o that it might be passed ouer his veto,
Judge Campbell replied and a windy war en-
sued, in which compliments were freely ex-
chavged and blows were threatened

. Dakota Crops.

MrrcerLL, Dak., Special, June 19.—A
PIONEER 'RESS reporter met James Bayuus,
United States agricultural e:atistician for the
division of Dako'a Territory, and learned tue
following as to crops thronghout the Territory.
The following table will show the average of
wheat and oate, also the iucrease over 1882,
by counties:

This report was gathered by Mr. Baynes from
his special agents located in each county in the
Territory, and 18 considered to be very near
accurate, 7The lst of June no reports had
come in a8 to corn, as the seasou was lato,
Since that time, however, and duriog the past
week very favorable reports have been re-
ceived as to corn, aud all small grain is excel-
lent. Your correspondent has recently re-
turned from through Aurora, Hughes, Minor,
Beadle, Sanborn, and a portion of Hanson, and
finds corn doing very well. First planting,
however, laid several days before sprouting
and the gophera did much damage and several
ieces had to be replanted. The acreage is,

owever, going to be much greater than last
vear, and the warm weather, together with
frequent showers, is making all kinds of vege-
tation grow very rapidly. \Wheat in this vicin-
ity is very thici{, and is from ten to twolve
inches high,

Coruapus, Dak., Special, June 19.—Crops are
thick but short for the season. Corn comes up
very slowly.

EVERYTHING SERENE.

Hurow, Special Telegram, June 20.—The
action whish was clearly foreshadowed in the
dispatches of yesterday, was had at the session
of the convention for division and statehood
beld to-day. Aside from such natursl rivalry
as was necessitated by the choice of a place for
the holding of the constitutional convention,
and that entirely good natured, tho delibera-
tions of the convention were singularly harmo-
nious, and the lino of policy foreshadowed on
the day preceding the opening of the conven-
tion rigidly adhered to. Thero has been no
ripple of disagreement, aud vin all the
debate scarcely a reference to tho cap-
ital removal matter, nono whatever to
political preference and little if any to the
claims or rights of eitber the Territorial gov-
ernment or the portion of the Territary north
of thoe forty-sixth paraliel in the convention
No difference of opiunion ever was developed on
the nuestion of the power of the convention to
do just what it bas done, and what it proposed
to do thiough the aid of the econstitutional
conventlon which has been ealled. The con-
vention was =a2bove the average in
anelity, eud, taken as a whole, supe-
rior in appearance and legislative ability to
the most of the State legislatures. The
foreiyn element was but eparsely represented,
and the delegates weore largely lawyers, busi-
ness men, nowspaper edltorsand farmuers, with
a liberal sprinkling of clergymen. The utmost
enthusiasm prevails over the result, and con-
fidence in the success of the project. A large
number of the delegates leave for home to-
night

THE DAY'S PROCEEDINGS,

The convention met again this morning at 10
o'clock, and resumed business. Mr. Bailey
moved that the preamble of the ordinance and
the resolutions be accepted and adopted as an
admirable and clear statement of the situation,
and the motion prevailed. The remainder of
the ordinance was then alopted, except the
rection fixing the time of residence requisite
for the right to vote for delegate to the consti-
tution and convention, ten days. Mr. Hand
moved to fix this at thirty days. Mr. Ssmble
thought thirty days was safe and ten days] was
dangerous, and that with the thirty days clause
there would be no serious danger of enloniza-
tion. Mr. Winsor thought there might be dan-
ger if it were on the adoption of the constitu-
tion, but none on the eimpls question of dele-
gate, A delegate from Dounglass thougkt there
was danger even in that, as among the
subjects that undoubtedly would come
up was prohibition. Bartlett Tripp thought
thirty diys was short enough time. Mr. Fos-
ter explained that the ten days’ clause was put
in for the benefit of soldiers who had made
their claims and were coming into the Territory
by regiments. L. M. Newman said that as
great eafeguards should be thrown about this
election as any that ever might be held in the
Territory or State, and he preferred ninety. Mr.
Hand's amendments was adopted. Mr. Camp-
bell offered a resolution that a comn.ittea be
appointed, of which Bartlett Tripp shall be
chairman, to draft a memorial to the president
of the Umted States and congress setting forth
special reasons and claims upon which the
people of Dakota have their present action. An
amendment was added providing a five-day
residencs in a precinet to be necessary to suf-
frage.

THE ADDRESS TC THE PEOPLE
The committee on address to the people sub-
mitted the following, which was adopted:

To the People of Dakota: When the sentiment
becomes unanimous in the minds of 250,000 pa-
triotic, libertv-loving, God-fearing people that
there are certain rights to which they are entitled,
but of which they are deprived, common fairpess
and common decency demand that respectful atten-
tion and cousideration should be given to their
claim for the exercise of those rights and privi-
leges. For the purpose of emphasizing and form -
ally promulgating the claims which the citizens of
the southern portion of Dakota make in the matter
of statehood and in its rights and privileges, a
convention of 350 delegates chosen from her sev-
eral countics met at Huron, June 19, 1883, there
being a full representation from every organized
county but three and from a number of counties
not yet organized. These representative wmen
chosen by tho several connties upon the definite
fssue of taking steps for securing statehood for that
portion of the Territory designated, In convention
assembled, they, as the duly selected revresen-
tatives of 250,000 people, unsurpassed
for intelligence and patriotism, most
solemnly and with one volce declared it
to the unalterablo and absolute demand of that
people, that they be vouchsafed the exercise of
those rights promised them as citizens of these
United States whenever they should number 60,000
souls, guaranteed to them by solemn treaty at the
time the region, a portion of ‘which they occupy,
became a part of the domain of the United States:
asserted for stich as they, by the fundamenta! law
of fourteen commonwealths and guaranteed to
them by every precedent that can possibly be con-
sidered as bearing upon the issue.

IT I8 BUT JUST AND RIGHT
and in due deference to the sisterhood, of which
Southern Dakota desires to become a part, that the
said convention shoult siate some of the grounds
upon which Tier elatin 1s tased, not only that those
wio might oppose it may have knowledge of their
error, but that the people themsclves may even
more fully comprehend and realize what are their
rights in the premises, and what is the necessity for
their prompt, unswerving and persistent assertion
of these claims and the enforcement thereof by all
and every means which individnal or organized
effort can devise or execute. And
it is for the purpose of supplying
this information that the commission has directed
the preparation of this address. In the first place,
let it be understecod and known of all men that not
a single feature of anything that is contemuvlated is
any departure from due aund ordinary process, as
recognized by the higher law of the land, by the
repeated interpretations thereof by the most emi-
nent judicial authority, and by the practices and
customs which have prevailed from the earlirst
periods of our federal history. The entire move-

ment which the soathern half of Dakota
is making to-day iu attempting to secure
statehood  is pure and simple patriot-

ism. The people of the southern portion
of Dakota ask at the hands of the congress of the
United States the division of the territory upou
the forty-sixth parallel and the admission of that
half into the Union, and they ask it as an unques-
tiongble right. They ask division because the do-
main thus aliotted to them even then would be
larger than thirty other states in the Union, and its
boundaries would be sufficient to contain the whole
of the six New England states, or half of the four
Middlo states, and with resources capable of main-
taining a population of 3,000,000, and to-day con-
tains more than

FOUR TIMES THE NUMBER OF INHABITANTS
required by the federal ordinance of 1787. They
ask it because the interests, commercial and other-
wise, of the different sections of the new North-
west extend in an east and west direction, and that,
therefore, there is nothing to join the interests of
Southern Dakota with those of the section from
which she wants to be dissolved. "They ask it be-
cause the characteristics of the two people are as
different as could well be imagined; thai of
Southern Dakota being a people of home holders
and steady going citizens, comparatively con-
tent with the days of small things and themselves
directly interested in the conduct of public affairs,
while the affairs in Northern Dakota are more di-
rectly in the hands of large capitalists and extensive
operators and speculators who are able to dictate
the volicy of the region by their infiuence upon the
large bodies of farming people in their employ or
under their control. No commonwealth could be
satisfuctorily managed whercin two elements so
diverse might be joined. They ask it because they
have the right to so organize their government that
the expenses thereof shall be ths least burden-
some, and that experience demonstrates that the
rate of taxation for State purposss is much
less in small commonwealths than in larger
ones, statistics vroving that while the assessment for
this purpose in Delaware and Rhode Islaud is only
10 mills on the dollar, it is in New York 21 mills,
and Illinois 24. They ask it because the records
of the legislative enactments show tlatit is im-
practicable to establish laws which sha!l be of uni-
form operation throughout two sections of a com-
monwealth of such diverse interests and business
as North and South Dakota. They ask it because
the proposed arca of the new State is as large as
permits of ecomomy of government, and the full
and fair exercise of the political rrivileges of a
good people: for to

ORGANIZE INTO ONE STATE

80 large an area as the present Territory of Dakota
practically precludes the poor man trom participat-
ing in its conveutions and management, thus tend-
ing to make it only a rich man's government,which
is contrary to the liberty and spirit of our institu-
tions: and, therofore, on behalt of the principles
ennmerated in the declaration of independence and
in bebalf of law and precedent as established by
congress and recognized by our courts, we do de-
clare that the right indisputable rests with the peo-
ple to define their own boundaries and
adopt their own State constitution because
the compact contained in the ordinance
of 1787, which has been extended over the people
of Dakota by flve successive acts of congress, guar-
antees absolute to them the right to form aperman-
ent coustitution and a State government whenever

the said Territory shall contain 60,000 free {nhabit-
antsy becauss the treaty by whichthe Louisiana
purclnso was acquired, which is the supremeo law
of the land, guarantees to the people of Dakota
Territory, as absolute as the ordinance of 1787,
that they shall be incorporated in the Union of the

States and admitted as soon as possible,
according to the principies of the
federal  constitution; because the highest

judicial authority in the land has solemnly declared
that congress has no power to hold and govern this
people permacently in the character of a Territory ;
because their rights and priviieges have heretofore
been recognized and given to a large number of
tho existing States, among them bsing Tenneasee,
Arkansas, Michigan, Florida and Iowa; becauss we
are now deprived of the most sacred rights and
privilezes of American citizenship, on acconnt of
the wide expanse of our domain and the limited
and inadequate judicial system consequent upon
the Territorial condition, for that the writ of
HABEAS CORPUS 18 PRACTICALLY SUSPENDED
in large portions of the commonwealth and other
extraordivary legal remedies attainable, and on
account of the great expense made necessary by the
long distances which parties and their witnesses
are in many cases compelled totravel to reach the
couris to attend trials; because if admission be
longer delayad the supply of sublic lands will be
80 nearly exhansted that the State caunnot. receive .
from the g ‘neral government the grant for pablic
purpos 8, which by the customs and precedents in
other cases have been so justly given to new States.
For, that on account of the rapid development of
Dakota, settlement is golng in advauce of the
public surveys, thus obtaining lands designed for
schools and other purposes which it will be impos-
sible 10 replace; becaus: the people of Dakora, in
whom the right of seif-zoverument inherently
rests, have repeatedly, through acts acd memorials
of their legislature, through their representatives
in their several conventions, expressed thac pur-
pose, spontaneously assembied and through their
entire press declared their will and dgtermination
that Dakota south of the forty-sixth paraflel should
now become a State. Now, therefore, in view of
the great fntere=ts at stake,and that our rights may
be malorained and division and statehood secured,
this convention appeals to. every citizen of
Dakota {south of the forty-sixth parallel
to give his vote and infloence for delegates tv the
constitutional convention, to meed Sept. 4, 1883,
and spare no effort that honest, able and loyal meu
shall be chosen to represent themsand that the sup-
port they may receive at the polls shall demon-
strate our numbers and patriotism, so that the con-
stitution framed shall reflact our intelligence and
guarautee nar rights, privilezes and immunities as
citizens, {Signed) E. W. CALDWELL,

The address was received with much
entbusiasm end protracted appiause, and was
unanimously adoptad, and a resolution adopted
asking that the address be read at
all celebrations of the Fourth of July next with
the declaration of independence. The next
hour was occupied with ths selection.of a
place for holding the constitutional couvention.
with Pierre, Deadwood, Yankton and Sioux
Falls w3 the priocipal candidates, the wilde:t
cunfusion prevailing meantime.  After two
ballotsa Sijoux Falls was elected and the vote
made unavimouas. R F. Peltigrew returned
thanks for the bonor conforred vu Soux Falls.
Several supouccements wers made, and tue
convention gave three In-ty cheers for the new
Siate of Dako'a, andadjourned,

MR, M'KENZIE'S IMPRESSIONS,

Alexander McKenzio said after ths conven-
tion:

He had been hera simply as an onlooker and was
rnot fully informed of the actiou of the

convention. He had seen nothing, howsver, detri-
mental to the interests of North Dakota. and

thought there was n» disposition to be belligerent
in that direction. e have secured what we
want, and are content, and are likely to be so I

as thoi keep thelr hands off us; but
they fight us we are likely to fight back;
otherwise the people ot North Dakota are likely to
maintain their position of neutrality toward the
movement. It they succeed it islikely to lead to a
similar movement on the part of the northern pars
of the Territory.

GOV, ORDWAY

has remained here during the convention, de-
8pite the by no means cordial reception which
he has received at the hands of the leaders of

the gathering. Ha has maintained his ground,
however, and was this evening ancountered by
the PIONEER PRESS correspondent.

**What do you think of the convention?”

**The convention was quite a respsctable body,
embracing quite a number of ministers, who doubt=
less started in with the view of securing a prohibi-
tory clause in the new constitution. It contained
quite a number of good citizens, and nearly
all the politicians among what we know as old set=-
tiers. The delegations although casting the full yote
of the countius were not nearly full, probably not
more than 250 actual members participating. It
was a very tractable convention,*and Judgs Mo
and his assistant, §Barney Caulfield,"svoke for the
Black Hills; Newson Edmunds and his assise
tant, Bartley Tripp, expressed the grievances
of Yaukton at the loss of the
capital, while ex-Delegate Pettigrew with a num-
erous clan carried off the honors Ly securing the
proposed convention at Sioux Falls, leaving Judge

Campbeil and ex-Secretary Hand the privie
lege of becoming carriers of  water,
Nons of those delugates were eiected from

the voting precincts, but were generally appointed
from the county seats, probably not more persons
attending the primary meeting than the number of
dolegates which were accorded certificates. These
geatlemen immediately expressed their own sentie
ments, but would hardly be said to have re-
ceived any considerable number of votes from a
constituoncy. I am advised that it was frequently
conceded in the covention that a very light
vote would be given at the proposed informal elec-
tion for choice of delegates to frame a constitution,
all of which bears out the opinion that thers has
been no widespread expression upon this thing, and
there is likely to be none."”

“How do you regard the movemant for

DIVISION AND ADMISSION?”

“I have been quite willing to co-operate with a
movement for division and the admission of
the southern half, but in view of the complications
which ars Hkely to arize under what may be call
the plan to force the southern halt of the Territor
into the Union, T feel compelled to withhold my
gignature to a bill which passed the last legislative
assembly during the closing hours of the session,
and for which failure to approve I ua-
derstand I was criticised in a preamble
to some resolutions passed by the convention. As
this bill was before the legislative assembly during
a large portion of the session, and
refused  passage on sazaral occasions,
I deem ft but just to say thal
when it was finally thrown upon }the executive im
connection with more than two hundred other bills
during  the last three days of the
session, many members advised me that they
did not expect its sporoval, providing as it did to,
taking a large sum of money from the Tere
ritorial treasury, whica had been assessed uponm
all of the counties to be used for the exclusive
benefit of certain connties that desired to set up &
government for themselves without authority
from congress. Other provisions of the biil relat-
ing to the calling of a constitutional convention,
its extraordinary powers, the mode of assessing
taxes in various counties without any provision of
law, renderedit so unquestionably objectionable
that an extended veto messace was not required, as
expected by the members of the legislative assem=
bly. Only two or three persons recommended its
approval, one of whom wasa member who had
persistently pressed the measure during the free
session, and to him I gave assurances that a
bill for calling a convention, embracing all of the
counties, with a provision that each portion might
frame separate constitutions, would receive the
execative sanction.”

FINANCIAL DANGER.

“Is not thia new movement, then, devoid of some
of the objections of the original one in that it can-
not possibly make any invasion upon the Territo-
rlal treasury?"

Of course, this movement in itsincipiencycan not
take money from the Territorial treasury, yet com=
plete maclinery has beon provided for the issuance
of & large amount of unlawful certificates, which,
if finally loaded upon the Territory by some subse=-
quent legislature of the Territory, orof a new State,
would seriously impair the present splendid finan«
clal condition of the Territory. For instance, the
cost of the present meeting, which will undoubtedly
be yrovided for,will probably amount to $10,0003
the cost of nolding the special election in all counties
in August will probably reach #20,000, and the
pay of 150 members and officers of the coa-
vention, with the  Dbills for stationery,
reat, orinting, etc., will undoubtedly aggregate
$30,000, to which must bs added the cost of
blanks, extra ballot boxes and incidental expenses
attending the election for the ratification
of the propesed constitution avd the election
of the almost innumerable State and county officers,
for which the convention will doubtless provide,
will increase the nggregated certificates of in-
debtedness to nearly $75,000. To this sam must
also Le added the expenses of the numerous com-
mittees which are to et up and manage this extra-
ordinary machinery, and the salaries of the offi~
cers, who will desire to enter upon
their duties at once, in order
to, as expressed by the more ardent members, give
the Territorial officers an early bounce; making an
uggregated volume of outstanding certificates
within the first vear, as before, Btate
officers can be lawfully installed with
with power to levy taxes in 2 manner that they
could be enforced, of from $15C,000 to $200,000,
What value these may have in the market remains
to be seen,”

“What is the estimated cost to the people per
annum of the present government?”

**Probably about $50,000, as the general gov-
ernment vays the members of the legislature and
nearly all of the legislative expenses and the sala-
ries of all the principal Territorial and judicial ofi-
cers.”

“Is not the action, pending the admission of the
new State, even if that bs within a reasonable time,
likely to lead to the utmost confusion?"

Thelplan adopted by the convention, if carried
out in accordance with the tone of the speeches
made by those who brought the work to the con-
vention for an indorsement must lead to great con-
fusion if not to a collusion between the territorial
and quasi State officers,  The territorial
officers are sworn to see that all the laws are faith-
fully executed and cannot be expected to abdicate
without authority of law. The Michigan and
other cases cited occurred during the time
that ths South was quite williog to
allow communities to  swing in and
out of the Union at will. The rebellion was the
outgrowth of this extreme State rights doctrine.
Its overthrow was the inauguration of an entirely
different policy. The government became a na-

tion, and its power nrupreme throughout
tae length and breadth of the land,
The Territories  all were subdivisions
made by the goneral government for the
conw of the ple inhabiting them, and un-~
til congress, with the sanction of the president,
creates them into States, all self-asserted rights to
government or impose taxcs must fail.”
