The reports of the 
commissioner of internal revenue recently 
published for the fiscal year ended Tune 30, 
1882, shows that every dollar known to be 
due from it was paid Into the treasury, and 
the revenues received from it amounted to 
$42,104,249,70; against$47,391,988 .01.  a com­
parative decrease this year of *5,287 739.12. 
That this « ecrense is due to the deduction 
on May 1, of the current year ol the rates of 
tax is demonstrated by the fact that the 
production of the year just ended largely 
exceeded that of the previous one.

The former two enlisted thirty 
years ago, and owe their present r.-t ik to 
bravery in aciion. Tiie latter two are also 
distinguished officers.

Six 
million pesetas in gold in the bank at Ba-
dajos were left untouched by the insur­
gents. Some of the refugees telegraphed to 
a newspaper that the statement that the ob­
ject of the revolt was to conceal a deficien­
cy, emanated from the government. They 
say they ac'e I in obedience to the pro­
gramme of Zorrilla nnd Salmeroii to pro­
mote the welfare of the country. The Por­
tugese authorities entered refugees in the 
fortified town of Peniche on the western 
coast. 

At the lord mayors banquet to the min­
isters at the Mansion house, on the Sth inst. 
Gladstone, responding to the toast, 
"Her majesty's ministers," said that th? 
government had gone to Egypt in an un­
selfish spirit, and desired siniplv to accele­
rate rerorui there. It was felt that too much 
haste might spoil the work.

10,000 families to Canada next spring.
