What Our Government Did for ©'Don-
nel,

On Thursday 13th Becretary Frelinghuy
sen telegraphed Minister Lowell, stating
that the house of representatives had
brought the case of O’Donnell to the pres-
ideuts notice, in the hope that the latter
might secure reasonable delay of the ex-
ecution of the sentence, and ascertain
whether the prisoner was an American cit-
izen, and whether there was an error in the
trial. In the telegram Mr, Lowell was in-
structed as follows:

As before instructed, you will consider
O'Donnell’'s ocitizenship established, there
being in Great Britian no judicial examina-
tion on appeal proceedings in a crimina)
trial. Possible errors can only be corrected
through a new triul or executive action up-
on the sentence. Theretore, this govern-
ment is anxious that such careful examina-
tion be given to the proceedings of this
case a8 to discover the error, should ene be
committed. You are therefore directed by
the president to request a delay of the exe-
cution of the sentence, and thata careinl
examinatien he made by her majesty’s gov-
erament, and the president be permitted to
present any alleged pointsin error.

BUTTER AND CHEESE,

Abstract of the Proceedings of the
Annual Meeting of the Minne-
sota Buatter and Cheese Assooci-
ation—Addresses and Discas-
slons,

The third aunual meeting of the Minne-
sota Butter and Cheese association was held
at Austin, Mower ¢ unty. The attendance
was large, and the proceedings during three
day's session were of considerabls interest
to farmers, and e:peziully to dairymen,
President C. E. Marvia of Rochester pre-
sided.

An address of welcome was made by
Rev. E. R. Lathrop of Austin, and a re-
spouse by C. A. Houston of Iowa, who at-
tended the first Minnesota Dairymen's asso-
ciation at Rochester two years ago. He
said: *‘That part of Iowa which had giyen
attention to stuck raising and darying has
exceeded every other part in prosperty, as
{8 neen in the comforts, improvements and
conveniences of farm life there. We be-
lieve that Southern Minnesota, which lies
in the great dairy belt of this xrand coun-
try, is to be lifted up into great prosperity
by mere attention to this great interest.
In five years more the change from whe t
to dairying will be wonderlully sppar-
ent,”

President Marvin delivered an annual ad-
dress, He said the growth of this industry
during the past few years is marvel)us. Sin-
gle counties in our State that a few years
since ouly made from 50,000 to 100,000
pounds of butter arnd cheese, annuslly have
increased under its creamery and factory
system to 500.000, snd in some cases to
more than 1,000,000 pounds a year. This
has porporiionately increased the amount of
beet, pork, poul ry and epgs prodnced as
these products ¢l yuys incresse in the same
ratio wich butter and cheesa. From & repu-
tation of manufacturing onlv the most com-
mon grades of butter and cheese, the pro-
duct of the Northern dairy has so improved
that it is highly complimented and sought
after in all the leading murkets because of
its suverior body. texture a»d flavor.

The solution os the oleomargarine or ad-
ulterated product question it seems to me
iato produce goods of the highest possible
quulity and standard; co-operate to make
them on the most economical praciicable
play; placethem on the markets at prices
that will guarantee their use by the musses;
insist that impure goods shall” be sold for
what they are, and soon their demand will
80 diminish that factories must close for
want of patronage. To successfully accom-
plish this the patrors must sustain the
manufacturer and be willing that heshould
realize a fair profit, which will enable him
to success ully prosecnte his business,

Becretary Rice of Olmsted county mada
an address in which he spoks of the advan.
tages of paying increased atiention to the
cow. These aresneen in incressed thrift, in-
dustry, peace, and culture, Olmsted coun-
ty in four years has doubl «d her number of
c.ws, 6lsoof sheep, and quadrupl+d her
number of hogs; and never, with two ex-
ceplions, raised a8 much wheat as this year,
Rochester siores keep hardly any bnok ac-
counts; $8,000 a month is paid for Olmsted
couniy cresr, and three farm mortgayes are
now paid olf where one is put on.

The velue or this year's butter prodact
in Minnesota,at an average veluation of 30
cets per pound, will exceed $5,300,000, and
that of last yesr waslose 1o §56 000, In
1880 there wasn't a singla creamery in the
state worthy the name and the one erected
ut pring Vallay in 1831 was much com-
mented upon. To-day there are seventy
sizable creameries or outter faciories, and
their number is being augwmented =lmost
every mounth., The success of farmers in
Narthern Iowa, in raising milch cows and
selliog the product, stimnulated jnterest in
the matter in Southern Minnesota and from
the Manchester creamery in Iowa, estab-
lished no longer than 1878, scores have
sprang up in both states. The middle and
central northern portions of Minnesota are
6130 beginning to follow the example of the
more southeily parts, and good judges pre-

dict that wiihin the next
decade the velne of the annual fairy
product in Minnesota will exceed ten

millions of dollars. The methods employed
bave bren descrived frequently. A cream-
ery is built in a town or smull city in the
center of a good grazing country. Farmers
with miloh cows are supplied with cansof
such dismeter that an inch of cream there-
in will make a pound of butter, and are paid
by the inch, the price ranging from n:ne-
teen to twenty-five cents, though the latter
is unusuel and regarded very high. The
famers generslly acknowledge that they
receive more for the cream when scld in
this way than they could make if they man-
ufactured it into butter and then sold it,
The creameries have wagons and regular
routes from which the cream is gathered as
often as needed. Few of the tarmers have
any |liryze herds, the object being to make
the dairy interest an adjunct to the regular
agriculiural pursuits. The steers were
raised for beef and enough ot the heifers are
kept to insure a large enough herd to
make the business pay. As the creameries
l:avethe milk on the iums the calves don’t
have to be killed as formerly
and  a  usuel adjanct  of  the
cattl» herd is a drove of hogs, to whom the
surplus milk is given. Both hogs and cat-
tl2 require corn for fattening purposes, and
it is es imated that in Fillmore the largest
dairyirg county in the siate, 65,000 acres
were planted in corn last year, as agaivst
57,000 acres in 1882, the latter acresge beivg
largely in exciss of that of former years,
The creameries do not furnish butter fer
home consumption, but send their product
to the east, or to large home cities like St.
Paul and Minneapolis. The making of
cheese does mot meet with much favor, and
the amount manufactured in the state in
1882 was but 247,186 ponnds, Cheese facto-
ries take all the milk, leaving necthing for
fattening cslves and hogs.

From advauce sheels of Commissioner
Mslnres' statistics for 1883 it appears that
there were 247,000, cows in the state of Min-
nesota in 1883 bhntter made in 1882
amounted to 17,756,788,

The number of pounds of bntter for 1883
is not given or estimated, but at 71 810
pounds to the cow, the yiell of 1882, the
product for the present year will reach 17,-
747,954, or more than €0),000 in excess of
the product of 18382. Coupled with the
above tabla is & celumn in which it is sta
ted that] there are thirty-three cheesa fac-
tories in the state,

With the growth ef the dairy interest
came the interesting query ‘“What is the
rost profitable breed of cattle for Minne-
sota's uses?”’ The question has not been
fully settled, since the years of trial bave as
yet been so few. Many farmers have spent
large sums for pure bred bul!ls, and the im-

provement in quality is one of the
most notable outgrowths of the las:
few years. Bhorthorns, Holsteins, Polled

Al RUS ana Jerseys have been brought in,
and at the Mankato convention last year
Messrs. MceGliney of Minnesota and Curlis
of New Y_rk were unqualified in their ad-
vocacy of the Jerseys as cream givers. They
might have quoted the remark of a Penn-
sylvania owner of a small-framed breed,
who averrea ‘*You can pick up your Jersey
cow and carry her when you want her, but
set her down and milk Her and 1t will tire
you to carry awsy the cream.” The Polled
Angus, with large rrames and sturdy consti-
tutions, are regarded highly as beef cattle,
and Shorthorns, Holsteins and other breeds
have their warm advocates, the predelic-
tions of the ownera proably governing their
judgment to some extent.

e first paper read was on Creameries
and Their Object, by F. A, Richardson of
Austin, He said:

These are varied and many.

First—TIt is to make better butter larger in
quantity and more uniform in quelity. In
proof of this we simply refer to the daily
market quotations. Our whol2 attention is
paid to this one branch of industry. New
}lans and methods are tried enpstanily. We
watch onr cream and churn it at the right
time, We gain a uniformity and a quan-
tity that 200 or 800 patrons guessing at the
condition of the cream cannot reach.

Becond—In the wake of better butter
cowmes a better breed of cattle, A farmer is
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no longer satistea o milk a cow that does
not yield a good flow of rea onably rich
milk. The rarmers are culling over their
herds 80 a5 to get larger resulls from the
same namber of cows,

Third—1he creamery system allows the
farmer to keep more stock as the home
labor 1s I'ghtened; cam take better care of
them, bestow better treatment on them, A
patron ot a creamery finds out that kindnesy
to his cows pays at the cream guuge.

Fourth—It edubates the patrons how and
wll\ere to set their milk to get the best re-
sul's,

Fifth—It furnishes the patrens with a
market at their own door and pays him his
carh, and all the hard labor of making
butter is removed.

8ixth —A creamery assists dairyman who
are not its patrons by moveing out of their
market large quamities of butter whicn
wiuld otherwise be in direct competition
with their business.

Beventh—It enablss the farmers to raise
his calves, swine and pouliry in zood con-
dition.

Eighth—It brings character, reputation
and wealth to the community where they
are established. We quote Oimsted coanty
in iilustration. Mixne ota is the best diary
state in the Union, and we need fear no
x’nnr_ket competition for our creamery pro-
ducts.

An ioteresting discussion was brought
out by this paper, regarding the practical
work of gathering cream.

In regard to the handling of milk Mr. B.
F. Holmes ou this subject said:

First—Select good cow. kind, yellow-
skinned, quiet.

Second—Give zood. warm stable.

Third—Give her all shecan eatand di-
R'l"slr\. Pat in stable summer and winter
slike,

Fourth— Milk quickly and strain at ence;
and s¢t apart from anything that can im-
pari bad odors. Set in deep cans; skini in
about twenty-four hours, aud stir the whe 12
every time you put cream into the cream
tark., Me went on to thow very vividly
the striking contrast bhetween the carelsss,
iguorant dairy tarmer without plan or judg-
ment, and the improved dairy /armer who
takes due care ot every poitn of his herd,
and o/jhis milk and cream. He said 64 10 66
deg. in winter. and 56 to 58 de. in sum-
mer is the proper teniperature for churning,

A waper was read by O. C. Grege of Mar-
shall, How to MakejFarming in Minnesota
Sucsessful, He said:

Thestyle of farming in this section of
Mionesota for the past ten years has not
proved it a paying business, Mortgages are
stacked up ia every county aad great pros-
perity is not apparent. Successful farming
is not connected exelusively with grain rais-
ing. It mustinclade stock raising. Wheat
raising, if successful, must in the future
mean to take cheap wheat to the world’s
market. Our experience in wheat raising
i8 not premising for this section. Bat Min-
nesota is the very first as an oat state, secoud
as a rye state, third as a corn state, and in
the bigheat place we must put the produc-
tion of grasses.  Flue grass, timothy end
clover are perfec'ly adapted here. Acre fir
& re we caunet be beaten in these. We have
veen § riving to raise the most diflicul® crop,
and disrecarding those more natural and
most profitable.

On the wamagament of creameries C, 1.
Vemmon of Mankato, said:

Successiul management, in order to oh-
tin the best results, involves the best
means and skill in the manuiacture of but-
ter: good finunciering, and retainieg th
highest degree of confidence and good w.ll
21,0ng prrons.

H. A. Holmes of Chatfield followed on tha
same subjec!:

First, must be co-operation of the cream-
ery men with each other. Farmers are
coming 1o recogniza the creameries as their
pest helpers, The dit'erence in weather
nnd station makes a d:fl_rence in the quan-
tity of batier abtained. Forly-eight to 55
dex, is the proper temperature for raising
cresm. Ice should not be used in raising
cream.

The last point was disputed by Secretary
Rice, Mr. Huston and Col. Littler.

Mr. A. P. McKinstry read a paper on the
best methods of testiug cream. He gaid,
two. methods are known to me, whict: havy:
the past year met with success: First, the
test-tune plen; second, the Schach & Balen-
der system. The tube system gives only a
solid inch of cream, without reference to its
value as a butter maker.

The Schach & Balender plan conzsists in
taking a half inch (56} cubic inchesr)af
each pstron's cream, churning and weigh-
ing the butter .y itself, thus determining
the exact amount of butter he should be
paid tor. The butter inthe cream is in fact
what 18 purchased. The test is, of course,
made at the creamery. Any ome can
make it at home by takin- a two-quart
fruit jar aod putting in a quart of cream
and shaking it by hand until the butter
comes,

Reav. E. Miller, D. D.,, pastor of the First
Methodist church of 8t. Yaul, gave an ad-
dress on Mentsl Cuolture and Agriculture.
An address was made by Col, n. M. Litla,
g0 meny times re-elected secretary of the
Nationsl Batter, Cheese and Egg assnciation,
His subject was the Importance ot Our Dai-
ry Intergsts. Onespea er says: ‘‘The cow
is the best mortgage lifter in the world.”
Another said; *'There is such a thing as a
dairy belt, just as much os there isa No. 1
hard wheat belt, and we are right in the
midst of it,”

Tauraday morning alter an inspection of
the dairy fair, tha association listeped to
the lecture of Dr. Grange on health of ani-
msli. He took up first the canse of abor-
tion, naming amoxg these:

Very cold water in later season before psr-
turition. Frosted food, especislly ro ts.
impure water. Excessive muscular ex¢rtion
a.d excitement. Animals threatened with
abortion should be kept quiet. ®:latives

should be administered, such as tinc'ure o!
laudanum or chloral hydrate, and}kept in a
carefully ventilated room. If the mother
is properly cared for, milking should be
stovped six months before the birth of the
calf; should be carefully fed, but not made
too .at; allowed plenty of outdoor exercisc;
no surgical operations. After calving,
mother kept in a comfortable place for a

few days. The calf as socn as born should
be attended to. Membranes removed from
nose, elc.

Col. Littler has used for eighteen yeara
one Eint of wheat flour agalied to a paste
for the successful bripging away of the
afterbirth. Gargetis inflammation of the
ndder, oiten accompanying parturition of
deep milkers, all quarters or one being
affected—resul: of over-suprly of milk.
Sometimes result of bad muilking. Gland
hard, hot and red. 1wo forms of treat-
ment, constiturional and local. First con-
sists in removing constipation with epsom
salts, etc., then give diuretics 1ike saltpetre.
Local treatinent consiels of application of
hot water to cause fermentation, or poul-
tice of spent hops, which retain heat and
moisture a long time.

There was a discussion on the Schoch &
Bolender system of testing cream. A. P.
McKinsley and C. A. Houston advocated it,
and believed that this would in time pre-
vail. This method is fair toboth buyer
and producer. A certain quantity of cream
does not represent a certain quantity ot but-
ter. C. A. Houston then discussed the im-
portance of brand repuiation:

Brands in connection with anv other
good article are very valuable and impor-
tant. A certain brand ol flour sells for
twenty-five cents more in Cedar Rapide
than any other. The same fact is true of
the dairy. Elgin creamery butter establigh-
ed ovr market price. If any creamery will
produce a mniform grade of (irst-class pro-
duct,its brand will add to the value,and es-
tablish and maintain a reputation.

Ccl. Littler spoke of the criminel ty of
using auother's brand without permiscion
A law should be om every slatute book
weking the fil.e use of brands a peral o!-
fense. E. D. Potter, a Minneapolis deslor,
#poke of the producer keeping the products
tp to the brand. Never use your brand on
iuferior articles. A vigorous discussion
next following on butter or cheese, in which
Lawrence Dignam, Lansing, said that-—

Farmers did not receive a doliar a hun-
dred for theirmilk by selling to creameries.
Cbe cheese factory pays this. He gets his
calves well started before cheese manufact-
uring commences., There is too wide a dif-
ference between the rrice puid for cream
and the market prica of creamery butter,

President Marvin, who manufactures
ahout one half of the cheese produced in
Minnesota. said:

The average paid for cream in Olmstead
county wa: 18 ceuts Jast summer. One hun
dred poucds of milk makes four inches of
cream. Add the values of skim milk for
ca ves and pigs.and szving fof ime. Butter
is @ nece sity. Not ornein #ix eats cheese.
Butter making i3 notliable t) be overdone as
jscc 1eesemaking. Ia thiilv settled counties
butter is the most profitsbl:. The over-
production of cheese is easy and reduces
the market. The price should be fixed for
hoth cheese and butter wheu either pays
best., °

C. A. Honston believed in cheese factor-
ies and in creameries, too. His factories
are fixed up to make both hatter and cheese.
In Jupe and July they make butter, and
let the calves Lave the skt milk. The res
of the season they turn to cheese. A spirited
discussion followed. The general senti-
ment was that both were protitable in their
place,
