AN EDITORIAL OUTING. 

The National Editorial Convention at 
Asbury Park—A Thirty-Mile Car­
riage Ride and Monster Clam Bake— 
The Baby Parade—Good Bye to As­
bury Park—A Steamboat Trip On 
Long Island Sound—The New York 
Banquet—Conclusion. 

NO (!. 
Our last day but one at Asbury Park 

was, perhaps, the most enjoyable of. all 
a fitting climax, as it were, to a week 
genuine enjoyment, unequalled in'tho 

history of the National Press association. 
Saturday morning the citizens of Asbury 
Park headed by Mayor Ten Broek. one of 

the finest gentleman, by the way, one 
runs accross in a month of Sundays, 
took the visitors on a carriage ride of 
thirty miles through Long Branch, El-
beron, Hollywood, Seabright. Riimson 
road and other neighboring resorts men­
tioned in a former article, concluding 
with a gemiitie oiil-fasUioned clam-bake 
at Port-au-Peck on Pleasure Hay. 

Personally, we came very near missing 
all this, for we hftd made our arrange-' 
mpnts to go to New York, but luckily 
postponed going until lalvr. It was a 
most fortunate change of program on 
our part for we would have missed one 
of tlio most delightful ftuturos of the 
itinerary. The writer lir.d seen the best 
of most of the states east of the Mississ­
ippi, but they all went down in his mind, 
when compared wi th the coast of New 
Jersey. It is certainly the most beauti­
ful country we ever g;:zed upon. It 
seems to bo a place where money is spent 
and not made and tho evidence of the 
wealth of New York aiul Philadelphia 
millionaire abound on every side There 
aro no farm houses, strictly speaking, 
in tho whole country of which we write, 
but instead the most elegant country 
residences. Runsom road is a long 
boulevard near Pleasure Bay, lined with 
tlio finest collection of costly country 
houses in the world. Many of them cost 
a quarter of a million dollars aud occu­
py grounds covering twenty-five to fifty 
acres kept in the highest art of landscape 
gardening. Washington is considered a 
beautiful city by all visitors, but one 
cannot imagine how shabby and dirtv 
and cheap it looked to us after this car­
riage rlile through this second Eden. 

About six hundred were ou the carriage 
drive and it made a procession the like 
of which the natives never saw. Of 
course we had tho best private turnouts 
Asbury Park could afford and then drew 
on Long Branch for more. The carriages 
strung out a mile or more and we made 
a very imposing appearance -we sup­
posed. A couple street Arabs in Sea-
bright let lis down a peg or two as we 
drove into town by singing out; 

"Hello, Coxeys!" 
Elberon, located ou tho ocean between 

Asbury Park aud Long Branch, contains 
the summer houses of Geo. W. Childs, 
Geo. M. Pullman, Mary Anderson, A. J. 
Drexel, Mrs. Winslow of soothing syrup 
fame, and many others. Childs and 
Drexel are both dead and their cottages 
are occupied by others. Elberon was 
made famous as the plac6 where Gar­
field died. The cottage where he passed 
so many hours of suffering is a very 
plain structure compared with many 
others. It is located al most on the beach, 
within fifty feet of the sea; 110 trees, 110 
shrubbery but the most beautiful of 
lawns; a lovely spot to live; too charming 
a place to die. As one looked upon the 
cottage and its environments one could 
not help but recall Blaine's tender eulogy 
of Garfield. It was delivered in the house 
of representatives before both houses of 
congress, and closed with this eloquent 
peroration, picturing Garfield's last 
days: 

"As the end drew near his craving for 
the sea returned. Tho stately mansion 
of power h::d been to him tho wearisouio 
hospital of pain, and he begged to be 
taken from its prison walls, from its 
oppressive, stilling air, from its homeless-
ness. Gently, silently the love of a great 
people bore the pale sufferer to the longed 
for healing of the sea, to live or die as 
God should will within sight of its heav­
ing billows, within sounds of its mani­
fold voices. Witn wan, fevered face ten­
derly lifted to the cooling breeze he 
looked wistfully upon the sea's changing 
wonders; on its far sails whitening in 
the morning light; on its restless waves 
roiling shoreward to break and die be­
neath tho noonday sun; on the red clouds 
of evening arching low to the horizon; 
on the serene and shining pathway of 
the stars. Let us think that his dying 
eyes read a mystic meaning which only 
the rapt and parting soul may know. 
Let us believe that in the silence of the 
receding world he heard the great waves 
breaking on a further shore and felt 
already upon his brow the breatn of the 
eternal morning." 

Hollywood is the place made famous 
by John Hoey. The Ilbllywood House 
has more costly decoration1? tliait any 
other hotel on this hemisphere, a small 
fortuno being expanded in the decoration 
of each room. 

There was a brief stop at I.oug Branch, 
contrary to the day's pros ram, Proprie­
tor llildreth of the great West End Hotel 
insisted upon the editors and their Indies 
taking lunch with him. The delightful 
ride along the beach in the cool salt air 
had sharpened all appetites aud there 
wero no serious objections.. The immense 
diniug room, with a seating capacity of 
1.800 people, was thrown open and a 
nice lunch was served expeditiously and 
faultlessly. 

And the clam-bake. 
It was worth the long journey to the 

New Jersey coast just to participate in 
that clam-hake. The one at Port-au-
Peck was the largest ever kuown on the 
coast and gr'eat preparations were made 
for it. When the party reached the spot 
they found long tables arranged under 
the trees of a cool, grassy knoll border­
ing Pleasure Bay and tho finishing 
touches just being put upon the bake 
itself. The sight was a new one to most 

j of tho party and they watched the prepa­
rations with more than usual interest. 
Hours before the arrival of the editors! 
two cords of seasoned oak wood piled 
around a double heap of big cobble stones 
wero blazing furiously. When flio stones 
wero brought almost to a red heat,, the 
glowing embers••w«re raked off, the 

stones swept and a ring of damp sea 
weed raked around the circles. Then 
tho heaps were prepared for tho bake 
which was laid directly on the hot stones. 
The bake contained sixty bushels of 
clams, three barrels of lobsters, OHO ears 
of corn, 150 chickens and uitfi pounds of 
fish. Fish aud potatoes wero wrapped 
in thin coverings of cheese cloth. Corn 
was baked in baskets. When anything 
was on, a huge wet canvass was drawn 
tightly over all and sea weed strewn 
thickly on top. This covering confined 
the steam which the moisture from the 
clams generated auil which served to 
cook tho bake. Everything was served 
by a large corps of colored waiters iu 
courses, beginning with tho clams in the 
shell and ending witli watermelon. 
There was no attempt at style, of course, 
and everybody just waded in like a lot 
of young'uns at a Sunday school picnic 
—and how they did enjoy it—the swell 
banquets they attended before and al ter 
were simply not in it. It caught the 
party so thoroughly that they missed 
the baby parade- at Asbury Park that 
afternoon which they were hilled to 
attend. The parade came off in the 
middle of the afternoon and the editors 
didn't get back until supper time. 

This baby parade is an institution at 
Asbury Park aud takes place annually 
on the promenade along the beach-
Prizes are offered for the fattest, tor 
twius, fur the youngest, for the one far-
therest from home, for the nicest baby 
wagon, the prettiest baby costume and 
soon and so forth. They quit giving 
prizes lor tho prettiest baby; made too 
much trouble among jealous mammas 
and endangered the lives of the judges. 
In this parade H'25 babies took part. 
Babies galore, white and black; babies 
with tow heads, black hair, golden hair, 
red hair, no hair at all; roly poly kids, 
creases at the wrist, dimples in the hands, 
elbows, cheeks; nicely dressed, in deco­
rated carriages pushed by proud mammas 
by colored girls, by little children, in­
drawn by handsome degs and solemn 
goats—a string of them nearly a mile 
long; one never sees such a raft of kids 
iu all his born days -and we out at Port-
au-Peck stolidly eating clams. 

Tho week closed with a boat carnival 
Saturday night 011 Wesley Lake, the 
pretty body of water which divides 
Asbury Park and Oceau Grove. All the 
neighboring hotels and cottages were 
beautifully illuminated and boats gaily 
decorated aud festooued with Chinese 
lanterns went through facinating ma­
neuvers on the lake. 

Monday morning the editors bade 
adeat' to Asbury Park nnd not without 
keen regret, for none were tired of it -
in fact, some went back after the doings 
in Hew York city aud remained another 
week or so. The party took a special 
train ou the Central railroad of New 
Jersey for Plainfield, one of Xew Jersey's 
old and very interesting manufacturing 
cities. The trip led past the Shrewsbury 
river, famous tor its oysters, through 
Elizabeth, Perth Ainboy aud oilier towns. 
At Plainfield a stop was made to inspect 
tho mammoth printing press works or 
the Waller Scott company, where lunch­
eon was served. From Plainfield a quick 
run was made to Jersey City, which 
point was made at noon. Here the ex­
cursionists went at once 011 board one of 
Coinodore Starin's steamers in waiting 
for a trip by water. The trip gave a 
magnificent panoramic view of Xew 
York harbor and bay, water front, piers, 
shipping, Bartholdi's statute of liberty, 
Governor's, Ellis and Liberty Island, the 
Battery, Brooklyn bridge, Brooklyn, navy 
yard, the New York charity buildings on 
Blackwell's, Ward's, Randall's, Hiker's, 
North and South Brother and Hart's 
Islands. Also Korts Columbus, and 
Schuyler. Willets Point and Hariri's 
Island military station. This was a 

complimentary excursion tendered by 
Comodore, Starin who own9 a line of 
steamers plying between New York and 
Brooklyn and Glen Islands, twenty miles 
from the Battery. A splendid lunch was 
served on board during the entire trip 
and no one was obliged to drink sea 
water unless they wanted to. Glen 
Islands wero reached about 2:30, where 
all disembarked tor a two hour's sight 
seeing. The celebrated Glen Islands 
embrace twelve small islands in Long 
Island Sound, connected by rustic bridges, 
arches and rocky passes, on which are 
hundreds of beautiful objects of interest, 
good music,-bathing, boating and elegant 
cafes and refreshment halls. The islands 
and al! upou them belong to Comodore 
Starin and an immense fortuno has been 
expended in beautifying them. The 
walks are lined with the most costly 
tropical plants In bloom and pineapples, 
bananas, and other seini-tro|tical fruity. 
Upon one of the i'slands is a flsh"fiatch-
ery. avaria, poultry farm, kennels, and 
the finest private collection of wild ani­
mals iu the world. The collection eveii 
surpasses thai of Central Park, New York, 
or Lincoln Park, Chicago. The fiirc for 
the round trip from New York—a grand 
boat ride of 10 miles—is only 40 cents 
aud a visitor to New York should devote 
a half hay to visiting this attractive re­
sort. 

The steamer landed her 500 or more 
passengers at the Fall River pier, foot of 
Murray street, New York, shoitly after 
six o'clock. A walk of six blocks brought 
them to the Mutual Reserve building, 
corner of Broadway and Duaue street, 
where President Iiarper gave a grand 
dinner. Tho building is a magnificent 
structure, complete:! last May, and cost 
$1,250,000. It is the highest on Mauliat-
tau Island aud from its roof a grand view 
is had of tho city. Jersey City, Brooklyn 
and the the harbor aud shipping. The 
first body to occupy its splendid banquet 
hall was the National Press association. 
About 7:30 the 500 guests sat down to the 
banquet, it was one of the most elabo­
rate affairs of the kind that ever took 
place in this city of big cities. Banks 
of costly (lowers and tniiis, the coats of 
arms of every state in the Union draping 
the walls and pillars added to the bril­
liancy of the scene. Two photographs 
were taken of the banquet by calcium 
lights, The banquet was served by one 

of New fork's celebrated caterers, and 
when it is stated that the cost of the 
evening's entertainment was $",000 an 
idea of its magnificence may be obtained. 
Elegant aluminum souvenirs showing a 
picture of the building wero distributed 
to the ladies, while tho menu card itself 
was a handsome souvenir. The toasts 
and speeches kept the largo company 
present until after midnight, and as the 
guests left the building the great edifice, 
fourteen stories high, was illuminated 
everywhere and from the roof a brilliant 
display of fire works was being sent 
heavenward. It was the crowning event 
of tlia visit of the National Editorial 
association to the Atlantic coast. 

The New York banquet was the break 
wacer of the National Editorial outing 
ot 1894. The editors scattered in every 
direction; some returned to Asbury Park 
011 a special train at tho close of the 
banquet to wait until the railroad strikes 
hail sobered down, while olhors remained 
iu New York or embraced the opportuni­
ty of visiting friends in neighboring 
cities. The writer passed most of tho 
week iu New York aud then went on to 
Washington. No use writing of there 
cities; its threshing old straw, even wero 
our readers not already tired of these 
111 tides, which is more than likely the 
case. It is enough to say that we found 
both cities considerably changed since 
we visited them a number ot years ago. 
particularly New York. The lumbering, 
noisy stages on Broadway have given 
place to the gliding, modern cable car, 
the rumbling elevated road service has 
been extended, business is rapidly en­
croaching upon the nabobs in the brown 
stone flouts along Fifth Ave., the best 
shopping district is now in the vicinity 
of 23rd street and the city is rivaling 
Chicago in the number of its new sky 
scraping buildings. The most noticenblo 
thing to us was the cleanliness of Broad­
way and intersecting streets above the 
wholesolo district as compared with 
Chicago. There is more dirt and filth on 
one block of State street in Chicago than 
in a mile of Broadway or any intersect­
ing street between First street and Cen­
tral Park. 

To see Washington at its best one* 
must visit it in May or early in June. 
In mid-summer it is like all southern 
cities, hot dirty, dusty aud, dispite* its 
many attractions, uninvitiu g.
