I It does not require a very protracted

stay in the Philippines to enable a
traveler to discover that they present
today grave and interesting problems
both of profit and of peril

The mat superficial observation
will recognize that time people are agile
both mentally and physically and that
when intelligent culture good laws
and tin inspiration of pure and noble
examples have enlightened ordered
and quickened them and when capital
and enterprise have built railroads and
factories opened markets and bound
together the tribal isolations and antag¬

onisms in mutual interests large and
profitable results are likely to follow
so far as commercial interests are con-

cerned
¬

Our English and German brethren
seem alrealdy to have recognized this
and are likely to reap advantages which
American capitalists curiously enough
thus far have been slow to sieze But
these oportunltics for commercial and
industrial developments are qualified
