Section 1 of the present election

General Assemby is in vacation, the same

shall be filled by appointment by the re.

maining member or members of said
board., Resignations from sald board
shall be in writing, directed to the board

and filed among the records thereof,””

Evidently the Democrats have
complied strictly with the law in
their case. The Goebel law was not
in vogue when the present Constitu.
tion was adopted and conscquently
no specific provision was made for the
resigoation of officers who administer
it. The law itself specifies uction in
the premises at hand, and this the
Democrats have carefully observed.
The position of election commissioner
is not considered an elective office
by many, in the strictest sense of the
word, and it is therefore contended
that Gov. Taylor has over-reached
his authority in filling vacancies
which do not come under his juris-
dicvion. The matter will go before
the Court of Appeals and will there
be finally decided.

In the meantime the Kentucky
Election Commission, before whom
come the contests for State offices,
composed of Messrs. Poyntz, Fulton
and Yonts, is now open and ready
for business, and, being fully em-
powered to legally act in the matter,
will commence operations the first
of next week.
