'"JAPANESE SPIES AT MANILA.

. Thelr Activity Causes Seme Coneern io
the War Department.

WasmiNaron, Dec. 20 The activity of
Japanese spies in the Philippines has
been causing some concern to officers of
the War Department for a long time.
