On February 8, 1002, the Navy De-
partment received a cablegram from
Rear Admiral Higginson, commander
of the North Atlantic squadron, that
five men had been killed by the burst-
ingof a gun on board the Kearsarge,
The battleship was then in West In-
dian waters.

An accident occurred to the subma-
rine boat Fulton off Lewis, Del.,, on
April 20, 1902, when she was endeavor=-
ing to make Delaware Breakwater, Tt
was an aceident that is rare so far as
the United States naval records go.
The accumulation of gas in the stor-
age batteries shattered the inside of
the little eraft. She was only partly
submerged at the time. A dozen men
were hurt by flying fragments, Cool
work on the part of the crew preven-
ted fatalities.

Another of the “wasp division” of
the navy, the Ericsson, met with a
mishap off New Lendon in July, 1805.
A number of her erew died from their
injuries.

On July 1, 1837, at the Brooklyn navy

yard, an accident to the Puritant de-

veloped that her boilers wese un-
fitted in cvery way.
