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ONITED RTATES.

This has been for &  <neans an honest vear, for
the Geveruwent haa kept its pledges sud redesmed
itanotes 1 com. On the fit day of resnmption
the Treasury paid out $130,000 i golid and received
$400,000. From the outset the ability of the Gov-
ernmept to wee! its floating obligations 1 coin was
manifest, and the demand upon the Treasury for
gold and silver in exchaoge for United States potes
was excecdingly smull. Op Jannary 1 the ressrve
of codn was $133,508 804 50. Dunng the next ten
months  United  Btates  npotes  amounting to
$11,256.678 were presented for redemuption, aud the
net balance of coin available for resuwption in-
creased to $152,737,155 4R, At that tiue the im-

of specie amnonnted 1o #681,479,007, of whirh
$56,300,0084 had been recerved rincg the first of
August, and mainly from the Bank of France. By
the middie of December the specie wiports had gone
above $83,000,000, At the cloge of the Hecal yeat
theexcess of cxportsover imports was $201,661,660,
This excess has not been met,as doving the four
preceding years, wainly by remittances of United
i-.ates sceurities, but iu good part by stipments of
mpecie.

The resumption of specie payments and the in-
ereaae 1n forcign trade have been accompanied by a
generul revival of business, It Lina been a year of
bountiful harvests and commercial prosperity.
Every form of industrial enterprise has felt the im-
petus ; imuugration has increased ; the eettlement
of the Far West hias gone on apace ; and the volume
of bustiess in e wovetary aud commereinl ex-
chsuges lhias boem cooruons, During October the
speculative movement in the New-York Stock Ex-
rhange war at the rate of 400,000 sbares, with a
yar value of $10,000,000, per diem; and darivg o
pingle week in November shares with a par value of
$350,000,000 changed hauds. The sale of 250,000
sharen of Central and Hndson stock late in that
tonth, by William H. Vauderbilt, toa syudicate of
foreigu bankers and munagers and to the owners of
the Wabiash system, was a financial tronsaction of

REFUNDING,

The impiovement- of public ercdit during fhe
year has beeu indicuatad by the wagnitude of the re-
funding operativok. On Jauuary 21 15,000,000
of four per cent bondawero taken by a Syndioate, On
April 4 the ameunt of five-twenty bonds outstand.
ing was $50,563,700, an'l this was covered by the
day’s sabscriptions to the four per cent luan; with ad-
ditional hids for $60,019, 800 11 exceas of (he s re-
quired Tlere belng no other six per ceut buuds re-
deemable, the conversion of the five per cents was
completed on Apridl 17 by subseriptions ot
$149.389.050 to the four per cent loan. Thess opera-
tions eombled the Becretury of the Trensury to re-
port in Doocmber & saving of $9,355,577 60 in in-
terest by the refunding. since November, 23, 1878,
of £370,848,750 of sixe« und $193,800,230 of fives.
The fours have been sold in smwall sums and are
now held malnly in the United States. The reduc-
tion of the rate of Interest in this Stute from 7 to 6
per cent will take effect to-day.

The opening of the Sutro Tunnel, the completion
of Lhe Mississippi Jetties, and the laying of & new
transatlautic cable, Lhave been ammig the great
onterprisea of the year. The Intororeanic Canal
Congress at Parls was attended by w1 Amencan del-
egation, but their distinetive plans » cre reiected and
the tide level acheme of De Less |« o the Napol-
con Wyro was adopted. The 1o ¢ cticability of
this project has been demonstrated by the recent
fioods ou the Isthumus, and the prospects of the von-
straotion of a water-way through Nicaragua nre
vow favorable. The outhbreak of yellow fever at
Memphis cansed momentary alarm thronghomt the
gunuiry, but the ravagoes of the discase were cou-
fined to that cantre of infeetion.

THE CAUCTA CAMPAIGN.

The demoralization wronght by the jmitication
of the eipher dispatehes aud the overwhelming de
feats of Novembe+ increased the desperation of the
Democratic leaders. The cvidence taieu by the
Potter Commiltes early in the vear estabilishied the
accuracy of Tne Tripuxr's translations, and
the atock in trade of the party—allegations of
frand in the Presidential elevtion—bécame

sDemooratlo cancus detarmined to g
'gates of fraud at elec

billa was stoutly resisted by the Republican miuor-
ity, and the XLVth Congress came to sugod, with
the Army andd the Legislative, Executive and Judi-
clal bills still on the table, The main 1ssues which
caused the dead-lock were these: In the Army
$ill the prohibition of the presence of troops at
polling-places; and in the other appropristion bill
the repeal of the Bouthern jurory’ tast-oath and of
the provision for the paywent of United States
Sapervisors of Electivna The majority report of
the Potter Commiites was presentcd at the close of
this disgraceful session and by glving Mr, Tilden &
coftifieate of ebaracter virtwally commitied the
Democratic party to bis leadership during the pext
Presidential canvass. At the same time the Teller
Committee pointed ghe moral of the fraud policy by

The XLVIth Congress coavenad ou Mareh 18,
with a Democratic majority in each bouse, to com-
plete the work whicn the cascus had left undone.

In reply to these vetoes the House
Jndiciary Commities pressuted an offensive report
rebuking the President for presumivg to call
Congress to task for sttaching partisan
riders to appropriation bills, Aftor the P'resident's
course had been fully sustained by the Republi-
cans in each House, the Democratic Cancus, heing
at 118 wits’ end, ordered an ignominions back-down.
The Army bill was passed without material nltera-
tion, and the Pi  deut sigued it on the ground tha
1t deprived hiin of no real power. The Judicinl Ap-
piopriation bill was vetoed innsmneh as it gave him
uo power to exceute the Election laws. The Wil
was theu divided, and the section providing for ¢er-

Under the pretext
that the security of the Enropsan sottlers in Natal
was endangersd by the hostide relations hetween
the Zolus wnd the Boers, the Tmich Republic of the
Pransvaal had been annezed to the Crown; and
within 2 year the pesce polics which had workedsn
admirably sines 1553 wia abandaned and an nlti-
matnm which rendered war ipevitablo wos dis-
patelied to Cet$wayo, Thisultimatum was bused an

It was
inserted in the treaty et the snggestion of Napoleon

The flonting debt already
exceeds $250,000,000, in the torm of loans from
baukers at high rates, and a new loan cannot-be ne-
gotiated.
