
FEARS OF THE SOCIALISTS.

Preparations Against Outbreaks on the
Continent.

THE MILITARY HELD L. RESERVE.

Arrests of Anarchists in Spain and Italy—Paris

Authorities Steady for Any Disturb-

ing Outbreaks.

Paris, April SO.— The police are still
scouring the city and suburbs insearch of
anarchists, and last night and this morning
\u2666 hey made a number of arrests, ltis thought
by to-night the greater part of the danger-
ous anarchists will be locked up. Police
and military precautions will not be re-
laxed, however.

The Government has ordered gymnastic
societies having rifles furnished by the state
to temporarily return them to the Govern-
ment. This measure is intended as a pre-
caution against disorder on Mayday.

Up to midnight telegrams received from
the leading continental countries indicate
that in Germany and Austria-Hungary, the
Mayday celebration will nartak. of the
passive character or popular fetes, while on
the other hand in France, Italy, Spain and
Belgium the authorities are making pre-
parations as if to suppress 8 revolution.
At the Cabinet meeting bere to-day it was
decided that it would be highly dangerous
to relax the repressive measures already
ta ken in the slightest degree. The Minister
of Justice hat instructed the public prose-
cutors and examining magistrates to remain
in theircffices throughout thedny to-morrow.
No disorderly bands of people willbe allowed
lo assemble or penetrate to the city. The
Government is more a. prehensive of trouble
in the industrial renters, and has requested

the leading manufacturers to use their influ-
ence to ctlni the workmen and to a*sist the
detectives in ricking out the men of notori-
ous anarchist proclivities.

A dispatch from Rome says the feeling of
publicalarm is less acute than on the eve of
last May day. Vet feverish symptoms are
manifest, arising from the numerous recent
arrests. Bomb explosions are reported to-
night from Forli, JSolarolo and Vogher.a,
and many arrests have been made. AtAn-
cona a socialist meeting was broken up and
43 of those in attendance were arrested,
while arrests continue to be made at Milan,
Turin and Bari.

Od the whole, official reports from the
provinces are reassuring, stillno precautions
are being neglected against any possible
outbreak. The garrisons in every large
town have been strongly reinforce., and a
virtual state of siege bas been declared.
Processions and public meetings are forbid-
den, and strict orders have been issued that
the slightest disorder is to beat once sup-
pressed. Dispatches from Madrid report
that the workmen having been prohibited
from engaging in outdoor demonstrations
to-morrow bam resolved to hold Indoor
meeting*. The military willbe under arms
throughout the principal districts of the
kingdom. The Minister of War has sent out
circulars instructing the military com-
manders not to hesitate to assume supreme
command ifnecessity arises. Detachments
of civilguards will protect the telegraph
lines. .The -greatest precautions have been
taken in Barcelona. A French anarchist
named Blonde!, whois believed to have been
a companion of Kivnch.l, was arrested
there to-night.

AtLisbon troops have been confined to
the barracks, and have received orders to be
ready at the first warning to act. Nodisor-
ders are expected to occur at Oporto,
but the authorities have adopted every
pncaution necessary to prevent or quell any
possible outbreaks. . . '•

IN GERMANY.

No Serious Trouble Anticipated at the
Industrial Outers.

I.i iv, April 3-.— latest reports
from all the industrial centers in Germany
show that there is every prospect 'of* a
peaceful Mayday celebration. The author-
ities have taken every precaution to prevent
any disturbance, aud the police willbe cen-
tered at every important point ready to act
upon the tirst indication of disorder.
Euormous excursions to the country will bo
made from every large town. The fetes in
Berlin include concerts, chorus-singing and
fireworks. The socialists have engaged CO
beerhouses, at which the landlords have
undertaken to hire only socialist waiters.
The leading socialists oppose any illegal ac-
Uon, declaring that ifthe anarchists attempt
to create disorder the socialists will be the
first to deliver them to the police. The in-
dependent socialists have decided to hold a
separate demonstration. Only at Dussel-
dorf, Hamburg and Lubeck will proces-
sions be allowed. .Since the Paris explo-
sions tb«* entrance to the Berlin Schloss has
been restricted, nobody being allowed to
enter wlthont a special pass, and not even
then unless accompanied by a soldier.

The Emperor's visit to Baron Stumra has
given fresh umbrage to the workingmen.
lie harangued Baron Stumm's workmen
and bestowed the highest eulogies upon the
factories snd the regulations for the work-
men. He declared that they were models
that all Germany ought to imitate. The
speech was coldly received, as Sturr.m .
Arbitrary treatment of his employes and his
pitiless discharge of any man suspected of
socialistic views is notorious. The grand
banquet he gave the Emperor is the talk of
the newspapers. It cost over 20,000 marks.

There was a strong suspicion that the offi-
cers and troops stationed at Halle were
being approached by socialists with a view
to weakening their allegiance to the Gov-

e anient, and au unexpected search was
made in the barracks. The result verified
the suspicions, for in tbe men's quarters
were discovered a number of socialistic
manuscripts, setting forth the wrongs under
which the soldiers labor and calling upon
them to join the socialists in effecting a
reformation of the body politic.

THE CELEBRATIONS.

Mayday to Ba Observed by Demonstra-
tions-The Authorities Apprehensive.
Brussels, April30.—Very general prep-

arations have been made throughout Bel-
gium for tho celebration of Mayday. He-
ports from various industrial centers indi-
cate the labor organizations willdevote the
day to meetings, parades, etc. These, it is
believed, willbe entirely peaceful. Inmost
places no special measures have been taken
by the police. Louis trand, a leader of
the socialist party, says the demonstrations
willbe poacefal with two objects: to de-
mand a normal day's labor aud universal
suffrage.

Rome, April30.— anarchist* propose
to-morrow to visit the crave of Piscitell,
one of their number who was shot and killed
by troops. In tbe rioting last Mayday, but
they willnot be allowed to carry out their
intention. The authorities have given or-
ders that the cemetery be closed until Tues-
day. . . .*.

A petard, loaded with dynamite. Ironscraps and stones, was exploded at tbe
Massimo Palace this morning.

explosion occurred at the Cafe Rossini atForli. Arrests of anarchists continue
throughout Italy.

Berne. Switzerland, April 30— Pre-
fect of Police at Lausanne, by making
preparations to prevent anarchistic demon-
strations on Mayday, incurred the enmity
of tho anarchists, and to-day a bomb wasexploded in the house of his mother, wreck-

leg • the building. Fortunately the occu-
pants escaped unhurt. Several arrests were
made.

THE PAItIS ANAKCIIISTS.

Finn .of Their Orc*nl/._tlon—The Wreck
of m liulidids.

The organization of the Paris anarchists
is almost precisely like that of their Chicago
brethren, divulged during the trial of
Spies et al. There are about 20 "groups,"
divided in the various quarter* of the city.
There is no known "group" in the first
quarter— that of the Louvre—but to make
up for this deficiency the second quarter, La
Bourse, has a very turbulent and strong
"group" with some 60 members, who meet
in a wineshop at Rue Joquet. Here, while
under tho influence of cheap wine, the
most furious onslaughts are made, and it
often happens that these meetings end in a
free fight among members. .This is per-
haps to give themselves practice for future
events. Another quarter is tne home of a
group who style themselves "The Unruly."
This coterie published a rabid paper called
the Red Flag, now suppressed. Tbey have
been or are by far the most Intrepid and
violent, of all the anarchists that infest
Paris. Their star member was the now
world-notorious Ravachol,

On Sunday morning, March 27, Paris was
startled by a tremendous explosion. Itwas
soon found to be the result of a bomb which
had been placed in one of the windows of
a large 'building at the corner of Rue de
Clicby and Rue de Berlin. This was a five-
story nnd basement house, built very
solidly, but a more complete destruction of
a dwelling has never been seen. The eutire
side of the building was completely blown
to atoms, exposing tbe equally scattered in-
terior. The solid iron staircase was turned
into a most fantastically twitted lotof iron,
looking like a huge centipede crawling over
this weird scene of utter desolation. The
bomb must have contained some hitherto
unknown explosive, for no dynamite could
have wrought such terrible destruction. It
was certainly miraculous that no human
lives were lost. As soon as the police had
recovered from their fright and astonish-
ment the whole force was set inmotion to
discover and arrest the perpetrator of this
dastardly crime, but though they exerted
all their famed vigilance tbey were uot able
to find even a clew. At last on Weduesday,
March 31, came the welcome news "Rava-
chol is arrested." The subsequent events
are too recent to require recapitulation.

A GHASTLY SUICIDE.
William Taylor's Head Crushed by Lo-

comotive YV'liaels.
Old William Taylor, night watchman on

the Pacific Maildock, laid bis gray head on
the track of the railway that traverses the
big building last night and was killed.

The wheels of the engine passed over the
suicide's head, crushing it iuto a mass of
bloody pulp and scattering the brains in
every direction. Taylor's horrible death
was witnessed by George Millett.who saw
him walking slowly before the engine until
it was within a few feet of him, whon he
laid down and placed his head on the rail
so that ttie wheels would pass over it. Orrln
Allen, the engineer, also saw the old man
iyiuc upon the track, but was unable to stop
the locomotive in time to save his life.

The body was taken to the Morzue, where
an inquest willbe held to-morrow morning.
Engineer Allen wa. arrested for manslaugh-
ter and released on liUowu recognizance.

Taylor lived at 44<> Bryant street. He has
a wife and several children, two of whom
are married, lie was born in England and
was 63 years old.

The suicide was captain of the launch
Pup for eighteen years, but recently his
sight and health began to fail and be was
appointed nightwatchman on the Maildock.

Yesterday morning he took his little
daughter out for a ride on the electric rail-
road. Late in the afternoon he gave his
wife bis wages for the month, which be had
just received, kissed her several times and
went down to the dock. Xo other reason
than despondency caused by his Illness ii
given for Taylor's self-slaughter.
