So
Lere almost every man who bas been promi-
pent during the past ten years in Demo-
cratic politics was until lately a follower of
Buckley, took his orders from him and
aided Lim in acquiring the fortune on which
he 1 living a life of elegant leisure In
foreign parts. There were a few Democrats
in office who Gisapproved of the methods of
the boss., DBut they kept their mouths
pretty tightly shut at election time. While
in private decent Democrats did not hesi-
tate to denounce the wholesale corruption
which Buckley fostered hardly any leading
member of the party dared to criticizer him
in public, and the rank and file of the Demo-
" cratie voters clung to him as though in their
minds: honesty and roguery were as one.
“"I'his rank and file have now been register-
ing at the clubs. Are theyithe same men or
different? Can the Ethicpian change his
skin? <

A decent respect for publx opinion should
have prompted those who have been con-
spicuously identified with Buckley in the
past to take a back seat in the present
movement, and abide awhiie on the stool of
repentance., But no indications of any such
purpose are apparent. One of Buckley’s
leading lieutenanls is said to be directing
the movements of the reformed Democracy.
Behind him is believed to be the power
which supplied Buckley with the sinews of
war and enabled him to carry elections, in
consideration of his influence at Sacra-
mento. The ways of politicians are dark
and mysierious—the public will not see its
way cleariy until after next Tuesday’s
primaries; but if it turns ont that the new
general committee is maioly composed of
ex-heelers of the fallen boss, there will not
be much difficulty in appralsing reorganiza-
tion at its real value.

It is singular how politicians concentirate
their eyes on machines and ignore voters.
A boss thinks he has attained his heart’s
desire when he gets control of the machine,
forgetting that if he falls into public odium
the voters will smash him and his machine
to shivers without a moment’s warnlug. At
the late election in Louisiana a party which
expected success suddenly ran foul of an
ndverse majority of 40,000, There never
was a purer man in this country than
Charles James Folger, and his party was in
control in his State; but when Le ran on a
machine nomination he was defeated by a
majority of 200,000, In all American com-
munities the mass of the people keep silence
on political matters. A man has his party
and is expected o vote his party ticket; he
does not, as a rule, proclaim his intention to
bolt, but suddenly, on election day, without
notice or warning, he bolts from long cher-
ished discontent, lhis neighbors bolt with
him, and a party which reckoned on success
is snowed under. If the reorganized De-
mocracy of Sau Franecisco fanc es it can
step into Buckley’s old shoes and poll his
old vote, with the help of the secret baek-
ing he enjoyed, it is probably destinea to
get a Jesson which it may not get over ina
harry.

DOLPH AND CHINESE RESTRICYION,

The citizens of this coast ought to realize
by this time that the difficulty in passing a
proper Chinese restriction bill in the United
States Senate is owirg to railroad combi-
nations. That influence on this side of the
continent is strong beczuse the people have
permitted the companies to control their
elections, A sample of what is done can be
found in California, and we doubt not it
extends to Oregon and Washington. Sen-
ator Dolph probably in the first instance
owed his election to the managers of the
Northern Pacific Railroad Company, but
hereafter he will have the Southern Pacific
influence to bhelp him. Dolph's actions
in the Senate prove that nothing can
be expected from him, but it behooves the
citizens of Oregon to note what he is doing
80 as ‘o be ready to throw him overboard
when k¢ comes up for re-election.
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TEE DAY OF TERROR.

People in Europe will rise from their beds
this morning in trepidaticn, for it has
been proclaimed far and wide that the an-
archist element preposes to demonstrate to-
day in a manuner which will convinee gov-
ernments ef their power. The labor organ-
izations of Franee and Germany bave been
in the habit of celebraling Mayday as a
special festival of labor, and it is feared
that the demagogues of whom Ravachol
was the type may thrust themselves to the
front and try to involve the holiday-makers
in a eollision with the police. t is stated
that the municipal authorities in the cities
have made ampie preparations for the
preservation of order. It is also remem-
bered that nothing happeas but the unfore-

and people will go to-night to their beds

with & sense of relief if the day passes over

the authorities of Paris have
ergetic in repressing d sorder, and yet that

by reason of tne lukewarmness of the
masses their efforts have freguently failed.
There has always been in Paris and in such
other French cities as Bordeaux, Lyons and
Muarseilles an incurably disorderly element,
which hkas broken into periodieal revoit.
This element has always been a swmall
wminority, but the majority, consisting of
quiet, well-disposed cilitens, has never had
the pluck to keep it under control. They
Lave left that job to the Gouvernment, and
it has not always been done. The two
Napoleons showed at the outset of their re-
spective careers that they wers ready to
mow down riotors with grape shot, and the
consequence was that there were no ricts
in their time. But upder Louis XVIII and
Louis Philippe, both of whom gave France
a fairly good Government, outbreaks were
of yearly occurrence, and the same fate be-
fell the republic of 15458; thie fact being that
during those epochs the masses of the peo-
ple shirked the duty 2f maintaining order,
and devolved it cn the authorities. Even
during the o!d revolutionary period there
never was a time winen the National Guard
d not have crushed the clubs and the
Jacobins if they had had the grit. Butthey
had not.

Of course, this inertness of the people of
French cities — which contrasts so vividly
with the behavior of American, Engiish and
German citizens—isthe fruit of long years of
oppression and submission te paternalism.

Frenchmar of the old regime was
ated to believe that he ought to lean
upou bis Government for everyvthing, and
that it was uo part of his duty to protect

mself.” When a band of jailbirds Lroke
the peace and threatened life and property
h ied for gendarmes, when an
Awerican, or an Englisbman, or a German
would Lave turned out with his neighbor by
liis side and made short work of the rabble
without bothering about the police. OI late
vears Frenchmen bhave been gradually
emerzing from this -condition of “helpless
ness, but it stili prevails to a considerable
extent.

Te-day the first danger for French cities
springs out of the weakness of the ijury in
Ravachol case. If that jury had fol-
lowed the example set in the Fieschi and
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Orsinl cases there woula have been much
less'chance o! trouble to-day. Asitis, the
dangerous class in Paris, who call them-

selves anarchists, but who really are noth-
ing but robbers, ruffians and assassins, are
comforted by a precedent which fixes life
imprisonment as the extreme penalty for

wholesale murder. That pepalty has no
terrors for men of viclence. They do not
appreciate the long agony of a life in

prison. Nothing frightens them but the
cold keen edge of the guillotine’s knife.
And, as they are int-lligent enough to un-
derstand the reason whieh inspired the
Ravachol verdict, they are emboldened by
the perception that they have sympathizers
among those whum they ought to fear.
France is®suffering from the want of
moral stamina among the respectable classes,

Things are not as bad as they were in the
days when oue ruffi.n with three huundred
foll 'wers tock a thousand peiitical prisoners

out of the jaiis and murdered them in the
courtyard, without even a protest from the
people at large. But from the fact that
there has not been one public meeting in Paris
to denounce the Ravachol verdict, nor one
articie in a leading Paris paper branding
the cowardice of the jury, it is easy to dis-
cern why anarchists ilourish, and why the
Parisian gets up this morning with a cold
shivgr along bis spine.

WORK TFOR

GRAND JURIES,

When Judge Troutt succeeds in finding
two more citizens who can give no satisfae-
tory reason why they should not serve on a
Grand Jury there will be Lwo organizations
in this city authorized to perform nearlythe
same duties. The Committee of Defense or
the Committee of Thirty, as it is variously
called, has indicted one man who was in.
dicted by the Wallace Grand Jury. There
are other suspected persons who may, upon
evidence, be indicted by either of the two
grand jories —the Superier Court Grand
Jury or the Committee of Defense sitting as
a Grand Jury. Strange as it may seem the
two grand juries may proceed with their
work without coming in conflict. ‘The Su-
perior Court Grand Jury will visit the sev-
eral public institutions and report upon
tueir condition. They will also attend to the
perpetrators of common cffenses. The other
Grand Jury will look into another class of
crime. It will try to find out what members
of the last Legislsture held influence and
votes subjecs to a money consideration. [t
may also attempt to preobe the Senatorial
scandal, to ascertain who bought votes for
Senator and who sold them. The assertion
that the Committee of Defense is engaged
in the more important work may shock
sone of vur law-abiding citizens, but it may
be sustained for all that It is of course
essential to the well being of society that
burglars, footpads and other common ras-
cals shall be indicted, convicted and pun-
ished: but it is quite as necessary in the
long run that the buyiog and selling of votes
in legislative bodies shouid be stopped as
that common offenders should be punished.
An offense which is made seemingly re-
srectable by the social standing of the of-
fenders is more dangerous to the morals of
a community than an offense which makes
the offender an outeast.

THE STOCKTON CONVENTION.

It is believed that the railroad bosses
have control of the delegates from this city
to the Republican convention, which will
assemble at Stockton on Tuesday next to
nominate delegates to attend the Rapubli-
can Presidential convention.

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FINE WATER COLORS.

Characteristic Examples of Various

Schools of Art.

A choice collection of water-color draw-
ings has been placed on exhibition in the
new gallery of Sanvorn, Vail & Co., by A.
Dauveain Smith, representing Gaupil & Co.
of Paris. It consists of 59 selected pictures,
incinding notable examples of the Freach,
Duteh and English sehools, none of which
are bad, while several are wortay of special
mention. Regarded from a purely artistic
standpoint, “Evening on the Heath, Hol-
land,” by Apal, is doubtless the gem of the
colleetion. The bleakness of the seene,
softened by the atmospheric effect of early
evening, is admirably worked out and ever
detail harmonizes with the impression evi-
dently produced by the quiet landscape on
the poetic nature of the artist.

Of nine pictures by the well-known Cana-
dian arust, L. R. O’Brien, none of whose
work has heretofore been seen in the United
States, “The River Speed” and “Willow
Farm” are especially pleasing.
