D);nami'tc Explosions at Tours and at
Liege, Belgium,

AN EXORNOUS ASSEMBLAGE IN LONDON.

Quiet Remained Supreme-at Rome, Vienna, London
and Paris—Several ‘Arrests Made at Chi-
cago, But No Riot.

Erecial to THE MORNING CAL%.

PARis, May 1,—Mayday was ushered In
with thie police on the qui vive and the
strongly enforced garrisons of Paris were
ready for instant service. Atan carly hour
the procession began to form for the march
in Salle Favre. lnstead of 10,000 :men taking
part in the demoustration only 2000 were
present.

A number of speeches were made and
Vaillant declared that this was the last
time that the claims of workingmen wenld
be argued in this form. The wgqrkingmen
this year had delivered an ultimatum to the
Government on the question of eight hours
a day. If it did not result essfuliy they
would resort to more energelic measures to
secure their demands.

At 2 P. M. the report of a dynamite out-
rage was received from Tours, a bomb be-
ing exploded near Guise Barracks. The
poise of the €xplosion was terrific and it
was thought the anarchists had blown up
the Natlonal Powder Works, which are sit-
uated near Tours. Soldiers from the bar-
racks went to the place where the explosion
eccurred and f.upd a man
in a pool of blood. Oneof his hands was
blown off and he was otherwise badly in-
jured. No doubt hie was the victim of his
own cri He was taken to the hospital
under arrest and at last reports be had not
regained consciousness.

When it was learned that the attempt
was not made on the National Powder
Works the minds of the jeople were consid-

rably eased. The Petit Journal says the
unknown man placed an iron pot filled with
powder and scrap lron in a« tiina-shop on
the Boulevard Voitalre, Ha was compel
to decamp bLefore he was able to ignitle the
fuse attached to the imprompta bomb,

Reports thus far received from the prov-
inces are reassuringz. The socialists at
Fourmies held a monster meeting, but
everything was far guieter than anticipatc d.

MONSTRO.S ASSEMBLAGE.

300,000 Men Form in Procession lu Lon-
don, bat Order Relgns Supreme.
Loxpox, May 1L—Mayday demonsira-
tians were held to-day in most of the large
cities of Great Britain and the Continent

and in varicus manufacturing and mining
districts. Advices thus far show that the
day passe f harml vy, if not quietly.

A black bag, containing gun cotton, dyna-
mite and gun powder, and alsoa belt filled
with cartridges, and several documents
written in foreign languages, were fot
beside the Woolwich Arsenal to-day. No
fuse was attached and it does not appear
that an attempt was made to cause an ex-
plosion.

A large procession formed on the Thames
embankment and marched to Hyde Park,
where monster meetiugs were held. Ad-
dresses were made by Cunningham, Gra-
ham, Tom Mann, Ben Tillitt and Stepniak,
the Russian ninilist. Rescolutions were
edopted declaring in favor of the eight-hour
day and calling upon Farliament to pass the
eight-hour bill.

There was no disturbance, although the
demonstration was the largest ever organ-
ized iv this city. Workingwen bezan to as-
semble on the embankment at 10 o'clock.
Each contingent was headed by a band of
wmusic and every eontingent carried banners,
while the men themselves were bedecked
with rosettes and favors, .

The procession marched In perfeet order
acd a'most military precision. It oceupied
nearly three hours in entering Hyde Park,
and it is estimated that from 800,000 to 500,-
men participated. Alarge forceof mounted
and fool police and a contingent from the
Awbulance Association were present. The
assem blage dispersed quietly.

Demonstrations were held in Dublin,
Manchester, Glasgow and most of the large
towns of Great Britain and lreland. They
were modeled after the Hyde Park meeting
but ou a smaller scale, They were attended
with no disturbance,

EXPLOSION AT LIEGE.

Brusseis and Other Towns of Belgiam in
a Panicky State.

BrusseLs, May 1.—A tin cylinder with a
fuse attached was found between the eol-
onnades of the Foreign Office to-night. The
dissovery created great alarm, which was
fntensified by the news from Liege, whera
two aynamite cartridges exploded this even-
fng, one in the residence of a sailor named
Deslys and the other in the residence of his
son. The explosions caused serious damage
te property.

Enormous crowds collected at the scenes
of the explosions, and later another explo-
sion occurred in the choir of St. Martin's
Chureh, by which stained windows valued
at £20,000 were shattered into fragments
and hundreds of panes of glass in the ad-
Jacent houses were smashed. The fourth
cartridege, with a spent fuse, was discovered
later on.

A feeling of wild panic prevails there. Re-
poris from all the other parts of Belgium
speak of labor parades and meetings as re-
mwarkable for their display as for their great

ROME'S DEMONSTRATION,

One Bauilding Demolished aud Several
Arrests Made.

Rome, May 1L.—The day passed quietly
here. Detachments of Italian troops were
on guard at the Vatican. King Humbert
at his saccustomed hour set forth on lis
daily drive through the crowded streets. He
met with a continuous ovation. At Bologna
and Ravenna there were scuffles with the
police, and at Bologna cavalry cleared the
streets,

A dispatel sent from Ancona at midnight
says that during the evening a bomb was
thrown Into the Casino at Sinigaglia City.
The missiie exploded with great force. The
windows i the building and all the furni-
ture in the Casino were demolished. Sev-
eral arrests were made.

At Avistria®s Capital.

CHICAGO’ PROCESSION.

A Number of Arrests Made for Carrylog
Forbidden Flags.

CricAco, May 1.—Notwithstanding the
orders of police officials prohibiting the dis-
play of red flags and other anarchistio dra-
pery in the parades, which is a feature of
Mayday celebration here, three. sanguinary
emblems appeared, and the bearers were
promptly arrested and the offensive em-
blems confiscated.

At the head of two dozen men from the’

Arbeiter Zeitung office a red flag was car-
ried, and Deabating clubs Nes. 1 and 2 also
carried Hags which were sg red that they met
with the disapproval of Superintendent
Hubbard. After watching the procession
for some time, the anarchistic emblems
caught the eye of the suprerintendsnt, who
immediately resolved to capture them,

As the procession approached Madison
street on Clark the cofficers broke into the
ranks and seized the men in the debating
clubs for carrying forbidden flags. The
prisoners were unceremoniously hurried
into a patrol wagon, while the crowd cheered
wildly.

A few minutes later the Arbeiter Zeitung
employes reached the cornerand the oflicers
guickly seized the bearer of the red banner,
{a made a lion show of resistance, but
was quickly placed in the waiting patrol
wagon.

A young man who was decorated with a
bright crimson sash made an Insuiting re-
mark and was forcibly placed among his
red-bedecked comrades. When the men and
flags were taken from the ranks it did not
cause any particular commotion.

The prisoners were taken to the police
headquarters and Chiet McLaughry read
them a severe lecture. The men stated
they did not know they were viclatinga
law or disobaying the police orders. There
was no disorder on the lake [ront, where
speeches wers made and the revolutionary
spirits, if tnere were any, kept carefully
concealed.

St. Lovis, May .—Mayday was observed
bhere by about 2000 men, members of trade
and labor uvions, and a German Arbeiter
Verband celebration took place at Concordia
Park. No disturbance occarred.

THE ANARCHIST SCARE.
One Hundred Policemen Out on a Pre-
cautiovary Detail in This Clty.

“An anonymous communicaticn sent to
one of the morning papers caused all this
talk about dynamite and anarchism,” said
Chief of Police Crowley to a CALL reporter
yesterday morning, as he leaned back in an
easy-chair in his cffice at the old City Hall

“It is true,” he continued, ‘*‘that on
Saturday night [ caused 100 officers in
citizens” clothes to be sent out in varicus

portions of the city and particularly in the
vicinity of the banks. No vivlence was
feared and we made the detail merely as a
matter of precaution. We did not desire to
alarm the publie, and the utmost secrecy
was enjoined on the part of the officers
sent out. The offi‘ers were told to say
nothing about their instructions. What
caused mie to takethese precautionary meas-
were the advices of impending trouble
anarchists In Europe and Eastern
ities of this iere may be a few

in this city as a meauns of terrorizing capital,
but that there is no organization among
thera we are cerlain. As I stated, the offi-
cers were sent out to guard the bauks as a
precautionary step, and not because there
was any apprehkeasion of trouble. The men
are still on duty and will be kept at their
posts until te-morrow merning.”

AN INVESTIGATION HAD.
When the report was received at police
headquarters that a dynamite bomb had

been exploded at the Mission it was at first
feared that some anarchist or revolutionist
had begun work in earnest here. Detective
Ross Whittaker was at once sent out to in-
vestigate the affalr, and this is what he
learnea:

A few minutes before 5 o’clock vesterday
morning Aivert and Clarence Low, boys
emp:oyed as carriers on a morning paper,
were passing down Sixteenth street when
they saw a man eoter the vacant lot on Six-
teenth street between Harrieon and Fol-
som. The lads thought nothing of the
man’'s appecrance until they had proceeded
Then they s well as oth-
ers in the neighborhood heard a loud explo-
lvoking toward the lot, saw a
dense cioud of black smoke nsceuding into
the air. Then the boys went down Sever-
teenth street and encountered the man they

had seen entar the lot. He stopped
in front of a grocery store and said
pleasantly: “l guess the people around

bere will think they are haviogz an earth-
quake to-dayv.” He repeatsd the remark
to John (’Brien of 1913 Harrison street,
who happened to approseh, aud then
started down Seventeenth street, toward
Bryant. When Oflicer Atkinson of the
Seventeenth-street station appeared, the
man increased hiz speed to a run and
guickly disappeared. Those who saw the
man describe him as a German, about 30
years of age. He was neatly dressed, about
5 feet 7 inches high, had a black mustache
and appeared to have a dark complexion.
NEXT A BREWERY,

It is a peculiar fact that the lot upon
which the explesion occurred &adjoins the
Enterprise Brewery, which employs only
non-union men and is under a boycott in
censequence, An examination of the lot
failed to reveal any traces of the explosion,
There was no indentation in the sand sueh
as dynamite would cause, and no traces of
a bomb or cartridge could be found. For
this reason it is Dbeliaved that u stick of
blasting powder was used. The black
smoke in itself would show that no dyna-
mite had been exploaed.

When these details wera reported to
Chief Crowley and Caplain Lees they at
once sald the powder had been exploded for
the purpose of scaring the Esterprise Brew-
ery people, or by some “erank” who de-
sired to frighten residents in that vicinity.
It was not the work of an anarchist.

Detectives Bryam and Seymour, who also
investigated affuirs at the Mission, discov-
ered that the chests of contractors had been
broken open and tools and explosives taken,
On the night of Saturday, the 16lh ult., a
chest belonging to A. C. Buckman was
broken open at Diamond and Twenty-ninth
streets, and some powder, dynamite, stecel
drilis and shovels takén.

STILL ANOTHER THEFT.

Another chest left at the crossing of
Twenty-seventh and Castro streets was
broken open some time between Monday
and Saturday of last week, and the follow-
ing articles used in Dblasting were stolen:
Two eight-pound hamiuers, one crowbar, a
new saw, a hatchet, four pieces of drilling-
steel, 200 feet of fuse, a box containing
eight pounds of Hercules powder and 25
pounds of ordinary blasting-powder.

Last Friday night a box of blasting-caps
was stolen from & tool chest at Green and
Devisadero sireets. A duplicate key was
used in unlocking the chesi and the fore-
maun thinks the theft was committed by one
ef the 11 wen employed in grading there,

“These kind of thefts,” said Chief Crowe.
ley, when questioned about them, *“‘nave
frequently occurred before, and therefore
can have no conuection with labor agitation
or anarchism. The stuff was probably
stolen by petty thieves and sold to small
contractors or Chinese engaged In gravel
mining.”

“Yes, you can add.” said Captain Lees,
“that anarchists den’t operate in that elumsy
manner, Contractors frequently suffer from
thefts of their tools and explosives. There
s no eause for the slightest alarin. There
may be half a dozen ‘cranks’ in the city who
advocate dvnamite as a weapon for adjust-
ing labor grievances, but there is no organi-
zation among them. In short, there is not
the slightest reason for alarm in this city.’»

A DAY OFF FOR LABOR.
The Usual Mnydn}ﬁ;plnnn-trnllon En-
tirely Ignored.

For the first time in many years Mayday
passed off without the slightest demonstra-
tion or observance of any kind on the part
of the laboring classes in Sap Franciseo,
Ustally it is made a sort ol semi-holiday
and is accentuated with mass-meetings,
parades, addre sses, balls, and the like, and
such was the observance in many Eastern
and European cities yesterday. But San
Franciscu wsas as dead as the tradifional
doornail, and even the boycott napped
along the byways,

A mass-mreting in the Pavilion had been
planued and announced, but it did not
come off. The doors were closed as tight
as a sepulcher all day and the place looked
quite forbidding. Sofme of the leaders of
the movemeut were asked why.

“We'snw thers would be enough enthu-
siasm,” sald one, **so we declared the thing
off. A poor showing, vou know, is lots
worse than no showing at all.”

Nor were there any labor meetings of
special importance.  All their familiar
haunts, where the eloquence of the horny-
handed may be heard most of the day on
Sunday, were likewise deserted, and the
high-pressure labor of enthusiasmn seemed
to have completely relaxed. At the head-
quarters of the Shoe-itters’ Union the

SHALL WOMEN VOTE?

Anarchy and .lury’ Cowardice in Franee.
The International Silver Conference.

New Yorg, May 1.—Smalley’s London
letter to the Tribune says it has been usual
with advocates of female suffrage to treat it
as a political question. It is politleal on the
face of It, but is essentially far more social
than political. The political phase of itis
only preliminary. The effect on society
will not be seen till the exieriment has
been tried, if it ever should be, on a great
scale, when it would be seen that no ques-
tion of the day goes so deep. The women
suffrage party are thought to have won a
moral victory in the Hcuse of Commons on
Wednesday., Thev expected to ba beaten
by 50 of a majority, and were, In fact,
heaten oniy by 23, Dafeat, if not so bad as
you expected, is nowadays a moral victory.

Various explanations are given of this
vote; wost of them mere conjecture. Glad-
stone’s letter was to have overthrown the
partisans of female voting. Unluckily, on
this, as on other questions, Gladstone’s fol-
lowers desert him when it suits their con-
venience. Thev do not hold themselves
bound, it would seem, to pay him even the
homage due to his services, his abiiities, his
adwitted chieftainship and his unquestioned
ascendancy in the counsels and conduct of
the once united party. The spirit of loyalty
is forgotten, discipline 13 reiaxed and mu-
tinies occur every few days.

The Ravachol Jury's Cowardice.

The 12 heroes of tlie Ravachol jury have
done oue service: they have enubled the
present generation to understand more
cleariy how it is that a minority has always
governed France; how it was that the
reign of terror was established in 1793; how
it was that what M. Taine so well calls the
Jacobin conquest of France was effected.
The minority was possessed of the courage
of its opinions, and was, therefore, stronger
than the majority, which had no courage of
any kind, The veraict of extenuating cir-
cumstances in Ravachol’s case is treated by
all Europe as a verdiet of pure cowardice.
Even in DParis hardly & voice is lifted in
excuse for these gentlem en. Ope respecta-
ble journual (e Temps) excuses them, and
is to that extent less respectable. Paul de
Cassagnac excuses them on the express
ground that a man must be expecied to
hink first of bis own safety and after that
—a long way after—of his country., Other
apologists are reds or outcasts, or such a
parson as Mr. Drumont, the Jew-hater.

1blie opinion in France was tersely ex-
pressed in the cry **Cowards,” which saluted
the jury as it laft the court.

Likely to Be Retried.

Whether other juries will be less cow-
ardly remains to be scen, Already it is pre-
dicted that if Ravachol be tried for the
murder of the hermit of Chambles, ex-
tenuating circumstances will present them-
srives to the minds of that jury also. Mat-
thew Arnold found the want of Germany
to be ¢ivie ecourage. That is, and long has
been, at least equally conspicuons in France.
A worst system vet is thereadiness to make
a hero of Ravachol. The eivilities shown
him by the police, by the press and by the
Judge on the benr-h are such as might be
offered misguidel reformer. The
mildness of manner of M. Gues, the presid-
ing wmagisirate, was not pleasing to the
Fiereh who witnes-ed the display of it.
There is one swhom everybody, anarchists
exc-pted, praises, and that is Quesnay de
Beaurepaire, the Prosecutor - General
His conduct of the prosecution and his ad-
dress to the jury were admirable, whether
from a professional or a civic point of view.
He spoke with his life in his hand and he is
clearly one of those men to whom danger
acts as a tonic. Thare is a strong feeling in
the capital that the police have not shown
themselves equal to the occasion. Perhaps
not, but when an outrage occurs the police
are aiways blamed.

International Siiver Conference.

President Harrison’s negotiations for an
internaticnal silver conference are, if you
will accept an English view of the matter,
an evasive an illusory attempt to temporize
with the soft-money partisans. Currency
is wade the plaything ot electionearing poli-
ticians. Such is the grave and considerate
courtesy witn which a leading journal of
the country refers to the chief magistrate
of the United States. ‘1Thess compliments
begin an article which en s with the asser-
tion that the DPresideat’s propssals ean

some

. hard!y be other than purposeless; mischiev-

ous, even, comyparad with the ordinary pro-
ductions of a presidential campaign.

Lot us dismiss the attacks and invite the
silver peudle to answer, if they can, the
arguments which not ene journal orly, but
almost the whole civilized world, address to
us: We are coining four and a half million
ounces of silver monthly; the American
treasury holds alreadv $420,000,000 in silver,
It is perfectly well knowa here that this
hoarded silver caunot be got into circula-
tion; the country will not have it, and the
more it increases the less likely is it to cir-
culate. It is held in reserve, “perhaps to
be let loose disastrously some day at the
bidding of an ignotant and rapacious ma-
jority and by the act of .a reckless Govern-
ment.”

The Effect Abroad.

It is undoubtedly true that the vagaries
of American silver legislation have pro-
duced alarm rather than confideace, even
among silver-using and silver-producing
communities abroad. The laws of trade are
seen to be stronger than Bland and Teller
and their whole backing of silver barons
and currency quacks,

Finauciers an d men of business generally
are grateful to President Harrison for
standingout against what is Insiduously and
dishonestly called free coinage. They do
not perhaps object to an international con-
ference, believing that no conference of
sane men, without selfish interests to serve,
will declare for free coinage or anything
like it. If they object It is on the ground
that sucl a coafereuce keeps up excite-
ment, unsteadies men’s minds and unsettles
the markets of the world. The European
world is goirg to do business on a guld
basis—so wuch is clear. If we prefer silver
we shall make ourseives a debtor nation,
Bland and Teller would like us to be the
India of christezdom, Would the Ameri-
can people like it? Would they like to pay
for gll their imports in gold and take their
pay for ex:orts insilver? Suech aresome of
the questions asked her. Many more might
be asked; I will ask one: If, in order to
enrich the silver ring, the American Gov-
ernment buys the produnct of the American
silver mines, why should it not buy the
preduct of the American iron mines or
American coal mines? If eurrency is to be
deiauged and the cormmunity plundered for
the benefit of silver capitalists why not for
the benenit of fron owners or coal owners
or lager beer owners?

FIRE AT WINNIPEG.

The Flamss Started in a Theater and De-
stroyed Many Valuable Buildings.

WiINNIPEG, Man., May 1.—Sixteen or 18
bulldings, covering nearly three acres, were
burned about 2 o’clock this morning by a
fire which started under the stage of the
Princess Opera-house. The flames spread
with frightful rapidity, and as the water
works were closed duwn for repairs the hy-
drants were useless and the fire Bnrned itself

out, Amonﬁ the places destroyed were
McGregor’s livery-stable with thousands
of dollars’ worth of harness and

all the wagons of the Dominion Express
Company; Frost & Woods® agriculturai
implement warehouse, Green’s feedstore,
Balth’s grain warehouse, six private resi-
dences and two other stables, besides a car-
riage repair shop and the Salvation Army
barracks. The Grand Union Hotel was in
imminent danger, but the firemen, alded by
a fair wind, saved the hotel. The “Uncle
Tom’s Cabin” Company lost everything.
The proprictors of the opsra-house are
heavy losers.  The total losses are heavy,
but cannot be estimated, while the insur-
ance appears to be light.

PROGRAMNE AT WASHINGTON

Appropriation Bills Still Interesting
the House and Senate.

CONGRESS ANXIOUS FOR AN ADJOURNMENT

It Is Now Proposed to Extend the Presemt Chinese
Law a Little Longer—The San Francisco
Customs Appointment.

WasmiNGgToN, May 1.—The Senate is dis-
posing of business with a degree of rapidity
in marked contrast with the conduct of the
House. But the two regular aunnual
appropriaticn bills which passed the
latter body remain to be acted upen by the
Senate. Oane of them, the naval appropria-
tion Lill, will doubtless be disposed of with-
in 10 day2, and the other, the pensionp appro-
priation bill, is purposely withheld in com-
mittée in orier to obrain a clearer insight
into the needs of the Pension Bureaun.

A resolttion inrelation to Choctaw claims
is among unfinished business, and may be
further debated upon to-morrow. When it
is out of the way a biil for the protection of
aliens will "be taken up. A discussion
under that head promises to be interesting,
begause it will doubtless touch upon the
killing of Italians at New Orleans, and will
also involve a free expression of opinion
upon the proper i definition of the fuuctions
of the National and State Governments.

The revenue marine transfer bill wiil be
calle up on Thui:day.” There are cow
four measures pressing upon the attention
of the House for early consideration, which
is urged on various speclal grounds. The
measures are: The Bryan free binding-twine
bill, the Hateh anti-option bill, the sundry
civil appropriation bill and the river aud
harbor appropriation bill,

An Early Adjournment.

An early adjournment is one of the things
earnestly desired by the majorlty of the
party i the House, and, in order to attain
it, the policy is to pass the appropristion
bills as speedily as possible, and to
send. them to the Senale, so that on that
body may be fixed the responsibility forany
possible prolongation of the session. ‘I'he
promptness with which the Senate passed
the appropriation biil shows the iuterest it
has for an early adjournment, and has also
increased the Lelief in the possibility of its
accomplishment.

If the House does its part the appropria-
tion bills will generally continue to be
accorded the right of way in the House,
To-morrow i3 suspension day. Pechaps
Walker's expunging resolution will be dis-
posed of by a *“‘two-thirds” vote undera
special rule relating to suspensions. The
diplomaticappropriation bill will be pressed
to a final vote after one or two more
days’ consideration, and they may begin
to struggle for precedence between sundry
civil and river and harbor apprepriation
bills, An effort will be made to yuietly
reconcile the couflict, but unless this can be
done the matter of procedure must be de-
cided by a struggle on the floor of the Honse.

The court of the Palace Hotel was the
rendezvous yesterday for the Republican
politicians of this and other cities in the
State, who anticipated the fight in the con-
ventlon by inaugurating the usual system
of lobbying and button-holing, which was
carried on industriously un:il a late hour
last night.

Delegates from Los Angeles, San Bernar-
dino, Santa Clara, Iresno and other
counties were in force, and every man who
entered the hotel was asked if he was a dele-
gate, and In what direction his sympathies
iay. The delegations from several munici-
palities are divided, owing to the factional
fichts, and their adjustment will likely
effect the general work of the convention.
Tue railroad interference could be plainly
perceived, despite the efforts of the Svuth-
ern Pacific officials,

Colonel Dan Burns and J. N. E. Wilson,
with other prominent believers in the same
faith, left by the afternoon train for Stock-
ton. Crimmins took the afternoon train for
Stoekton, but Kelly was ublq;litons last
pight and headquarters for De Young were
opened on the seeond floor, Burns spoke
in a sanguine strain of the election of most
of the delegates supported by him and his
friends. He thought there was no question
as to the certainty of J. H. Neff’'s selection
as temporary chairman. It was thought at
one time that H. C. Dibble would poll the
largest vote among the Third-street faction,
and so Rea’s retirement from the contest
was strongly urged. 1t was found, how-
aver, that Rea was much the stronger, the
country aelegates demanding Rea’s name,
and Dibble announced himself as out of the
race.

DE YOUNG CLIMBING THE POLE.

The main interest, of course, settled
around the candidates for delegateships at
large. De Young's friends started several
wild rumors in the course of the day, which
were understood to have been hatched in
the “headquarters” upstairs.

Ldte last night the
De Young managers announced that in the
avent of anything approaching a deadlock
between these three either ex-Congressman
Horace Davis or Captain W. L. Merry
would be nominated as & compromise can-
didate. Tne Burns-Wilson men discredit
both of these plans.

ESTEE'S ELECTION CONCEDED.

Every prominent delegate has drawn up
a list of successful candidates, each list pre-
senting some original feature. In all of the
cal ulatious M. M. Estee’s name is counted
on as sure of election. Southern California
will be granted one delegate-at-large, for
which a bitter fight is being waged between
E. F. Spence and Robert J. Northam of Los
Angeles, the latter espousing the cause of
De Young. The delegations of most of the
southern counties favor Spence, but if the
contest eanuot be settled amicably the
honor may go to Thomas R. Bard or ex-
Cougressman William Vandever of Ven-
tura. Judge Charles Fernald and Judge E.
H. Heacock of Santa Barbaraare also men-
tioned as possibilities, and N. D. Rideout of
Marysville is a strong candidate from the
northern ¢ounties. A favorite ticket seemed
to be Ester, Rideout, Felton and Spence.
