Coach Assassio,

Narrow Escape of Miss Louisa Rodisino, and
ths Tragic Death of Her Sister Jen-
pie—The Funeral To-Day.

Special Officer Hume of Wells, Fargo &
Co. did not leave for San Andreas, the
scene of Saturday morning’s attempted
stage robbery aud tragedy, as he intended.
An investigation based upon reports from
Calaveras County to-day will determine
what farther action is necessary to bring
the desperado who did the shooting within
the clutches of the law.

Tha country is being thoroughly explored,
and it is Mr. Hume’s opinion that the rob-
ber it captured will scarcely live to be

William Bradford, the artist, who was
weil known in this city, having occupied a
studio in the Palace Hotel tor many
months, died in the New York hospital last
Monday. His death, says the New York
Herald, followed an attack of apoplexy,
whieh overcame him on Saturday morning
in his studio at 96 Fifth avenue,

Mr. Bradford was born in New Bedtord
of Queker parentage in 1827, He began
active life on board a whaling vessel, and
after a few voyages settled down in his
native place as a coal dezler. While in this
business he began to paint, making a spe-
cialty of water views and scenes around
New Bedford harbor. Among the artists of
40 years ago, who frequented Fairhaven, a
suburb ¢f New Bedicrd, was the foreign
marine painter, Van Beest. Under lis
directions Bradford improved rapidly and
to such purpose that aboutthe year 1864 he
decided to embrace art as a profession.
With Van Beest he made several excursions
along the rocky shores of Nova Scotia and
Labrador, thus obtaining a taste for Arctic
scenery. HIs pictures of tha far north ware
so well received by the publie that he
made several trips to the Arctie regions
with Dr. Hlayes, tue explorer. The results
were such that Bradford chartered a
vessel of his own and went as high
as the fifty - sixth degree in search
of mnovel scenes. In all he spent
about seven years in the Arctic regions,
finding new art material where others had
sought only adventure or blubber. Iis
pictures offered scenes so novel and curious
that they at once attracted attention,
He represented an aspect of nature almost
unknown—the terrors of the north, the
crushing of ships in the resistless ice packs,
be mountainons icebergs of the polar seas,
the phosphorescent gleam of the Arelie
night, the cheerless blnze of the midnight
sun lighting up endless and silent wastes of
icy desolativn—such wers the scenes por-
trayed in Bradford’s best-known pictures
of 20 years ago. He had much merit-as a
realist and showed no small technical skill
in rendering successfully the -strange
Arctic lights and atmospheres, the color
of the mournful cliffs, thedrifting ice moun-

of emerald and sapphire.

The chief encouragement that Bradford
received at the outset of his career as a

ainter came from England. The Quesn of
ingland, the Earl of Grosvenor, the Roth-
schilds and other wealthy Furopean arg
patrons bought his pictures and made him
known. The Marquis of Lorne bought his
**Crushed by the Icebergs,” and his
“Steamer Panther Among Icebergs in Mel-
ville Bay Under the Light of the Midnight
Sun” - was exhibited at the Roval Academy
in 1875 by command of her Majesty, to
whom it was presented by the paint-

er. Althougii . chiefly known for his
Aretic  views, r. Bradford prodoced
many pietures of - our - Pacific Coast

and of the Yosemite Valley. Among
the pictures he exhibited at the New York
National Academy, *‘A Fresh Breeze off
Sandy Hook” and “Harbor View at Sup.

Charles Lanham, a handsome young man,
dressed in garments of fashionable cut,
was arrested by Dotective Anthony Rlast
night and lodged in the City Prison. Lan-
ham Is 25 years old, and says that his home
is in Indianapolis. He came to the coast in
February lasf, and while in this city has
lived at the house of his mother, 623 Larkin
street,

Lanham is charged with the abduction of
Leonie, the pretty 17-year-old jdaughter of
William Peters, a commercial traveler, who
lives at 204 Golden Gate avenuse.

According to her father Leonie was an
attractive girl, gifted with musical talent of
a high order. She had been educated at
Sneli’s and Mills’ seminaries, and left the
Jatter institution a few months ago.
She was anxious to become an opera singer,
and received an offer from the Huntington
compavy, which she wanted to aceept, but
all her appeals for vermission to do o her
parents replied with an emphatic refusal.

Early 1n the afternoon of her disappear-
ance she left the house, saying that she was
going to return & book that had been loaned
her by a member of the opera troupe. She
went from the house to the hcme of her
grandparents, several blocks distant, and
remained with the old people until 4:30
o'clock. Where she then went is the
mystery which her distressed parents and
the police are trying to solve, and the young
man behind the bars declares that he can
give them no assistance.

BLAME THE YOUNG MAN.

The Peters blame Lanham for their
daughter’s disappearance, because tHey
think that he induced her to elope with
him. Ile was introduced to Leonie six
weeks ago by a mutual friend, whose name,
he says, is Emma Forsyth., T'he girls’ father
says that Lanham and his daughter met
frequently, and that on one cccasion he
paced the sidewalk opposite the house for
an hour until the girl came out. Notes
qued between them, and finally Mrs.

’eters Intercepted a letter, unsigned, but in
Lanham’s bandwriting, ureing Leonis to
elope with him and promising her an easy
life ard all the fine clothes her heart could
desire. Mrs. Peters destroyed the epistle
and almonished her daughter to Lave noth-
ing more to do with the supposed writer.
Then came the day on whicn Leonie took
French leave,

CONTRADICTORY STORIES.

Peters at once went to Lanbam’s home
and was told by the young wan’s mother
that he had gone to San Jose; but at the
city of gardens the ycung man could not Le
found, but a young lady had been there who
lovked like Leonle. Lanbam returned to
this city on Thursday and told Peters that
he knew nothing aboat thegirl. He said he
had been in San Jose, and while there had
stopped at tne Cremorne Iotel. Peters
learned that there is no such place in San
Jose, and then secured the services of the
detective.

Lanham, when {nterviewed in the prison,
descrived Laonie as a very pretty girl, with
largze brown eyces and curling auburn hair
falling upon her shoulders. He positively
declared that he had never written a line to
her, and defied her par«nts to produce proof
to the contrary. Furthermore, he asserted
that he had never been in San Jose, but
that e had told Peters and Anthony that
lie bad been there because he did not care
