Strikes Reported in YVarious Branches
of Trade,

ALL THEIR DEMANDS PEACEABLY MADE.

Quit Work — Massachusetts Quarrymen
Want More Pay.

GLOUCESTER, Mass,, May 2.—The whistles
from the Cape Ann guarries calling the men
to work this morning did not meet with any
response, as a general strike of the granite-
catters has been inaugurated. Notice was
sent to the workmen at Rock Point and
Pigeon Cove aud they joined the strikers.
Some 2000 men are now idle. The strikers
demand 25 cents an hour and nine hours in-
stead of 10 for a day’s work. No trouble is
feared.

OPPOSED TO TRUSTS.
Suit Brought Agaisst the Sugar Combina-
tion—The Reading Railroad Deal.

PHILADELPHIA. May 2.—A bill in equity
has been filed bv the Government against
the sugar trust to prevent the consumina-
mation of the recent deai by which the trust
obtained the control of individual refineries
in this city.

The biil was filed agairst E. C. Knight &
Co., Spreckels Refining Company, Franklin
Sugar Refining Company. Delaware Sugar-
house, American Sugar Refining Company
and John E. Searles, treasurer. The bill
sets forth that the above companies have
combined contrary to law and prays the
court to preventa consummation of the deal
and rescind the agreements in the cases
where they had been brought to consumma-
tion,

TrexTON, N. J., May 2.—The Attorney-
General, under directions of the Ggvernor,
is searching for the best means of crushing
the Reading combine. If no law can be
found to meet the case a special session of
the Legislature will probably be called to
enact one,

HARRISBURG, Pa., May 2. — Attorney-
General Hensel having rulet that the
numerous defendants in the suit against
the so-called Reading combine must plead,
answer or demur, they have responded by
doing all three. The leasing of the Lehigh
Valley lines by the Reading road is ad-
mitted. But the answer claims that the
agreement is distioetly authorized by the
charters of the two companies and does not
in any way couflict with the constitution
and laws of Penpsylvania; it admits that
the Port Reading Railrbad leased the
Central Railroad of New Jersay, denies that
the Philadelp hia and Keading owns the
whole or a majority of the capital stoek,
and aflirms that the Port Reading is fully
authorized to make the lease by the laws of
New Jersey. The separate answer and
demurrer of the Lehigh Valley Raitiroad is
substantially the same as the Reading, The
Philadelphia and Reading Coal Cowmpany
has filed a similar demurrer.

RESTRICTING THE CHINESE.
'(ﬁferpnée of the Congressional Com-
mittees Concluded.

DRTAILS OF THE NEW LAW AGREED UPOY.

Time Extended for Ten Years—No Bail in Habeas
Corpus Cases—Puniskment of
Poachers,

Fpeclal to THE MORNING UALL

WASHINGTON, May 2.—The Pacific Coast
Sevators and Representatives in Congress
-believe that the Cninese bill agreed upon by
the conference committee to-day, while not
#s satisfactory as might have been wished,
is yet an impruvegxcnt over the existing
Inws. The bill as agreed upon is substan-
tially as follows: All laws now in force
prohibiting and regulating the coming of
Chinese persons and persons of Chinese
descent into the United States are extended
for a further period of 10 years. Chinese
convicted of being here unlawfully shall be
removed to China, unless it is made to ap-
pear thiat they are subjects of some other
countiy, in which case they shall be re-
moved to such country, except where a head
tax is demanded as.a condition precedent to
the acceptance of such Chinese from the
United States, Where such tax is demanded
fhey shal! be removed to China.

All Chinese arrested under the provisions
of this act or any uct so extended shall be
adjudged to be unlawfully within the
United States unless they establish by af-
firmative proof their right to remain.  Auy
Chinese convicted of being here unlawiully
shall be fmypriscned at hard labor for a
period not exceeding one year. No bail
shall be. allowed on application for a writ
‘0f habeas corpus by Chinese seeking to enter
the United States, and such applications
shali be heard and determined without un-
necessary delay.

_All Chinese laborers within the United
Sfates at the time of the passage of tuls act
and who are entitled to remain shall apply
to the Collector of Internal Revenue of
their respective districts within one year
after the passage of this act for certificates
of residence, and any Chinese laborer who
ehall negleet, refuse or fail so to do, or who,
alter one year’s expiration from the passage
of the act, shall be found within the juris-
diction of the United States without such
certificate of residence, shall be adjudged to
be unlawfully within the United States
and may be arrested by any United States
cusioms official, Collector of Internal Rev-
enue or deputies, United States Marshal or
deputies, aud taken before a United States

Judge, whose duty it stall be to or-
der such coffender deported, as pro-
vided «bove, unless he shall estab-

lisk clearly and to the satisfactivn of the
Judge that by reason of accident, sickness
or other unavoidable cause he has been un-
abie to procure his certificate, and also to
prove to the satisfaction of the court and by
at least one credible white witness that
he was a resident of the United Siates at
the time the ‘act was passed, and if found
entitled to a certificate it shall be issued to

{ Lim upon his paying the cost of the same,
| Snhould iv appear that a Chinamen has pro-
i cured a certificate that had

been lost or de-
stroyed, he shall bLe detained and judgment

-suspended a reasonable time to enabie him

to procure a duplicate from the oflicer grant-
ing it, and in such-cases the cost of arrest and
trial shall Le in the discretion of the court.

Any Chinese person other than a laborer,

{ having the right to be and remain in the
! Uniteq States«, desiring such certificate as

an evidence of such right, may apply for
and receive the same without charge. The
Secretary of the Treasury is" directed to
m#ke the needful rules and regulations to
carry the law into effeet and shuil prescribe
the pecessary forms and furnish the neces-
sary blanks, etc., for certificates, which shall
ve ssued free of charge to the applieants.
They shall contain the name, age, local res-
idence of the applicant and such other
description of the. applicant as shall be
prescribed by the Secretary of the Treas-
ury. Dujplicate certificates shall be filed in
the office of the Coilector of Internal Revenue
for the district in whieh the Chinaman
makes application. "Any person who shall
knowingly or falsely alter or substitute any
name for that written In the certificate, or
forge any such certificate, or falsely person-
ate any person named in such certificate,
shall be guiity of misdemeanor, and upon
conviction therecf shall be fined a sum not
exceeding 1000 or imprisoned in the peni-
tentiary for a term not exceeding five years.
Fees shall be paid to collectors of internal
revenue for services performed under this
aet in addition to their regular salaries now
allowed by law, not exceeding $1 for each
certificate issued.

Punishment of Poachers.

The Secretary of the Navy has issued
instrections to- the naval and revenue ma-
rine vessels assigned to enforce the modus
vivendi prohibiting lealin.i in the Bering
S These instructions differ from last
year In three Important particulars:

First —Any vessel found sealing in the
Bering Sea is to be seized, whether or not
she has been previously served with a no-
tice.

Second—The mere presence of a vessel in
the Bering Sea having on board a sealing
outfit is cause for seizure.

Third — Persons on board the vyessels
seized ave to be sent as prisoners with the
vessel to suffer the penaity of the law.

Under the British law all persons kiiling
or alding or abetting in the killing of fur
ceals in vhe Bering Sea are punishable by a
fine of £100 and imprisonment at hard labor
for six months. Under the American law
they are subject to six months' imprison-
ment and a fine of $1000.

ROOSEVELT TALKS PLANLY.

Not a Time to Consider the Wisdom of
(ivil Nerviee Reform.

WasnixGgToN, May 2—The Hcuse Com-
mittee on Civil Service Reform to-day re-
sumed its investigation into the conduct of
certain employes in Baltimore. Secretary
Foster was examined and said he bad heard
of the charges made by the Commissioner
against two men connsected with the cus-
toms service and very much doubted it
was consistent with the good of the people
to keep such men in cffice, but he should
want to know all the facts before taking
artion. :

Civil Service Commissioner Roosevelt
said It was absolutely impossible to upset
hiis couclusions, for they were based on the
confessions of the accused persons, made at
the time the violations occurred. Roosevelt
quoted from the testimony of Postmaster-
General Wannamaker, who -had said that
the employes told the inspectors they had
made no such statements, ete.,, and added
that if in private business men were
caught redhanded and ~ confessed - guilt
it would be unwise to accept the oaths of
these same men six months later that they
were incorrect. Roosevelt in conclusion
said: ‘““The amount of it is'that all these
men are plainly guilty upon their own con-
fessions, and their subsequent conduect as
implied in the report of the postoffice inspece
tors simply shows that they are uot entitled
to a particle of cousideration. If these men
are not gutlty then itis absolutely impossible
that men can be guilty under the civil
service law. This is not a time to consider
whether the law is or isuot wise, 1 have
done my plaiu duty iu pointing out its vio-

latlons.
