MONT0JO'S DEFENSE

The proceedings of the court-martial
o! Admiral Montojo of the Bpanish
pavy give a new page to the bistory of
the Bpavish-American war., In bis de
fense Admiral Montojr shows Lhat iv
January, 1808, 8pain wae in full posses
gion of toe nlans of the Americans, aod
was informed of what would happen i
case war was declared with America
He also says tbat Lieutenant Sobral,
the Bpanisu naval attache at \Vashiog-
ton, constantly kept the Bpanish gov-
erument informed of developments 1n
America, and of what preparations were
being made for war with Spsin, in con-
sequence of which the lientenant was
branded ae a apy io time of peace, and
had to leave thia conntry. The adwiral
states that information of the Bpanish
plans was obtained by the Americans
in the same way at Madrid; that the
war was begun in opposition tu the ad-
vice ol the military apd paval com-
manders, and charges that, while his|
government was well informed, it made
no move to prepare for the conflict.
Admirs] Montejo makes the state-
ment that the proj o iles of the Ameri-
vapg wers charged with inflammable

trent of Admiral Dewey after the de-
stroction of the fleet, when he bad it
in his hands to at once decide the que:-
tion of the day. Admiral Montojo also
says that it wes settled in his mind that
the war would end dissstrously for
Spiin when Cervera was ordered to
leave Cupn Verde Islands, avd that
from that time he was without hope,
494 made up his mind to die. The ad

wiral charges in plain words that hie
government, although it knew that the
war was coming, made no preparations
ios proper defenze and gives the lia to
Governor General Auvgusting of the
Philippioes, and to those who declare
pal the Bpanish eailors were esleep
whai the sttack began. He does oot
bell:ve that Ds:wey etopped fightioe

on'y for the sike of eating breakfast,
cuye the Americans kept out of range
of Lis inferior guns and fired on his
ships with their loog range guns and
apeaks of the bosinesslike way
the Ams=ricans had of fightiog.
He declares that op'y five lorpedoss
were in position at Mavila when Dewey
made the attack, and that he was ab-
:olutely helpless from the failure of the
home goveroment to come Lo his agsist-
anee.

Cavite, be pays, was a trap, acd Bo-
siz slmost defenseless, Those who
wera Lo blame for the shame of Epain,
he savs, were Lhe officeholders at bome.
“In cooclusion,” he says, I musi
state that I coosidered the campaign
lost when Cervera’s fleet left Cap:

aware of the precarious position; that
Lisnt, Sobral, naval attache at Wash-
ington, had given all the information in
ample time, and that the SBpanish gov-
ernment conld have done all that was
necessary to make it impossible to over-
come us, but failed to do so; fifth, that
I took all the precautions it was possi-
ble to take with my limited command
and material and that in selecting Cav-
ite I did so becausa there was no otber
place fortifi=d at all, and it would bave
been impossible not to eacrifice the
squadron; sixth, that the enemy’s
squadron was discovered and fired upon
before they came within reach of our
cannon; that we were abeolutely at the
mercy of Admiral D-wey, who, with hig
far-reaching caonon, knew that we
could do nothiog; seventb, that when
the revolution began, aod the Awmeri-
cans brought insurgent chiefs, it was
plsinly understood that they did pot
intend to leave, which confirmed the
advance advices from Lieutenant Bo-
bral,
