Resolutions Adopted By This Body at Their
- Meeting Last Night,

A special meeting of the Titusville

board of trade was held at the rooms of

the board last night for the purpose of

passage of proposed treaties between
the United States and Cuba and the
British West Indies, which would affect
seriously Florida grown products. The
meeting wis called to order by President
Jones, and the secretaiy read a set of
resolutions which had been prepared as
follows, which were unanimously adopt-
ed:

Whereas, The present congress will be
called upon to act upon certain proposed
treaties already formulated whereby it is
contemplated to place upon the free list
the principal agricaltural products of
Cuba and the British West India Islands,
including sugar, rice, tobacco, ¢itrus and
other semi-tropical fruits, which are in-
fant industries of our state and need pro-
tection; and, »

Whereas, Sucin staple products come
into direct competiton with the products
of our own and other states, and will have
the effect of putting American labor on
a level with the cheap labor of the tropies,
and tend to divert capital and enterprise
from investing in the vast fields now
open in Florida and other states to the
production of such staple commodities as
are named in the aforesaid proposed
treaties, and which are just in the first
stage of development; and,

Whereas, Such legisiation would, at
the present time, work irreparable injury
to the interests of labor employed and
capital already invested in this country
in production of such staple commodities
as are named in the proposed treaties,
which are alleged to be reciprocal in
effect; therefore, be it

Resolved, That the board of trade of
the city of Titusville, Fia., hereby re-
spectfully and argently protests against
the confirmation of such  proposed
treaties on the broad ground that it
would be detrimental to the labor of
this country, and do immense damage to
the vested interests of ouar citizens with-
out a corresponding return.

Resolved, That a copy of these resola-
tions be sent to the United States sena-
tors of Florida, and a copy also sent to
the State Agricultural society, and also to
the League of Domestic Producers, which
has been organized for the parpose of
effecting the defeat of the proposed
treaties.
