eri Points for the Beginner

Dont imagine that the cushion of
tho billiard tablo is a punching fong

or that it Isnt the most delicately
constructed thing for purpose that
man could dovlse It can stand blows
tram the balls that would kill u human
being but not an elephant The balls
too are na delicately turned and as
perfectly balanced as a watch They
are weighed on jewelers scales and
It one side were even a few grains
heavier or lighter thnn tho other It
would spoil tho sphere which must
roll ns ovonly ag possible and not go
jumping about like one of thoso lead
weighted toys that turns somersaults
down an Incline plane in little jorky
jumps

Be as careful in the handling of
your cuo ns though you were finger-
ing a violin Dont wave it around or
twist it between your fingers like a
drum majors baton Dont pound on
tho floor with it either and when you
nre about to make a shot dont make
tho unfortunatu people about you
think you are going to lead the band
ns you describe imaginary twists In
tho air

When you start In to play your
game always take off your coat Peo-

ple then know you are prepared

never regret It One false step leads
to another

Beginners mustnt try to do too
much the chief trouble Dont
try and make hard shots out of easy
ones 1C tho two balls stand near
enough together to count by making
a simple carom from one to the other
without hitting tho cushion make the
shot that way

Dont aim at opposite spots on
tho table and play to bank tho ball
first on tho cushion Youll get plenty
of hard shots that have to be made
hard

the biggest liars so its true but Ill
back a good billiard player against n
good poker player In an International
dispute

Ho will keep his temper bettor and

Dont lean your elbows on the table
Put the chalk back In Its place

Dont leave it loose on the rail
It Isnt necessary when you draw a

ball to hit the tablo with your cue

from over the table

Stand erect as you watch the result
of your stroke

Dont slap the tallow buttons on tho
wire over your head or whack them

Sit down when your opponout has
the ball in hand or at least get out of
his way

Never let your cue tip get near
enough your hand to soil your fingers
with chalk You will shoot steadier

Keep close to tho tablo when mak-
ing shots the nearer the bettor
