The *Stalof Life” New Being ‘Turncd
Out by the Meoker i,

Without any flourish of trumphets
steam was turned on and tbe intricate
machinery constituting the Meeker
Milling company’s plant was set in mo-
tion, at 10 minutes past 1 o'clock ‘I'ues-
day afternoon, and the process of turn-
ing out the initial grist of ** White River
Gem" flour began.

Mr. Case, who i3 a first-class miller as
as well us a millright, was assisted by
J. F. Branaman, W. F. Hossack and
Dick Stone, and the spectators con-
sisted of M. A. C. Moult o
J. W. Hugus & Co., Clerk and Recorder
Walbridge, Cashler Dick Voss of the
Hugus bank, and a few others.

The first wheat to go through the
rolls was a lot belonging to J. W. Hugus
& Co., and to John Purcell of Powell
Park belongs the second honor. The mis
chinery worked a little stiff at first, but
that is gradually disappeariug, and the
grade of the flour, which, at first, was
rather course and of a yellowish tint, is
fmproving every day. These slight and
immaterial defects were caused by the
new machinery and are the accompani-
ment of every new il at the start off
They will have worn away by the end
of next week.

As Tur Henarp gave a detailed
history of the mill and its costly ma-
chinery in a previous issue it Is not
to again refer to the plant
other than to say that it is *a thing of
beauty” and Tur HERALD bopes will
remain “a joy forever” to the enter-
prising men who brought it into ex-
istance. The whole plaut works to per-
tection.

Sowme of your
readers doubtieas remember some very
high-priced dairy stock that are in this
county that have failed to be a source
of revenue for thelr owner, however, he
is pot being taxed oo anything coanect-
ed with the original cost of the stock.
That all who hardle good stock are on
the right track, twere is no douly, but
many who have mde the venture will
fail, and others wi! prodit by their fail-
ure.
