NEW PUBLICATIONS.

The midwinter “Century” (Century
Company, New York) holds its own
with its notable predecessors. Among
the articles of special interest are
“Pope Leo XIIIL. and His Household,”
by Marion Crawford, a personal ac-
count of the daily life of the Pope.
Henry M. Stanley retells “The Story of
the Development of Africa.” Captain
Alfred T. Mahan, the distinguished na-
val critie, contributes the first'of sev-
eral papers on Nelson’s naval victories,
dealing with “Nelson at Cape St. Vin-
cent,” which is illustrated with por-
traits and diagrams. A paper written
before the President’s Venezuelan mes-
sage, but dealing with the present situ-
ation, is “The Palmerston Ideal in
Diplomacy,” by Edward Mortimer
Chapman. A paper on “Certain Wor-
thies and Dames of Old Maryland” is
contributed by Dr. J. W. Palmer. An
illustrated paper on Puvis de Chavan-
nes, President of the Salon of the
Champ-de-Mars, derives additional in-
terest from the fact that his decora-
tions for the Boston Library have re-
cently been put in position. The
month’s installment of Professor
Sloane’s *“Life of Napoleon” treats of
the meeting of Napoleon, Alexander 1.
of Russia, Frederick William III. and
Queen Louisa of Prussia at Tilsit. The
illustrations are particularly notable.
Mrs. Ward’'s novel, “Sir George Tres-
sady,” gives a pathetic glimpse of life
in an English mining town. For range
and readableness the number chal-
lenges attention.

PLAIN TRUTHS.

Fresno Expositor: There is a valuable
editorial in the Los Angeles ‘“‘Times"”
of a recent date on the economy of good
roads, which might be studied with
profit by those who have the matter of
building roads in charge. As the article
says, a properly built road is practically
indestructible by ordinary use. In fact,
it grows better and more substantial
by age and travel. There are roads
built by the old Romans in the days
of the empires that are in better condi-
tion to-day than they were a thousand
vears ago, and they seldom need re-
pairs. Fortunes are spent in California
every year, and yet there is not one
good road in the State, simply because
they were not built on scientific prin-
ciples. It would require years with the
money spent that we are in the habit
of spending to even inaugurate a system
of properly constructed roads in this
county, but if the money wasted annu-
ally in the foolish attempts was applied
to ten miles on any one road prop-
erly it would be an act of economy. The
cost for a time would be necessarily
greater, but when completed it would
be merely nominal.

One of the dams which broke wds
the solid rock dam in New York Flat,
in Yuba County. Tons of debris had
gathered behind this wall, thereby
tending to strengthen the structure,
but the rushing waters of the Yuba
proved too much for the wall of rock,
and thirty feet of the dam was carried
out clear to the bottom of the stream.

The York Mining Company’s dam was
also carried out by the high water, but
the worst disaster was that to the

Omega mine dam. This was the larg-
est restraining dam yet built in the
State and was considered perfectly safe.
But it had to succumb, and the debris,
which a few days ago was deposited
in tons behind the restraining wall, is
now scattered over miles of river bed.
