"Night of fourth. Aguinaldo issued flying proclamation, charging Americans

initiative and declared war.

"Insurgents' expectation of rising in city on night of fourth unrealized, Pro-

vost marshal general, with admirable disposition cf troops, defeated every attempt.

"City quiet. Business resumed. Natives respectful and cheerful. The fighting

qualities of American troops a revelation to all inhabitants. OTIS."

"War Department officials are elated over the above dispatch from General Otis.

It Is believed iii army circles that the vigorous campaign of General Otis has practical-

ly brought the war to an end.

Aguinaldo's petition for a cessation of hostilities and a conference, following

so closely on his flamboyant declaration of war and his proclamation calling on all

Filipinos to resist the "foreign invaders," is taken here as an indication that he

realises that he is beaten, for the rrescnt at least. His petition for a conference,

which General Otis has refused to consider, is regarded as a trick to avoid being

captured and held as a rebel. General Otis declines to recognize him as anything
but an insurgent and however, and no confi-jenc- will be granted. If

the Americans get close enough to him he will be cajrtured, a ad his fate will depend

upon whether or not he can be considered an American oMUon until after the rati-

fication of the Treaty of Peace by Spain.

In every battle there have been numerous instances ci personal he-

roism and the army was cut to pieces with a comparatively small loss to

the American?. In every engagement the superb fighting qualities of the American
soldiers have been demonstrated, to the surprise and dismay of the Tagals.

Orders to Take IloiJo.
Important news concerning Iloilo was received at the "War Department from

General Otis today. There is reason to believe that General Otis has sent
to Brigadier General Miller in command of the detachment there, with in-

structions to demand the surrender of the place and if the demand is refused, to
take it by force. The troops at Iloilo are the Eighteenth Regular Infantry and
one battery of the Sixth Regular Artillery. They are on transports lying near the
entrance to Iloilo Bay. The warships Baltimore and. Petrel arc at Iloilo and the
Boston is on her way there to relieve the Baltimore.

SPANISH OPPICIAL ADVICES.

IWon Inform Madrid of the Situa-
tion lit Manila.

Madrid, Feb. 8. The government has
the following official dispatch from

Manila:
"The Americans have repulsed the Fili-

pinos after firing twenty hours and now
occupy our former advanced positions. The

Americans with their artillery and the
guns of the squadron destroyed several
villages in the vicinity of the city and

treated the inhabitants with great severi-

ty. Numerous arrests are being made in
Manila. The streets are occupied by
troops, who prevent the natives from go-

ing about. Hostilities have ceased.
"I am anxious for the consequences

which the recent events may have for the
Spanish prisoners and will do the best I
can for our caute under thr present cir-
cumstances. RIOS."

Hotel was ruined by lire this morning.

It is the largest caravansery In the Ca-

nadian Northwest and was crowded with
guests. Fire was discovered at 1 o'clock
and because of the high wind that was
raging at that time in the morning, and
the location of the blaze, all the tire ap-

paratus in town was called out. The
created the greatest excitement,

as rumors were current that many of the
guests and employes had been burned to
death.

When the flames were discovered,
gue-st- s ran shrieking

through the halls. Many were scantily at-

tired, but they were wrappod in blankets
and taken to near-b- y bouses for shelter.

Among the guests were the Curlers from
St. Paul, and Duluth, who made the hotel
their headquarters. Like the others, they
were routed out by the flames, and some
of them had narrow escapes.

A round-u- p of the "Curlers" from thes
cities was taken up at an early hour this
morning and the fact developed that they
were all present or accounted fpr.

SMALLPOX IN" CUMBERLAND.

Iiivestijrntinii liy Dr. Kultoii. of (lie
.Miiim IiiimI Health Hoard.

Cumberland, Md.. Feb. S. Dr. John S.
Fulton, Secretary of Stato Donrd or Health,
and Dr. W. R. Stokes, State. Bacteriologist,
were here yesterciy to investigate a case
of smallpox in light form, on Spring ,

South Cumberland, reported to
them by County Physician C. H. Brace.
The patient is Mrs. David Foreman.

Dr. Fulton says that, owing to the mild
character of the case, the location of the
house and the precautions that have been
observed, added to the renewed efforts that
will be taken by the authorities, there is
very little probability of the spread of the
disease, and that no alarm need be felt.
He said further that the attack was about

the same character as that from which
Harry Hill, a teacher. In Fulton county,
Pa., near Hancock, suffered. Mr. Hill re-
covered, and there Is no reason to sup-
pose that Mrs. Foreman will not soon be
well. Steps have been taken to quarantine
the house.

Dr. Fulton and Stokes met the city
board of health and County Physician
Brace last night. The city board will take
charge of the case, order disinfectants and
furnish the woman with proper food.
Dr. Fulton saw the county commissioners

and they agreed to supply a disinfect-
ing machine, pay for the vaccination of all
indigents and through the county physi-
cian keep the people of Frostburg and
Lonaconing notified.

SITUATION IN NORFOLK.

GovcnimcHt .Marine Hospital Ser--
viee Assumes Charge.

Norfolk, Va., Feb. S. The threat of the
health authorities of Baltimore to enforce
a quarantine against Norfolk protab'y has-
tened the action of the National Govern-
ment, which, through its Marine Hospital
Service, has assumed charge of the local
smallpox situation, so far as the marine
interests of this port are coucerned. Dr.
Smith and Dr. Hofman will see that the
crews of all American coastwise vesse's
entering this port are vaccinated, and will
have all foreign vessels entering this port
thoroughly inspected. The reported ex-
pressions of some of the health officials of
Baltimore are by many believed to b ex-
aggerated, in view of the statement of Dr.
McCormick, secretary of the Norfolk Boird
of Health, who says that the authorities
never asked for a report as to the progress
of the smallpox.

AGAINST A QUARANTINE.

Commissioner Xvirhill, of Norfolk,
A'iHitM Baltimore.

Baltimore, Feb. S. Health Commissioner
Newbill, of Norfolk, Va., called on Health
Commissioner Jones, of Baltimore, yester-
day, in reference to the report that quar-
antine regulations were to b3 established
by Baltimore against Norfolk on account
of the prevalence there of smallpox.

The Norfolk official assured Dr. Jones
that the conditions are not as bad in his
city as they have been reported, and upon
his promise to inform the Baltimore
Health Department dally of the condition
of smallpox in Norfolk, Dr. Jones said he
would not establish a quarantine unless
the disease should become so widely spread
as to require stringent measures to keep it
out of Baltimore.

SPOTTED PEVER EPIDEMIC.
Disease Said to He Knging In

Ky.
Lexington, Ky., Feb. S. An epidemic of

"spotted fever" or cerebro spinal menin-
gitis is raging at Morgantown,, old and
young persons dying rapidly. .f$

It is said to be Impossible to estimate
how many have died, and there is no one
to report the true condition. It Is known
that there are no longer any coffins in the.
place to bury' the dead.

The people are panic-stricke- and there
are now only a few left to nurse those
who are stricken and are helpless.

The female seminary and the public
school are closed, and the pupils were hur-
ried away to their respective homes. Phy-
sicians have been doing heroic work, but
seem powerless to check'thedisease;- -

BELT RAILWAY EXTENSION.
Widening; Grant Avenue Made a Con-

dition of Desired Authority.
Representative Curtis of Iowa has intro-

duced a bill authorizing an extension of
the tracks of the Belt Railway Company.
The bill provides that the purchasers of
the Belt Railway Company be authorised
to construct a double-trac- k electric rail-
way, and operate cars thereon, from thepresent terminus at Eleventh Street andFlorida Avenue, thence easterly along
Florida and Grant Avenues to SeventhStreet or Brlghtwood Avenue, and thereform a Junction with the tracks of theBrlghtwood Railway Companv. It is pro-
vided, however, that before a permit isgranted by the District Commissioners torthe construction of the extension the com-pany must, at its own expense, widen
Grant Avenue to a width of at least 65
feet between Florida Avenue and Seventh
Street. Authority is given by the bill tothe company to acquire; by purchase or
condemnation, the laud necessary for such
widening: It is also provided that if the
overhead trolley is used on. the extension
it must be removed and an underground
system installed by or before the time thata permanent pavement is laid in Grant
Avenue, and after the laying of such pave-
ment it shall be unlawful for said company
to operate the overhead trolley on saidstreet.

PASSAGE OF LIBBARY

BE 1C0I11ED

Mt. Vernon Square Accepted as

a Satisfactory Site.

Discussion of Mr. Carnegie's Gift
in Committee of the "Whole.

The McnNurc Confer Vjion the Com-

missioners Authority to i'roeeed
AVith the Undertaking:.

The bill providing a site for the Wash-

ington Public Library was taken up in
committee of tho whole this afternoon and
favorably recommended to the Housd. The
bill confers authority upon a commission,
consisting of the Commissioners of the
District of Columbia, the oliicer in charge
of public buildings and grounds, and the
president of the board of trustees of the
Washington Public Library, to cause to be
erected upon Mount Vernon Square, a
building for the use of the Washington
Public Library, with funds to be contri-
buted by Andrew Carnegie. It is provided
that such building shall be commenced
within twelve months and completed with-
in three years from the passage of this
act, and that no liability thall be Incurred
by the United States or the District of Co-
lumbia for the cost of the erection of said
building.

The Commission Is authorized to invite
ten architects, or firms of architects, of
conspicuous ability and experience, to sub
mit competitive designs for the building, j

upon a careiuny nrawn programme, and
their relative merits arc to bj adjudged by j

adjudgeu most acceptable is to b employ
ed as architect ot the building, to furnish
all designs and drawings required for the
construction of the building and personal

i

services requisite for their artistic execu
tion. He is to receive as full compensation
for his dcMgns, drawings, end personal
services the sum of 3 per cent of the total
cost of the building, to be paid from time
to time as the work progresses; and a 1

designs and drawings furnished by him for
the said building arc to become the prop-
erty of the District of Columbia.

The construction of the building is to
be placed in charge of an officer of the
Government especially qualified for the
duty, to be appointed by the Commission,
who shall receive for his additional cerv-
ices an increase of 40 per cent of his pies-e- nt

salary, to be pahTout of any available
funds, and he shall "disburse the" funds un-
der rules to be prepcribed by the Commis-
sion, make all contracts, and employ all
necessary personal serviced not otherwise
provided for.

When Mr. Mercer called up the bill he
Bald:

"'As you know, Mr. Carnegie has an-
nounced that if Congress will piovide a
site, he will build on it n Public Library
costing not less than ?250,000. I am in-
formed that he may spend Sj00,000. Much
discusiou has been had in the public press
and by individuals regarding the selection
of a proper lqcatipn. The trustees of the
library have appeared before, the commit-
tee and stated that the location' proposed
in this bill is a most excellent one for the
purpose named. It seems to be the most
Suitable public ground available for libra-
ry purposes. Mount Vernon Square, al-
though used for some time past as a pub-
lic park or reservation, seems to be free
from the rule, to which Congress has here-
tofore adhered, that public parks shall be
exempt from occupancy by the erection ot
buildings.

"The cnmmijteo have visited this site
personally and are of the opinion that such
u Library Building as is contemplated to
be located In the centre of this square
would improve the appearance of the same.
A large majority of the residents on the
borders of the square and on the streets
and avenues radiating from it are hearti-
ly in favor ot the erection of the Llbrary
Buildlng.

"The square was originally a market,
which was torn down by Governor
Shepherd In the night time, creating the
park. Placing the building in the centre
of the square insures it light on all sides.
There is no real estate speculation in this
selection, although there may be in the
opposition to its selection. The bill will
not cost a cent to the Government.

"Since Mr. Carnegie's offer was made
thousands of volumes have been donated
for its use, not only by local residents, but
by distinguished people from various sec-- j
tions of the Union. It is confidently ex-
pected that as soon as space is furnished
the accumulation of books will bo very

j rapid. Present accommodations of the
library arc already entirely inadequate for
the demands upon it."

Mr. Dockery said Washington already
had not only the great Congressional Li-
brary, but also a number of department
libraries. However, he was glad to do
anything to aid it in taking advantage of
Mr. Carnegie's offer.

Mr. Mudd said that he had intended to
offer an amendment to select a site on
Pennsylvania Avenue, but as the commit-
tee had agreed on Mount Vernon Square,
he would not object.

The committee amendments, all merely
verbal, were then adopted, and the bill
was favorably recommended to the House.

REFERENCES TO RUSSIA.
Mr. HiteheooU Talks of A fin Ira in

. the Empire.
London, Feb. S. Former United States

Ambassador Hitchcock, who will sail to-
day on the Teutonic for New York; was ap-
proached yesterday by a reporter, who at-
tempted to learn the views of that gen-
tleman upon the future of the Philippines.
Mr. Hitchcock declined to make any state-
ment on that subject, but was quite will-
ing to speak upon the subject of the Czar's
peace proposal and the famine in the Rus-
sian provinces. Upon these topics Mr.
Hitchcock said:

"In the first place, you must remember
it is only a portion of the population that
reads the newspapers. Among this class
there is universal satisfaction expressed at
His Majesty's Initiative. I believe the con-
ference will lay the foundation for a fu-
ture conditions of affairs that will be of
inestimable benefit to the people of Europe.
It will be the preliminary to a better un-
derstanding between the powers.

"At present lhc attention of the Russian
government is largely given the famine
which prevails in some of the provinces.
.This is not a famine as we understand tho
word. I can best explain the condition of
affairs by saying that if there was plenty
of grain in Ohio and none in Missouri, and
the means of communication were very
poor, or almost impossible, we wpuld have
to deal with a situation similar to that
which now confronts the Russian govern-
ment."
