FINANCIAL.

Thera was an increase in Chicago banlk clear-
fnge last week of nearly 7 per-cent, In com-
parison with the clearings of the corresponding
weck of Jost year, All the financial signs {o-

- icated n soutnd and growing business, During

the week o hardening tendency mwade its ap-
pearance fo this market. There was a botter
d d for dations both fromn tner-
chants and Board of Trade men. The scttle-
monts to be made by the Iatter on the first of
the month are very heavy, and there is
a great deal of siifting of loans, 'Thero

.aro some threatening ramors in clrenlation fn

regard to attempts that will be made to break
the market in the lnterest of o bear cliaue who
have been operating extensively before the pub-
licasbuils, Rates of interest Lave hardened,
and the bulk of ‘new business is now done at 8
percent. The forclen exchanure market bas ve-
ceded from the epccle export polat, and had o
weak tendency until the end of the week,  This
was caused by the monetary tightness at New
Yorlk, which Ied to large toans of sterling as the
readicat way of obtaining advaoces. The Chi-
cago supply of bills was lght all the week, and
ihe rates here hove been depressed in simpathy
with the New York market. The currency
I; has been | {derable. There has
been a heavy flow of reinitiances to New York,
and tho price of New York exchange at the
end of the week made slipments of currency
to Now York t nn early day scemn orobable.
‘Thero was not much activity In locenl securities,
althouglh the murket lost none of its flrmoees,
A demand for the new Cook County b5 per
cents has begun to make itself felt, and §t is
now belicved the entiro fssuc will be absorbed
by this market. There will bo o good deal of
novelty in the success of these honds in this
market. By a larze majority, our local brokers
and bankers prophesicd that it would be im-
possible to float here at par a § per cent taxable
bond, with the Interest payable annually, The
present price is really not quito par.  Purchases
gro usually made through the medium ot
County Court-flouse orders, which can be
bonght at #4944, und the accrued intereat on the
bonds is “thrown in?* to the purchaser.
