Distillery and College.

Mr. George R. Lee, formerly editor
of this paper, but now of the Belle
Plaine “Union,” writes this plessant
sketch of his recent visit here :

. g Having been resolved
out of house and home we went down
to Oskaloosa. This is our old home,
Thirty- four years ago this fall we
drove in there in a stage coach after a
continuous ride of 66 hours from Bur-
lington. It was one of those times
when men paid seven cents & mile, car-
ried a rail and helped pry the coach
out of the mud.

Oskaloosa was about as much of a
town then as Belle Plaine is now. The
principal business was Roop’s distille-
ry, where 10 cent a bushpl corn was
turned into 50 cent a gallon whisky.
Roop made a mint of money, built
what was then a palace of a residenc,
an immense barn, and kept a retinue of
employees. The barn has tumbled
down, the house has since been a place
of more or less disreputable character,
and its former occupants are scattered
to the four winds. The distillery has
long since been dismantied of its mash
tubs and worm, and now the wheels go
round in it in the more honorable pro-
cess of making flour. Yet, if every
brick in its wall were a brick of solid
gold, all could not compensate for the
misery caused by the millions of gal-
lons of whisky madethere. Away back
in the fifties a college was founded

gan between the distillery and the
school. The result we have told. Os-
kaloosa today is a city of churches,
colleges and schools. What it would
have been had the distillery conqured
we leave you to imagine. But, this was
not intended as a temperance lecture or
historical sketch.

There as a boy and man for 30 years
we made friends. Is it wonder, then,
that it is recreation to go there” Some
of the men in business 30 years ago are
still selling goods. They are patriarchs
in all that pertains to the town.
