THC TBITU A sot* TU VcLorirsBc'—C. 
A. Daua, who is tbo "best veiovipeditt in 
New York," aad ought to know, answers a 
correspondent thus: "A correspondent 
al Carroll City, Iowa, wishes utjo inform 
bim about tbe velocipede. We answer that 
it is a very amusing and exttciaing machine 
for loecunotioa. It eonaists of two wheels, 
oue before and the other behiud, connected 
by a steel or iroa reach, bearing a saddle ia 
which the tider sits. It is dtivea by pedals 
attached to tbe fore wheel, keeping the riders 
legs pretty busy. On a perfectly smooth 
track, such as a board floor, a new Nichol­
son or asphaltuui pavement, or hard earth 
road in the country, it can be driven at the 
rate of 15 to 20 miles aa hour, without very 
great effort; but oa a r ugh road, its pro­
pulsion is labor indeed. In this fit* it luay 
be seen every evening atibe school of Messrs. 
Pearsall, corner of Broadway and Tweu'y-
secoud street. Velocipedes coat from $190 
$125. Tbere are three makers in this eity 
whose styles, though all good, differ consid­
erably from each other.'" 

Tbe largest kitchen in the world is that 
of Liebig's Extract of Meat Company's est 
tablishmetil at Fray Beuloe, on tbe river 
L'ruguay, South America. The building 
covers an area of 20,000 square feet. In 
one ball tbere are four meat cutters, which 
can dispose of two kuadred bullocks each 
per hour. There are twelve "digerators," in 
which the meat is boilad by steam. They 
can hold altogether 144,000 pounds of beef. 
About eighty oxen per hour are actually 
slaughters for this imssense establishment. 

The populatiou of Turkey is estimated at 
40,000.000. Her army numbers a total of 
nearly 0(H),000. Her regular army is com 
posed of 156,000 men. The reserve army 
amounts to 200,000 ; the auxiliary troops to 
100,000- The resourses of Greece, wbsa 
compared with those of Turkey, ussuaie ih« 
signifcai't proportions. She has a popula­
tion of 1,500,000, and her maximum army 
numbers about 12,000 men, with at least 
2,000 officers. Turkey has a good navy, 
uot ia numbers, bat iu strvngtli and etticiun-
cy. U rcece haa two steamers and a sqaad> 
rou of coasting ships.
