Evening Service. 

The church was crowded long before 
the hour of servioe, extra seats being re- 

quired. After the organ voluntary, the 

ohoir sang an anthem, after which Miss 
H. G. Moore read Scriptures and named 

hymn, “ The Lord will provide,” which 
was sung in an earnest manner by choir 
and congregation. 

A fervent prayer was offered by Rev. 
N. Crary. “ What a Friend we have in 

Jesus” was sung, after which Rev. E. W 

Whitney, preacher for the evening, named 
as his text, I have kept the faith,” II 
Tim. iv. 5. The sermon was delivered 
extempore, and in an impressive manner. 

The faith Paul kept was not a traditional 
one, suoh as people have received from 
their ancestors, without inquiry. Bigots 
still exist—refuse to investigate, and to 

have a nobler faith than in whioh they 
have been reared. Some will in a quiet 
way read or listen to Universalism, but 
refuse to acknowledge its truth, even 

when convinced of its truth. Can snch 
be said to have kept the faith? They are 

not like Paul, who, a Jew of the strictest 
sort, when by Stephen's death he was 

moved by the fidelity of Christians, he 
confessed his error and embraced the 

Gospel. 
Some have a negative faith, or pride 

themselves on being agnostics. Others 
are exceedingly superficial, embraoe sur- 

face facts, ready to embrace every7 new 

theory. Weather vanes are they. 
Trne faith is not to be changed every 

yeBr, like bird’s nests. The laws of faith 
are as eternal as any laws of God. Based 

upon the verities outside of our nature, 
our faith is established in our hearts. 

Throughout the entire sermon the 

speaker adhered to the line of thought 
which sustained the fact that the faith 
that Paul kept was that of our oommon 

Christian religion, as taught by the Lord. 
Some time was ocoupied in specifying 
the elements of this faith. Bat few ser- 

mons are received with closer attention, 
although many had to stand during its 

delivery. 
After a hymn, John Potter, of Flint, 

presented liis paper on How to Treat 
Unbelief in Sunday-schools.” Those 
who know the man will understand that 
his leading thought was in harmony with 
the spirit of kindness and gentle persua- 
sion he always exhibits. 

The congregation was dismissed, and 
the closing session of the Sunday-sohool 
was held. Business transacted was read- 
ing of minutes and approval of same. 

The Sunday-school Convention for 1888 

was one of the best held for years in rep- 
resentation, interest and harmony. 

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY OF BUCH- 
TEL COLLEGE. 

To the Ohio Universalist Convention: 

On behalf of the trustees of Buchtel Col- 
lege I hereby present the principal facts pe- 
culiar to that institution within the past year, 
and I also add an abstract of resources and 
liabilities. 

Since the last annual session of this Con- 
vention the financial progress of the college 
has been greater than that of any previous 
year in its history. 

Gift of Hon. John R. Buchtel. 
At the annual commencement June 20,1887, 

the Hon. John K. Buchtel surpassed any of 
his previous benefactions, great though they 
have been, and gave to the College securities 
valued at $174,400. 

Since March, 1887, Mr. Buchtel has been an 

invalid; but, this magnificent gift, made 
since bis affliction, is sufficient evidence that 

though paralysis has laid hold of his limbs, 
his soul has suffered no contraction. This 
Akron Universalist. whose life and fortune 
have been devoted to the institution since its 

founding, has given altogether about $475,000. 
Crouse Gymnasium. 

At the last meeting of the Board of Trus- 
tees, President Cone’s repeated recommenda- 
tion that the college provide facilities for 

physical culture was approved by the Board 
and referred to the executive committee. 
That committee met on the 4th day'July, at 
the home of Br. Buchtel. The Hon. Geo. W. 

Crouse, a citizen of Akron, and a member of 
Congress, was present. The president's pro- 
ject was here given shape, and within thirty 
days the architect’s plans were completed, 
$12,000 was raised and the building named 
after Mr. Crouse, who gave $5,000 at the start, 
and has since given $5,000 more. The gym- 
nasium is now complete, both In its structure 
and equipment, and cost about $22,000. It has 
been open to students for several weeks and 
instruction is systematically given by Prof. 
Chas. S. Howe who was trained in gymnastics 
at Johns Hopkins University. 

Ashton Prize Fund. 
In October last, Mr. Oliver C. Ashton, of 

Bryan, O., endowed three prizes in elocution 
and oratory of $1,000 each, for each of the 
three highest classes. For this purpose he 
gives $3,000, and provides that the annual in- 
come on each $1,000 shall be divided into a 

first and second prize for each class in the 

proportion of two to one. 

In pursuance of Mr. Ashton’s purpose, the 
faculty of the college have mAdo regulations 
providing for annual contests in elocution 
and oratory; and the first contest wi 1 tuke 
place on Monday evening, the 18th Inst. 

This fund will forever be known as the “Ol- 
iver C. Ashton Prize Fund,” and will annually 
call forth competition among many students 
for the honors of their respective classes In 

public speaking. It seems to me that money 
can scarcely be put to an educational use 

more worthy than this; and those who desire 
to promote the cause of high intellectual ef- 
fort will do well to follow Mr. Ashton’s most 
excellent example, and establish similar 
prizes in other departments of learning. 

Byder Bequest. 
In the month of March, Kev. Dr. Wm. H. 

Ityd r, of Chicago, well known to you all for 
bis great ability and high Christian character, 
departed this life; and, by his last will and 

testament, he made Buchtel College one of bis 
residuary legatess. It cannot certainly be 
known bow much the College will realise 
from this bequest until the estate is fully ad- 
ministered; but, from personal investigations, 
we feel safe in saying that the sum will no 
be less than $25.uuu. 

Dr. Ryder's will is a marvel of philanthropic 
expression. After making liberal provision 
for his family, he has given the residue of an 

estate of about a half million dollars to a 

large variety of charities, educational, reli- 
gious and bnmane. Those acquainted with 
Dr. Ryder know him to have been a man of 
keen foresight and practical wisdom; and bis 

Judgment in the disposition of his estate is 
woithasmuch as an trample to mankind, as 

all the money he has given. 

Financial Aggregate. 
I have now enumerated the chief financial 

acquisitions within the past year. They aggre- 
gate, all together. $220,358.30. 

Students. 
The number of students for the current 

year is 387, divided as follows: Collegiate de- 
partments, 206; art department, 54; musical 
departments, 145. Special students In elocu- 
tion, 10; of these students, 28 are counted in 
two or more departments, leaving the number 
of individual students as above stated. 

Teachers. 
The number of professors and instructors 

in the collegiate departments is 15; in the art 
department, 1; in the music departments, 3; 
total, 19. The teachers in the art and music 
departmentsreceive no compensation directly 
from the college. The 15 teaohers in the col- 
legiate departments receive salaries from the 
college, aggregating $17,350.

I desire to call your attention to one com. 

parisoD. My first report to this Convention 
was presented in 1880. It showed that the 
number of students then in the collegiate de- 
partments was 158. After an Interval of eight 
years I am compelled to report the number of 
students in the same departments—only 266. 
The increase of students in the collegiate 
in eight years is only 30 per cent. On the 
other band, in 1880, the financial value of the 

college was about $*200,000. After an interval 
of eight years, it is worth about $650,000. 
This shows an increase in valuation of 225 
per cent. You will observe that the increase 
of patronage is only one-seventh of the in- 
crease of financial value. 

I do not mean to say that the patronage of 
a college should necessarily vary as its money 
varies; but with increase of money the trus. 
tees have spared no pains to increase the ad- 

vantages of the college, and I am confident 
that while financial means have increased 
none too fast, our patronage has increased 
much too slow. I am fearful that ©ur friends 
do not fully realize that they have one of the 
best equipped colleges in the State, and are 

carelessly sending their sons and daughters 
to other schools.
