Six More Police Are Murdered
From Ambush.

More Raids and Counter Raids

London, Oct. 1. With the Irish
situation described by high govern-
ment officials as "most unsatisfac-
tory," the British cabinet met today
to act to end the reign of murder and
reprisal In Ireland.

Charges that Sinn Feiners donning
soldiers' uniforms, have been respon-
sible for destruction which was de-
scribed as police reprisals were re-
ceived by the Irish office. The cabinet
has ordered a thoro investigation of
ambushes and counter attacks, and re-

liable reports said the two chief offi-
cers In Ireland will be exonerated.

Resignation of 137 "black and tan"
members of the royal Irish constabu-
lary at Gormanstown has resulted
from the British government's declara-
tion against police reprisals in Ireland,
according to the Daily Herald

Police Quit Jobs.
Dublin advices reported two ships

were raided in the harbor there dur-
ing the night by sixteen armed men
who obtained revolvers and ammuni-
tion. Two policemen were killed at
O'Brien's bridge in County Clare.

Officer Summoned to Probe.
Major General MacReady has been

summoned from Ireland to report to
the cabinet on police reprisals, the
Star declared today. As anticipated,
reprisals quickly followed shooting of
a policeman at Drimoleague Thurs-
day. Last night armed men raided
the town and burned stores.

Terence MacSwiney began his fif-
tieth day of hunger striking today,
suffering more pain than at any time
since his imprisonment. The lord
mayor had no sleep after midnight
and complained of severe pains in his
arms and back.

Police Patrol Ambushed.
Belfast. Oct 1. A police patrol was

ambushed yesterday near Tubber-curr- y.

County Sligo, by a large party
of armed civilians. - District Inspector
Brady was shot dead, the head con
stable gravely wounded and another
constable less seriously wounded. Un-
confirmed reports say several houses
have been burned In reprisal.

Head Constable O Kara ana con
stable Brown were wounded. Tub- -
bercurryis a town of 600 inhabitants.
Residents were reported preparing for
flight from the swift vengeance ex-
pected from "black and tan" police.

Brady, it was gathered from reports
here, headed a patrol which was sur-
prised in the darkness by a band of
Sinn Feiners. There was no report of
casualties among the attackers.

Chicago. Oct. 1. Alleged "shady"
baseball during 1920 will be put under
the of the Cook county grand
jury as soon as It has cleaned up its
probe of the "throwing" of the 1919
world series, It was learned here to-
day.

After a day's layoff of the baseball
scandal, the grand jury today was to
resume its inquiry into the 1919 world
series. A new angle which was said
to have developed today was a re-
ported plan to quiz wives of baseball
players as to what they know of sums
of money alleged to have been received
by their husbands for "fixing" games.

Reports were circulated here citing
specific games which were alleged to
smack of a "faked" character. These
reports, it was believed, will be proved
thoroly by the grand jury and may
result in subpoenas issued for gam-
blers in Kansas City, Des Moines and
other cities where considerable money
is wagered on baseball games, tExpect More Evidence.

Additional evidence on the 1B19
world series was expected to be hand-
ed the grand jury by State's Attorney
Maclay Hoyne. Hoyne was also ex-
pected to clear up the report that he
had instructed an assistant over long
distance telephone from New York to
halt the probe and hold up the return
of indictments. Despite these reported
Instructions, the grand jury yesterday
decided to proceed regardless of Hoyne
and prepared to be sworn in as a
special grand jury.

Hoyne, It was said, is bringing him
from New York the names of two
men said to possess important infor-
mation regarding gambling on! "fixed"
baseball. It was said the new Infor-
mation corroborates the confessions
of Eddie Cicotte, Claude 'Williams

From the first, Kfrr was cer-
tain that one of the hold-u- p men was
Taylor.

Yonng Men Deny It.
The young men were found In bed

in a. room at the Y. M. C. A., where
young Taylor has been living while
his parents were in Colorado. They
denied any complicity in the hold-u- p.

When the officers searched tho
room they failed to find any revolvers.
But in a pocket of one of Taylor
suits, they found a $10 bill, a IS and
two tl bills wadded together. Em-
ployes of the filling station stated thut
part of the money taken by the hold-
up men last night waa $17 in bills
paid there earlier in the evening by
C. C. Davis, 1172 Woodward avenue.

MARKET NOW

That Is Advice to Consumer
vfrom Topeka Merchants.

Slack in Business Would Over-

throw Entire Reduction.

LOWER PRICES ARE FELT HERE

But There HaTe Been Jfo Gen-

eral Radical Slashes.

Money Market Still In Control
of All Conditions. -

"WAGES MUST COME DOWN"

Entire Burden Cannot Be Placed
on the Materials.

Review of Conditions as They
Exist in Capital City.

BY W. E. GIBSON.
"There Is a general downward ten-

dency In prices in all lines," according
to a local wholesale merchant today.
"Lower markets are retarding buying,
and the effect of this eventually will
reach the manufacturer, leaving but
two avenues open to him reduction In
prices or shutdown in production.

"If the people are sane and do not
get panicky and lay off buylngalto-gethe- r,

there will be a gradual reduc-
tion in prices," one Topeka jobber
warned today. "If prices returned to
the pre-w- level over night, the coun- -
try would be hit by the worst panic
in its history."

"Living costs cannot come down,
vli aout wages of labor coming down,
too. It Is too bad to let the laboring
ma'i get the impression that prices
are going to be reduced and that his
wages will still remain at the high
level. Prices probably will tumble
first, but wages will follow right on
their heels. The farmer also must ex-
pect to get less for his products if the
prices of his supplies come down."

Dry Goods Drop In Spring.
Declines in foodstuffs already have

been and are being felt, the whole-
saler pointed out,- - but said that dry
goods would not drop much until
spring. Potatoes have decreased and
sugar Is now down to IS cents a pound
and. he thinks, will go to 12 cents
by the first of the year.

Labor Holds Vp Building.
Lumber prices have been reduced

again, the third time this year. A
drop of from ten to twenty per cent
on all materials, except cement and
will pine, hit Topeka In the last
week. Common lumber dropped 10
per cent, shingles 11. lath 20. finish
(yellow pine) $30 a thousand and cas-
ing and base $40, making more than

0 per cent drop, fir flooring 30 per
cent. Cement is advancing and the
white pine market is fluctuating.

In spite of this fact, the cost of
building a house is not expected to
decrease much, in view ft the fact
that 90 per cent of it goes to labor,
according to a local real estate man.

Retailers 'Vp in the Air."
Ketall merchants up and down the

avenue are "up in the air" on future
prices. Like the public, they are buy-

ing only what they need, until a more
stable market is in sight. I

Sugar is retailing at 16 cents and
may go lower; ' coffee has dropped 6
cents a pound recently: condensed
milk is off 60 cents a case, but butter
advanced one cent a pound, to 61, this ,

week and eggs are up to 65 cents and
are scarce, according to a large retail
grocer. Canned goods is off now, but
are expected to go up later, due to
scarcity and the price of tin.

Reaction in Food Prices.
"Prices are coming down slightly

now," said the grocer, "but there will
be a reaction later if the money mar-
ket eases up. The money market and
not supply and demand is regulating
prices. Another thing that is making '

for higher food prices, is the fact that
the farmer is not fooling with small
produce, but is sowing his land to
grain. Still another factor is transpor-
tation: it costs twice as much to han-
dle goods now as it did during the
war."

Volland Is Optimistic.
Fred Volland. president of the Kan-

sas Retail Clothiers' association and
vice president of the national organi
zation, is more optimistic of a price
drop. The peak has been reached, he
says, and a general, altho gradual, re-
duction in prices may bo expected.

The Peak Has Been Reached.
"Tne peak has been reached in

prices," said Volland. "Economically,
clothing prices will be lower for
spring. Just how the re-
duction will be, no one can say. The
human element in business is disre-
garded by statisticians, but it has
played the most important part in
the present crisis, for while the Indus-
trial experts were telling us there
could not be a stabilization this year,
at that very moment the public was
reaping the benefit of a price-cuttin- g

wave that enveloped the country.
"It was not the manufacturer that

gave to the country the present level
of prices. It was the retailer. The
retailer reflects public temper, always.
When the public spoke in resentment
against high prices thru the overall
clubs and old suit societies it was
the retailer who first heard and re-
sponded.

"There cannot be such a thing as
A I H ,,! rtriA rorrjsi ri in am, lit. a r
business. The movement will be
gradual and the retreat orderly. No
man In America is wise enough to
predict where the level will be finally
fixed. Certainly, labor cannot be ex-
pected to forego present conmpensa-tion- .

By increased efficiency labor
can materially reduce prices, and not
effect the wage rate.
