The Firat Cousin Law.

As tlhe law probibiting the mar-
nage between first cousins is one of
general interest, we here publish in
fall,

It ia as follows:

AN ACT.

To amend aud re enact Article 95 of
the Revised Civil Code of Louis.
iana of 1870

Be it enncted by the Genernl As-
sembly of the Stale of Louisiana,
That Article 95 of the Revised Civil
Code of Lomsiana of 1870, be and
the game 18 hereby amended and 1e-
enacled 80 as o read ns follows:

Article 95. Among collateiul re.
Mmtions, marriag- is probibited be.
tween brother und sister, whether of
the whole or the haif blood, whether
legilimate or illegitimate, between
ucecle and nicce, between aunt apd
nephew, and also between first cou
sins.

That no marriage cootracled in
contravention of the above provisions
in another Stute by cilizens of this
State, without first having acquired &
domicile out of this State, shall have
any legal «ffect in this State.

No officer whose duty it is %o issue
a marriage license shall do se until
he shall bave received an afidasit
fromn one of the parties o be married
to the éffect that he or she Is not re-
lated to the other paity withiun the de
gree prohibited bereinbefore,
