mon stock, especially on the point of security.

The land proposition in which the company is interested adds a certain
stability to this organization that is not generally found In a company of

this nature. It offers a very fair measure of security for the preferred stock
of the company and there is a possibility that it might develop in time so
that the commou stockholders could realize a share of their investment on
it. even if none of the plans which the company has in mind should go
through. There are. of course, possibilities of substantial profits iu case the
plans are completed in the manner anticipated. The undertaking is a mighty
big one. however, and the iuvestor should not count too heavily on immedi-
ate returns from this source.
