Kansas City Is preparing to take car of

all who will attend the Democratic National
Convention on July 4 In a manner which
speaks well for the enterprise, and Ingenuity
of the men In control of local arrange-
ments.

Not content with rebuilding the colossal
convention hall, which mas destroyed by
fire, the city on the ICaw ha- - undertiken
to show the world how a convention crowd
should be handled, and is not only ready to
welcome all comers, but to provide for their
comfort to a degree that has hitherto been
unknown to convention goers.

Bvery delegate, selected or
may engage his quarters In advance. nd
feel certain tint he will not have to p!t up
at night or occupy a cot In some hall or
hotel. He may have any kind of quarters,
at reasonable prices, and can know befor
he leaves home Just how much money to
provide for bed and board. He may also
know exactly where he 1' going to stop, and
can leave direction for the forwarding of
letters and tcleprams so that they trill
reach him. In short, a deal of work and
worry has been lifted from his shoulders,
as well as the possibility of his falling Into
the grasp of extortioners.

The Bureau of Information, through Its
chairman. A. 1. D. Hamilton, has secure
options on practically all the desirable
rooms In the city, and has published Its plan
of turning over these rooms to delegates at
cost rates. In order to make the plan as
effective as possible the committee has
asked and secured the of st
least one newspaper In each county in the
territory which "belongs" to Kansas City,
and one In each of the Important cities of
the country. These newspapers will act as
agents for the committee, looking after the
delegates In their respective Tielshborhoods.

The papers will advertise that they ere
prepared to furnish quarters at Kansas
City for as many of their readers as care
to attend.

In each paper a coupon will be printed,
with blanks for the applicant to fill out. and
with the application a check, or post office
order, to cover the rent of the room, must
be sent. The money Is to be forwarded to
the Bureau of Information, who will turn
It over to W. A. Rule, cashier of the Na-

tional Bank of Commerce, who will act as
treasurer for the fund. The remittances
will remain In Mr. Rule's possession until
July 9. when upon proper showing by the
landlord that the contract has been fulfilled
payment will be

In addition to arranging quarters In

the committee promises to have rs

to meet all Incoming delegates at
the depots, to conduct them to their places
of abode. This will be done without charge,
and win be another great saving of time
and trouble to the Tlsltors.

The plan has received the hearty Indorse-

ment of the Executive Committee of
the National Committee: and In carrying
It out all the large business- houses of the
city are lending a helping hand. Folders
explaining every detail are being-- sent out
fey thousands In the mall of the business
men. ar.d some of them liave taken the
trouble to write hundreds of personal let-

ters to correspondents.
It Is confidently predicted that before the

1st of July three-fourt-hs of the delegates

will have been provided with sleeping quar-

ters, and. with this accomplished, the other
fourth will be easy to care for."FIrst come,

first served," Is the motto on which the
whole plan Is worked: and all orders for
rooms will be booked as they are received,
and take precedence accordingly.

One marked advantago of the plan Is

tiat no one who trusts to the committee
will find himself amid questionable, or

surroundings. Each room offered
for rent has been Inspected, and nooe has

Th. ! bas been divided into twelve I

dtetrlcts, and each district subdivided ac-

cording to population. One man In each
Eubdistrlct keeps the committee posted at

the number of rooms avail-

able, and the heads of the department
know' where they stand each morning.

FIGURE IN A PEACE INCIDENT.

THESE FAMOUS OLD NAMES UTLL BE LINKED
TOGETHER IN A CHARMING SENTIMENT.

The bronze tablet to be presented bv the people of Vermont to the ee-- battleship, tha
Kearsarge. It represents Alabama and Vermont clasping hands under the thadow of tha

American Eagle's wings.

Two historic names the Kearsarge and

the Alabama are to be linked together
anew. The old record of bnttle and Mood

Is to be replaced lry a brighter and happier
page In the history of the American States,
united In brotherly love.

Two Immensely Important additions) to
the great navy of the United Suites, tho
Kearsarge and the Alabama, will bear
memorials of tho appreciation In which tho
fair State of the South Is held by the
Northern State of New Hampshire.

The people of New Hampshire have ar-

ranged to place a bromzo tablet, appropri-
ately Inscribed, upon one of the turrets of
tho Alabama. Their own ship, the Kear-

sarge. will bear upon Its forward turret a
bronze bas relief, showing tho two sister
States. Alabama and New Hampshire, rep-

resented by two graceful female figures,
clasping hands under the shadow of the
American eagle's wings, the shield of the
United Stales In the background.

In this gift to the two battleships the
nennle nf New Hampshire will express In

a graceful way a memorial to the rast
and a hope for the future. Battle tlurro
was In the past between the people of the
two States, peace and 13

the desire for the future.
In the building of tho new navy tho rule

has been observed of naming the batUe-shlp- a

for the several States of tho Union.
In 1SK an exception was made to this rule.
It was Immediately after tho wreck of the
old Kearsarge that Mr. Herbert of Ala-

bama, then Secretary of the Navy, pro-

posed to Congress that the newest of the
battleships authorized by Congress receive
the-na- of Kearsarge. Congress approved
thii exception, and the name was perpetu-
ated, recalling, as It does, the achievements
of a gallant peop!. torn by civil war. and
yet attaining such heights of vjaior that
tho world looked on and could not say
that one fought more bravely than
the other.

The same Congress that provided for the
building of the Kt.irsargo authorized the
construction of the Alabama.

The plan of nomenclature adopted by the
navy, and the parent Congress has given
rise to the custom on the part of the sep-

arate States of making presentations to
thalr naval tummliM Tha Kearsarga.

originally named for a mountain of New
Hampshire. Is the special pride of tho peo
pie of the New England State. A commis-
sion for that State has been appointed to
arrange for the making of the tablets for
both ships. They would make tho Kearsarge
a pledge between "New Hampshire and Ala-

bama, that they and these two noble ships
are united for the defense and welfare of
a common country." Th gift to the Ala-

bama will be a very large and handsome
bn.n.'.e tablet, "expressing. 1n as lofty
statement as New Hampshire's best
scholars cun make, the admlratlrn. respect
and fraternal love which the North has
for the South." The gift to the Alabama
will express In words and the ilft to the
Kearsarce will express In Hymlils the per-
fect union letween nil the States.

The sculptor of the Kearsarge memorial
Is Mr. Bel.--i W. Pratt of Itoston, who haa
done much work for the Congressional Li-

brary at Washington. Doctor Tucker of
Dartmouth College has been asked by the
New Hampshire commission to prepare the
Inscription for the Alabama tablet.
