OF FARGO FAVOR 
SCHOOL BUILDING 
Jnion Adopts Resolutions 

Against Any Proposed 
Delay 

The Bricklayers* Union. No. 1. of 
Fargo, is strongly in favor ot the con­
struction of the new high school and 
grade school for Fargo, and looks 
with disfavor on any proposal to 
hamper proceedings looking to the 
carrying out of the construction pro 
gram. 

In resolutions adopted at a meet 
ing Thursday evening the union 
placed itself on record, taking a 
posit tola directly opposite to that ex 
pressed some time ago by the Fargo 
Trades and Labor assembly. 

Back Board of Eduoation 
A communication to The Forum, 

by W. G. Loomis, secretary of the 
union, sets forth the union's posi­
tion quite clearly. It follows: 

"The Bricklayers' Union, No. ot 
Fargo, is strongly in favor of the 
carrying on of the proposed con 
struction of a new high school and 
grade school for Fargo, that senti­
ment being expressed in resolutions 
adopted by the unton at a meeting 
Thursday evening of this week. 

"We feel that the city of Fargo is 
in immediate need of additional high 
school facilities, and believe that the 
board of education has gone about 
the work of providing the additional 
facilities in the best possible man­
ner. 

Disgrace and Menace. 
"Surely, nobody can dispute the 

fact that the present high school 
building is a disgrace to the city of 
Fargo, and a menace to the health 
and the life of the children who are 
in attendance there. 

"While we are thoroughly ap 
preciative of the fact that war haa 
changed conditions materially, we 
at the same time believe that the 
Fargo school building is so critical 
that delay is not warranted, and we 
are sincere in our hope that if there 
still remains any disposition in any 
quarter to hamper the work of the 
board of education, the same be 
abandoned. 

"As taxpayers, we are ready to 
carry our share of the burden that 
will be created by the high school 
construction. 

Thorough study of the financial 
features incident to the school ques­
tion convinces us that the taxes will 
not be nearly so heavy as some have 
seemed to think, and we are ready 
to do our share. 

Issues Not Essential. 
"We do not look upon various ia-

aues raised in connection with the 
school building program, as material 
to the real question. The question 
of who shall or shall not be architect 
is unimportant to us, except that we 
want the best possible service in 
the direction of a work so important 
to the future of Fargo children. We 
believe the board of education has 
gone abbut this work with the idea 
of giving to the people of Fargo the 
best that money will buy, and 
so to the end that the city may get 
as much for its money as possible 

"We sincerely hope there will be 
no delay in Fargo'a school building 
plans.

TUESDAY STILL MEATLESS 

DAY EVERYWHERE IN D.S. 

Or. JLadd Says Porkleas Saturday 
and Meatless Meal on Other 

Days No Longer in Force. 

"There seems to be some miS'in 
derstanding regarding the meatless 
regulations of the food administra­
tion," said Dr. E. F. Ladd, federal 
food administrator for North Da 
kota. in an interview here today. 

"We are receiving letters asking 
If all restrictions have been taken 
off the sale and use of meat. Tues­
day is still meatless day. Oo that 
day the sale and use of all beef «.?d 
pork products is prohibited. 

"This is the only restriction on 
meat at present. It is allowable 
to use lamb or mutton on meatless 
day. The porkless Saturday restric­
tion has been removed and the 
meatless meal each day is no long­
er in force. 

"No hog or beef products of any 
kind May be used on Tuesday."
