Sim: A private letter from Gov. R.
K. Scott, of South Carolina, contains
the following, which may not be un-
interesting to your readers;

The Legislature is bringing its
work to a' close, when all will take
the field for Grant; we munst elect
him; his defeat will bring war and
carnage to the South. The people of
the North do not believe this, but let
me assure you there is no help for it.
The great question with the rebels is,
who shall hold the offices; they don't
care whether the negro votes or not,
so that he will vote for Lis old mas-
ter, and if he does not, they intend
to either compel him to, or prevent
his voting; we intend he shall vote
as he pleases,

eymour and Blair are elected,
we will have to fight for onr right to
even live here. The epirit of vebel-
lion is worse than in 1860; both they
and ourselves look for Blair's election
to bring a war more fierce and bloody
than the one we have passed througlh.
Grant’s election will give peace and
quiet to the country, and that alonc
will satisfy these deluded people that
the loyal people of the Union will not
suffer traitors, who, in addition to
their other crimes, are cold-blooded
murderers of the loyal people of the
South. There has not been less than
one man shot each day for tho past
two weeks, and a Demoecratie snecess
would be the knell of freedom in the
South.

There is a Governor, who calls tho
whole white race in South Caroling,
with the exception of not one man in
fifty—that race which owns ninety-
nine out of one hundred of the pro-

. perty in the State, “'rebels,” They
are nob “‘eitizens,” under his angust
rule, but they are ““rebels.” Botween
rulers and rebels, there is, and can
be, but one relation—that of hostility.
It is his duty as Governor, Lo put
down, try end hang “‘rebels.” And
if this is his duty, we must presume
that he will perform it. So here is o
life and death issne, between our
Governor, so-called, and the white
people of South Carolina. As he
recognizes them ag ‘yrebels” to be
lJllB{f._ ean they recognize lLim as
anything else than an enemy to be
killed? This is the logieal relation
which our Governor, so-called, makes
for himself, towards the white raco of
South Carolina.

But our Governor is not only thus
tenderly disposed towards his white
subjects in Sonth Ceroling; but he
extends his mantle of blood over the
whole South. He says the defent of
Grant, “will bring war and earnago
to the South,” How the “war and
earnage” is to arise, he does not ex-
plain. The Democratic party, and
the white race, which will have con-
quered at the polls by the rejection
of Grant and the election of Hey-
mour, certainly will have no cause fo
resort to ‘‘war and blood.” The poli-
tical and the physical power of the
country will be in their hands. **War
and blood” can then be produced
only by those who shall resist the
pohtical and physical power of the
country, in the hands of the Demo-

crats. Who are they? Nobody but
the radienl earpet-baggers, scalawags,
and negroes! Now, this king of the
carpet-baggers, draws largely on our
credulity, when he intimates ““war
and blond” as the mnecessary result,
of their dominion not being recog-
nized. Iorney's correspondent is
also full of fight. He says, *‘the
election of Blair will bring a war
more fierce and bloody than the one
we have passed through.” But,
strange to say, whilst their tigers nre
raving for war and blood in the pa-
pers—they assume in Washington the
attitude of bleating and helpless
lambs. They there say, to their
poarty, that unless they have the mili-
tary of the United States to protect
them, they will be killed—they will
be driven out of the conntry.

We suppose, therefore, that the
war and blood in the Sounth, which
the defeat of Grant will ocension, is
to be the work of the United States
soldiery. Buat how are yon to get
them, if Grant is defeated? Will
President Johnson, will Seymonr
send them, to support Governors,
who consider the white race to be
“‘rebels”—or to support Governments
set up by the bayonet, with carpet-
baggers, and sealawags, and radieal
negroes to rnle? We trow not. Then
where is the *“blood and war” to
come from? Gen. Scott will be left
to his “loil” subjects. Or are we to
understand that should Grant be de-
feated, he intends to rally them and
to lead them ngainst the “‘rebels” in
Sonth Carolina? This must be his
meaning. The negroes on the coast
say that they are arming and drilling
at his command. If this is his mean-

ing, Boabdil and Talstaff were small

potatues, compared with this gigan-
tic pumpkin. A reward of ten mil-
lions of dollaxs to eatch Seott wonld
be n mockery of his humanity,

Greeley, if not quite as valorous as
our so-called Governor, is far more
nstute. He anticipates peace for the
South, under radical reconstruction,
with nothing but the United States
bayonet. We all along said this was
their policy from the first day the
project was announced, It was not
‘‘reconstruction” at all; but war and
despotism. e has sense enough to
see that the “war and blood” will
not come from the defeat of Grant,
but from his election. He publishes
the question put to Lim by a corres-
pondent ns follows:

What ean Grant do for us? We
are being waylaid and slaughtered as
thongh we were wolves, nnd there
secms to be no prospect that thoe re-
bels will hate us less becanse of
Grant's election. What, then, can
that election do for us?

Now, here is Greeley's answer:

IL The President is Commander-
in-Chiefl of the army, and selects the
commanders of departments. The
rebels are now favored by the rule of
such satraps as Buchanan and Gillew,
These will change their tune directly
upon Grant's election; if not, better
men will replace them. Had Andrew
Johinson been put out of office when
impeached the Camilla butcheiy—
and many more such—would never
have taken plano.

III. The cleetion of Grant will de-
termine, for at least four years, that
“Joyal men shall rule ‘Ameriea,’”
Johnson deelared it, but has proved
fulse to his own prineiple; Grant
never will. The postmasters, andall
other I'ederal officers thronghout the
South,lwill be Unionists and anti-Ka-
Klux; they, with the army, will form
a nueleus of white unionism in every
Southern community, We shall find
or ereate means to punish raflians
and murderers, rely on it!

Here is the truth confessed, *“I'ho
postmasters and all other Federal
officers throughout the South will be
Unionists and anti-Ka Klux; they,
with the nrmy, will form a nucleus
of white Unionism in every Sonthern
community.” Hero is the **war and
blood;” and it is to follow Grant's
election. “The army" of the United
States is to be used to rule Southern
people along with the enrpet-bagger
and the negro. If Seymonr is elect-
ed, *‘the army" eannot be thus used;
and, therefors, there will be no war,
and no blood. Left to the Southern
people to dispose of, the wicked in-
cendiarios and negroites, who affoct
to rule us by the bayonent, will take
care to dispose of thewmselves. They
will not **be swift to shed blood'"-=
but very swift to avoid its shedding,
The Sounth will then have the peace,
not of a people oppressed and de-
spolically ru]c('r, but of a people again
in the possession of rights under the
Constitntion of the United States.
And all men from the North, the
East and the West, who choose to
comoe and scttle, ns guiet, peacenble
cihizens, will be welcome to pursue
prosperity and happiness here accord-
ing to their ability aud means, Leb
us have pence.—Charleston Mercury.
