Halifax, April 3—'the steamer Daniel 

Steinmann, from Antwerp for:tnie - port, 
reported sunk off Sambro, about 

twenty miles from tbis port. Sne struck 
daring last ninht, and only nine am m> 
far reported to have reached land out ot 
140 tin board. 

The iutelligeuoe so far from the wrecked 
stfttoicr Dttuiei; ^ tMeaiasann is; . very • 
tbeager. It ft said that the captain and 
live of tue crew are tbe ouiy peraous 
saved. Tbe ship bad niuety paaseugera 
and tbirty-four uf a crew. Twenty pas-
seugera were to land here—all Germans 

Aud seventy tor Mew Xork. She is 
supposed to have atrnck. on tbe Sisters, 
off Sambro, last nif<ht,aud shortly after 
aauK. Her masts are now visible from 
shore. Tbe intelligence did not reach 
here until thia afternoon. Considerable 
of the cargo was for here, tbe balance 
for New Xork. Tbe owner* have t,one 
U* tbe wreck. 

Tuga which left here for the soene of 
tbe wreck have returned without being 
able to reach tbe neighborhood of tbt 
steamer, owing to the rough sea. An 
other attempt will be made in the morn 
ing to reach the* wreck if tbe weather 
moderates. Tbe Diniel Steinmann bad 
five bulkheads. Her engine, were 183 
horse power. ^ 

Three passengers- from tbe steamer 
Daniel Steinmann were saved witb the 
captain and five of tbe - crew. Their 
names were not ascertained. They are 
on Sambro Light island, the only com­
munication with which is by signals in 
rough weather. To-night the weather is 
thick and raining ana it ia uncertain it 
any further particular* oan be had. - Be 
portera left here for dambro by land, btit 
the roads aire bad.-• 

The veiy latest regarding tbe wrecked 
steamer, Daniel Steinmann, ia, that of s 
crew of thirty nine and the captain and 
ninety passengers, only nine reached 
shore, the captain, five of tbe crew and 
tbree passengers. These are still on 
Sambro ialand.- Owing to tbe heavy aea 
tbe survivors are not likely to reach tbe 
main land till noon to-morrow. Mo par 
tietilai* oan therefore be learned in re 
gard to the disaster at present. The 
government-eteamer Mewfield left tbe 
city tbis afternoon for tbe wreck, but the 
fog waa ao thick it waa impoaaible to 
reach the fatal spot. Tbe captain 
thought it imprudent to go nearer to tbe 
wreck than five miles. He will make 
another effort tomorrow to. reach the 
apot where tbe steamer was lost
