Cotton. About 20,000 bales of cot-

ton, at this dale, of the last crop have
been shipped from Austin over the
Texas Central and the International
Railways. Of this cotton there has
been sold to a multitude of buyers in
Austin about 14,000 bales. Most of
this cotton has been shipped to Galves-

ton. The freight rates from here to
New York, all rail, is eight dollars per
bale ; to the same place via Morgan's
line, seven dollars. It is reasonable to
suppose that not more than one or two
thousand bales of cotton yet remain
in the country tributary to Austin for
shipment, and it may be estimated
that 23,000 bales at the very outside
will be the bulk of cotton shipments.
In the meantime the acreage planted
in cotton this year will be greater than
last, and with a fair crop year the
shipments from Austin another year
may go over 30,000 bales, and under
the most favorable circumstances, with
a narrow gauge railway running to-

wards Lampasas, it may reach 40,000
bales.

and run out to meet them."
: Governor. Miller aays: "From my
own knowledge, and from information
from all part of th State, I have rea

son to believe that the law has been
enforced, and the daily traffic in liq-
uor has been broken up and aban-
doned."

This was ia Connecticut, where,
four years ago, by the union of whisky,
Republicans and Democrats, the pro-
hibitory lsw was repealed, and one
year after the report of the Secretary
of State show an alarming increase of
crime. The report says :

'"The whole number of persons com-
mitted to jsil during the year is 4481,
being 1490 more than in the preceding
year.

"The two counties most clamorous
for license in 1872 show the greatest
increase of the crime ot drunkenness
in 1874. Hartford county has' an in-

crease of commitments for drunken-
ness of 115 per cent., and New Uven
county 141 per cent. That is, Hart-
ford county shows 213 commitments
for drunkenness this year for every 100
made two years ago, and New Havnn
county shows 241 for every 100 of two
years ago."

Not a very satisfactory showing for
the advocates of a license lsw. We
have the following from the State of
Maine:

Governor Nelson Dingley, jr., said.
in 1874, to the commissioners of the
Canadian Parliament:

"All organized opposition to the law
has died out. The great majority.
probably two-thi.-d- s of the people at
least, heartily approve of it as the best
system of restriction of the liquor
trithc yet devised, and the most ot tne
minority acquiesce ia it as a policy
which deserves a thorough trial.

"The great improvement in the
drinking habits of the people of this
State within thirty or forty years is so
evident that no candid man who has
observed or investigated the facts can
deny it.

"The city of Lewiston (with Au
burn), with a population of about 30,-00- 0,

has not an open dramshop. Secret
drinking has not taken the place of
open drinking."

And thu following from the commis
sioners of public charities of the State
of Pennsylvania:

" lh cllect of prohibitory laws is
strikingly shown by the comparatively
vacant apartments in the of coun-
ties where the local option law is in
force."

Governor Convers, of Vermont, says:
The prohibitory law has been in

force about twenty-tw- o years. The
enforcement has been uniform in the
State since its enactment, and I con-
sider it a very desirable law. I think
the law itself educates and advances
public sentiment in favor of temper-
ance. There is no question about the
decrease in the consumption of liquor.
I speak from personal knowledge, hav
ing always lived in the State I live
in Woodstock, sixty miles from here,
and there no man having the least re-

gard for himself would admit selling
rum, even though there is no penalty
attached to it."

I entreat you to weigh well the
above testimony and to sustain by
your voices and your ballots local
option. 1)0 your duty on the seven
teenth of March and whisky and its
mighty evils shall go down in eternal
night.

Meeting oy the Republican Exec
utive Committee. The meeting of the
Republican executive committee was
held at the office of Justice Neill in this
city Wednesday, Feb. 21. Five mem
bers of the executive committee were'
present, and about twenty or thirty Re
publicans from different portions of
the State, and perhaps half as many
more who are residents of this city.
Governor E. J. Davis, the chairman,
read a printed circular which had been
issued by him calling the meeting,
and then addressed the assemblage,
more fully setting forth the objects he
had in view when the call was issued.
He said that at that time the inaugu
ration of Samual J. Tilden as president
looked probable, and that he therefore
thought that a consultation of leading
Republicans should be had to discuss
the condition of the country, which
presented anything but a pleasing as-

pect to Republicans. Now, he said,
things had changed for the better, and
he bad no doubt but that Governor
Hayes would be inaugurated president
of the United States on the fourth
of March. He then invited an expres-
sion of the feelings of those present,
when A. J. Evans, United States Dis-

trict Attorney, was called for. ' He re-

sponded und without tiking his over
coat off, which prevented him, perhaps,
from pouring out his usuai warmth on
this occasion. He refreshed the minds
of his hearers to the fact- that Ruther
ford would have some offices to dis
pense after he moved up to Washing
ton, and the idea seemed to bring joy
to the heart of every man in the
room. Even tho reporter of the
Statesman began to feel like
looking around on the floor for a
postoffice commission, or "working
up influence to get a cabinet position."
Jack thought that Hayes should pur
sue a conciliatory course towards the
South, and that the ability and patri-

otism in the South should have repre-

sentation in the new presidential cabi
net, and that it should not b ignored
in the appointments to foreign mis
sions.

Dr. Cochran, of Dallas, then fol
lowed, endorsing the sentiments of
Mr. Evans, and making more
of a campaign talk. In ' fact, he
came right down to sledge-ham-ne- r

business, wading right through the
Democratic party and splitting it wide
open in the middle(t). He told the audi
ence all about Tilden and Tweed, cor
ruption and proscription, intimidation
and bull-dozin- g, and then he got off

on the skyrocket-rainbo- w order, and
made some very pretty flight of fancy,
The doctor also cheered up the young
hearts of bis hearers by saying that in
Northern Texas Republican were get
ting decidedly numerous; that their
rank were being rapidly recruited
by immigration from the East,
the North and the West, and
that so soon as the Democracy
helved Throckmorton, Northern Texas

would send an independent to Con
gress. Every man in the room caught
the inspiration and began to think of
the beaatie and attractions of Sort hern
Texas, and of the openings there for
some one who would shake oil bis par
ty collar and allow himself to be sacri
ficed foe an office.

Judge Cooper, of Crockett, was the
next speaker. He was more moderate,
but he toed the party line squarely, and
poke of the glories of the Republican

party ia th put, it achievements, the
Uials of Southern Republicans, ate.
He agreed with the balance that the
Republican of the South should have
a ah are of the loavc and fishes, and he
thought some expression of the kind
should be mad before adjournment in
order that President Hayes and Wash-to- n

official might be apprised of the
fact. . . t

Governor Pease, who came ia late,
was next called for. Be said that he
came to bear and not to speak ; that,
however, be felt tome interest ia
whatever . would advance th

cause of the party ' and its
moral standard in the South ; that, as
was well known, be had not been able
to endorse much that had been done
by the party, but nevertheless he had
been a Republican and had voted with
the Republicans all the time, and that
he supported Greeley because he be-

lieved be had done as much for the
party as any man outside of the armies
of the ww. He thought reform was
absolutely necessary, and that Repub-
licans, and not Democrats, would re-

form the country.
Gen. Talbot, of Williamson, fol-

lowed Governor Pease. He said the
fact had somehow been overlooked
that 500,000 Southern men fought on
the side of the Union during the war,
and that the South had both saved the
government and elected Hayes. He
dwelt on this point, which was a sup-

port to what others had said regarding
a fair distribution of offices by Presi-
dent Hayes.

Right Cuney, of Galveston, who
acted as secretary, then took the floor.
He labored long and hard and fre-

quently about the unprotected blacks,
and came down heavy on several offi-

cers for derelictions in duty, and men-

tioned the names of Judge Morrill and
District Attorney Baldwin, of the
Eastern District of Texas. Cuney
made tome pretty goods points, but
he repeated so much and dwelt so long
that what he said lost part of its force.
After he closed, the meeting adjourned
till 8 o'clock.

The afternoon session was confined to
debate about what was to be. done fcr
the interests of the Republican party in
Texas. Some wanted clubs formed in
every county in the State; others
thought liberal subscriptions to the
New York Time would be the best,
Gen. Byrne, Dr. Cochran, A. J. Evans,
Right Cuney, Governor Davis, CoL
DeGress, Judge Schutze, Ridge Pas-
chal, Mr. Hackworth, Gen. Talbot and
two or three others paticipating.

- East of
the Brazos river, what are termed
public "ranges," are . becoming too
confined to admit of extensive stock- -

raising, according to Texas ideas. The
large herds have been moved' west, or
diiven to Northern markets. A great
deal of the country south of Dallas an
Fort Worth, as far west as the Colo-

rado river, is as thickly settled with a
farming population as is North Texas.
Between the Brazos and the Colorado
rivers are to be found th rich farming
districts of Bell, Milam, . Falls, Wil-

liamson, Travis, Burleson, Bastrop,
Washington, Fayette, Colorado, Whar-

ton, Brazoria and Matagorda counties.
and even west of the Colorado, farther
south than Austin, and as far south as
the Guadalupe river country, are many
well developed agricultural districts.
Beyond this the land is mainly used
for grazing large herds of cattle, horses
and sheep, though they are exceed-

ingly rich, and will one day be brought
into cultivation.

Several of
the capitalists that backed Diaz have
fa led. li.ssatisfaction is creeping in
and it would not be surprising if Diaz
was forced to leave the Uitv of Mexico
before long, and another revolution
break out in full blast.

The haste and promptness of Diaz
in sending forward the first installment
of $300,000 does not insure his recog-niti- o

n by the United States, which fa
vors Lerdo. Iglenas's claim is ignored
entirely, as he was conniving at the
presidency long before be broke with
Lerdo. The decree of Diaz, in order
ing an election, in wnicn none but bis
own adherents can vote, will eventu-
ally concentrate all the opposition
apainst him.

The Brownsville Sentinel says "what
terms were made between our govern-
ment and that of Lerdo is not publicly
known. But, from the manner of our
authorities adhering to his cause, it
must be of vital interest to the United
States. So soon as our own difficulty
is happily settled, our Mexican policy
will be developed. If Diaz is able to
sustain himself, he must do so at a
sacrifice; for the government of the
United States will not recognize him
without first securing guarantees that
her demands will be complied with."

On an objection to Rhode Island, a
motion for a recess was defeated by
83 to 178, seventy Democrats voting
with the Republicans. The House
then veted not to count Rhode Island
after a two hours' discussion, when
the Senate again entered and the State
was counted for Hayes. South Caro-
lina was then reached, when, on ob-

jection being made, the two houses
separated and the certificates were re-
ferred to the commission. The House
then took a recess to 10 a. m.

The commission assembled and re-

ceived papers in the South Carolina
case and adjourned to 10 a. m. to-
morrow.

The following are the objections to
the vote of South Carolina: Firtt
That no legal election was held in
South Carolina for presidential elec-
tors, the general assembly of that State
not having provided, as required by
article 8, section 3, of the Constitution
thereof, for the registration of the
people entitled to vote. Without reg-
istration no valid or legal election
could be held.

Second There was not existing in
the State of South Carolina on the
the first of January, 1876, nor at any
time thereafter up to and including the
tenth of December, 187G, a republican
foim of government, such as is guar-
anteed by the Constitution to every

rState in the Union.
Third That the Federal govern-

ment, prior to and during the election,
November 7, 1876, without the author-
ity of law, stationed in various parts
of said State, at or near voting places,
detachments of the United States
srmy, by whose presence the full exer-
cise of the right of suffrage was pre-
vented, and by reason whereof no le-

gal or free election was or could be
had.

Fourth At the several polling places
in said State there were stationed
United States deputy marshals, ap-
pointed under the provisions of sec-
tions 20, 21 and 22, of the United
States Revised Statutes, which provis-
ions were unconstitutional and void ;

that said deputy marshals exceeded
over 1000 in number, and by their
unlawful and arbitrary action, in
obedience to improper and il-

legal instructions received by them
from the Department of Justice,
interfered with a full and free exer-
cise of the right of suffrage by the duly
qualified voters of said State ; that a
fair - election could not be held and
was not had in said State on Novem-
ber 7, 1876; that there was not, from
the first of January, 1876, up to and
including the tenth of December, 1870,
at any time, a State government in
the State of South Carolina, except a
pretended government, set up in vio-

lation of law and of the Constitution of
the United States by Federal authority
and sustained by Federal troops.
