MORTGAGE TAX.

The law taxing mortgages and 'other con
tracts for the payment of money is unjust
and impolitic. It represses industry and
commerce by the pressure it credtes upon
borrowers and the obstructions it puts' in the
way' of their enterprises; it retards the
prosperity of the State by laying a penalty
upon every transaction which involves the
use of borrowed money; it discourages farm-

ers and manufacturers, because it taxes not
oulyicapltal and credit, but also the products
of capital, credit, and industry combined; it
tends to make money scarce and dear, be-cau- sa

wheu openly and honorably used in
loans', it is liable to be taxed several times
each year, though all other property is tax-

ed only Wee, thus offering a premium to
concealment, subtrifuge and evasion ; at best
itMniposcs double taxation, because it taxes
the coin, and also the promise to return it;
in ellect, it discriminates against home capi-

tal; because ts cannot be com-

pelled to pay the tax unless they own real
estate here; it is partial and unequal in its
operation, because it taxes only a particular
class of contracts loans, and a particular
class of persons borrowers. If "the tax is
pTid'by the lender, it will inevitably increase
the current rate of interest on real estate
sccurit-- , because money invested in other
securities which are free from taxation will
gi;e more profit than loans on real estate
when the lender pays the tax. It is unnec-
essary and unavailing, and has never yielded
an income sufficient to pay the expense of
attempting to collect it ; it never can be
iqade productive, because, being unjust and
oppressive, it will always be resisted and
evaded ; it is condemned by experience, and
repudiated in practice by the most enlight-
ened States and Nations, and disapproved
by-th- e highest authorities upon the science
of political econom'. Mortqarjes are not
2ropcrly, and the legislature should so declare.

With a view to correcting these evils, we,
thp undersigned, request the Legislature to
adopt such measures as will remove the
grievance above referred to.
