The buying and selling of credits is much 
the largest part of the traffic of modern 
times. Over $20,(00,000,000 worth of cred- 
its passed through the London Clearing 
House, in 1872, and Mr. J. J. Knox, our own 

comptroller of the currency, tells us in his 
last report that more than $32,000,000,000 
passed through the New York Clearing House 
the same year. 

Four lead pencils were formerly supplied 
to each government official in Great Britain, 
but no further issue is to be made of these 
articles in future. Formerly an unlimited 
grant of india rubber was allowed from the 

(jircumstance of the stationery office having- 
eceived a large quantity from the admiralty, 

which, having been tried by that department 
as a coating for ships' sides, was dried and 
ordered to be supplied as stationery- Such is 
official economy. 

Feed fron an Acre.—A pair of farm 
horses will consume in a year 6$ Ions of hay 
and 270 bushels of oats, their daily ration be- 
ing 18 pounds ol bay and 12 pounds of oats 
for each. It will take 14 to 10 acres of land 
to raise this amount of fodder. A cow will 
cousume 18 pounds of hay and six pounds of 
corn meal daily, equal to 3$ tons of hay and 
40 bushels of com, allowing for toll grinding 
it, per year. This will require about four 
acres of average land. One acre of good corn 
land will produce enough grain and stalks to 

keep a cow during a year. Th's estimate, 
which is deduced from practice, accords else- 
where as gathered from statistics, which 

prove that eight acres of land are needed to 

support a horse during a year in Belgium and 
Holland—countries which, as regards the sup- 
ply of food, are self-sustaining. There would 
be no practical difference between the crops 
mentioned and others that might le chosen, 
for the reason that more prolific crops re- 

quire a greater amount to lie consumed to 
yield an equal sustenance, with less prolific, 
but more nutritious crops. The most eco- 
nomical single crop to raise for feeding ani- 
mals is corn, when the whole stalks are well 
cured and properly used.—New York Tribune. 

Turnip Flavor in Milk and Bitter. 
—A correspondent of the American Agri- 
culturist states that last winter he fed tup 
nips in the usual way at milking time to five 
cows, until the milk and butter became so 

strong that it could not be used. He then 
commenced feeding immediately after Hulk- 
ing and found that “there was not a parti- 
cle of turnip flavor in the milk or butter.” 
After a title the taste returned. On inves- 
tigation, he found that one of the cows was 
nearly dry. and was milked only once 
a day, while she was fed with turnips twice a day. She gave but a pint of milk 
per day, so that when fed in the morning she 
could have hail only about half a pint ofmilk 
in her hag; yet this received so much taste 
from the turnips that it spoiled the milk of 
four other cows in full flow. To make the 
test complete he had her milked twice a j day, when the difficulty at once ceased, and 
did not recur. Evidently a very small 
amount of milk in the udder will suflieo to do 
the mischief, and if drying-off cows are 

milked ouly once a day while on turnip I*’*'1 I* 
their milk should not be mixed with tbat 

from the rest of the herd. 

.Saturriaj, Evening Port* ays ,hat Mortimer J Loomis is now one of the most violent of the denunciators ot railroad monopolies. &ince his last adventure on the cars he hates 
a railroad worse than an Arappalioe Indian 
hates a bald-headed Presbyterian. Loomis 
has fits of somnambulism occasionally, and 
at such times he has an uncontrollable ten- 
dency to wander into dangerous places. More 
than once he has been surprised, upon wak- 
ing, to find himself roosting on the comb of 
the root, or hanging, head-foremost, down 
the well, witli one leg around the bucket hau- 
dle. He went out to Pittsburg a few days 
ago, and when he entir'd the sleeping car tl e 
the thought struck him that he might get to 

prowling about during the night while asleep, 
and walk off the platform into a better world. 
So he went to the brakeman and gave him a 
dollar, with strict instructions that if he 
saw Mortimei J. Loomis walking around 
that car in bis sleep, to seize him and 
force !,him back (at all hazards. Then 
Loomis turned in, and soon his rever- 

berating snore echoed the screech of the 
locomotive. About two o’clock Loomis 
awoke, and as the air of the car seemed 
stifling, he determined to go out on the plat- 
form tor a fresh breath or two. Just as he got 
to the door, that vigilant brakeman saw him, 
grabbed him, floored him and held him dowu 
When Loomis recovered his breath, he indig- 
nantly exclaimed, “You immortal ass! 
What do you mean? Let me get up, I tell you 
I am as wide awake as you are.’’ But the myr- 
midon of a grasping corporation put another 
knee on Loomis’s breast, and insisted that 
Loomis was asleep; and then he called anoth- 
er brakeman, and alter a terrific struggle 
during which Loomis received bumps and 
blows enough to wake an Egyptian mummy 
that had been dead for six thousand years, 
the railroad man jammed him into a berth, 
put a trunk and eight carpet bags on him,and 
then sat on him to hold him down unt;l morn- 

ing. The first thing Mr. Loomis asked for 
when he arrived in Pittsburg was a respecta- 
ble hospital where they cured the temporally 
insane. He thinks his reason was partially 
dethroned by his effort to comprehend how 
that brakeman could have the face to ask him 
for another dollar because of the trouble 
Loomis gave him during the night. 

Cromwell defined tbe local government 
of England as an ungodly jumble, and now 
it might, with truth, be set down as a perfect 
epitome of Bumbledom: Take half a dozen 
dissected maps, all divided in different shapes, 
mix together the pieces, and then, gathering 
them up at random, arrange a number of 
them into a square the size of one of the 
maps; fill the instertices as near'y as may be 
with the small pieces; cover the remaining 
holes with larger fragments, cover these with 
others, and pour hot glue, which you may 
call legislation, if you like, over the whole, 
and you have an idea of the division of Eng- 
land for purposes of local government, Mr. 
Gladstone, not long ago, incautiously threw 
out a threat againt London. All Bumble- 
dom was instantly up in arms. The sacred 
prerogatives of Gog and Magog were threaten- 
ed. An Englishman never prepares for bat- 

| tie in any way but one. He says his prayers 
I and eats his dinner. So, in this case, the 

lord mayor gave a dinner, the chaplain said 
grace, and, over turtle soup and champagne, 
all pledged themselves to a solemn league and 
covenant, to be ratified by another dinner by 
all the other mayors to the lord mayor. Even 
Gladstone wilted before so much beef and 
dignity. You might not believe this, it you 
had not seen, perhaps, in this country, that 
.stupidity crystallizes into municipal govern- 
ment. In a new community one cannot bet- 
ter point the moral than by a reference to the 
condition of England in this particular.— 
From Jenkins’ *'The England ot To-day.” 

Social Inter-Dependence.—To sit idle, 
aloft, like living statues, like absurd epicures 
—gods in pampered isolation, in exclusion 
from the glorious, fateful battle-field of this 
God's world—it is a poor life for a man, 
when all upholsterers and French cooks have 
done their utmost for it 1 Nay, what a shal- 
low delusion is this we have all got into! 
That any man should, or can, keep himself 
apart from men, have no business with them, 
except a cash account business! It is the 
silliest tale a distressed generation of men 
ever took to telling one another. Men cannot 
live isolated; we are all bound together for 
mutual good, or else for mutual misery, as 

living neives in the same body. No highest 
nan can disunite himself from any lowest. 
Meu reverence men. Men do worship in 
that -“oae temple of the world,”—as Noyaiis 
calls it—Ihe presence of a man. In this 
world there is one God-like thing, the essence 
of all that ever was or ever will be of God-
