HE first motion-pieture ‘‘shot’’

made on the Pacific coast wan the
result of the weather. The late Francis
Boggs was producing a story whith
called for a gocky cliff, an expanse of
water and a steady light productive of
the desired photography. 54

The release date of the picture had
been set o thers was no time to walit
for the atorm raging cast of the Rockien
to subside. Ho B and his company
crossed the -mountains, landing at San)
Diego, Calif. 'They journeyed north-
ward alopg the coast and '‘set up' gt
La Jolla ‘the first motion camera ever
used in the West—and Tom Santachi
was the hero.
