"If the District government would

build a wholesale terminal for all
merchants who deal In fruits, vege¬tables. poultry. eggs and even meat
packers, and wholesale grocer*, and
were to locate this plant tn the
neighborhood of South Capitol street,
where land can be purchased as
cheaply as any other part of Waah-
ton. and where the railroads could
meet from all points.If this were
done the fish market would be near,
and the boats tn winter could bring
oysters and fish, and In the summer
fruit, vegetables and other products

"The following is an outline of
how I think this municipal whole¬
sale plant should be built. It
should have long platforms, with
each space numbered off. and rent¬
ed to whatever concern desired to
locate there: have two or threoj subcellars for dry storage, such as
apples, onions, potatoea, bananas,
etc. The floors above could be
used for the cold storage of meats
and other perishables. The rail¬
road would run switch tracks or
sidings to this building. wler» the
cars could be unloaded Immediate¬
ly upon arrival. This would In¬
crease the usefulness of the cars,
and help to relieve the car short
age that the Railroad Adminis¬
tration Is always warning us sbout.
With this efficiency. I believe that
we could pet at least two more
trips out of each car per year.

Cartlajr Add* te C««t.
"The switch tracks that I have

spoken of above would eliminate
all drayage. Under the present
conditions, drayage alone costs this
house approximately 120.000 per
year. When a '-ar of fruit arrives,
we first hsul It to cold storage, and
later on we haul It to our place of
business where It is sold, and final¬
ly hauled to the retail dealer. When
you stop to consider thst there
are about 200 merchants doinc this.
It adds quite an Item to the cost
of food.
"The money that would be spent in

erecting such a building I feel sure
would be returned, and the buiMlne
paid for in Ave years in rent. A stock
«companv could be formed and the
shsres sold tn the open market A*
It is now. we all pay tremendous rentland instead of paying this high rent
to the landlords we cou'.d pay tar
'the building. Hnd at the same time
;we could sell our commodities at less
than 10 per cent profit, which, you
will agree with me. should bring the
cost of llvinsr downward
"Another thine to which I would

like to call your attention is tnat
sometimes we overestimate and take
'.too much fruit out of storage if we
cannot dispose of it, it lays on our
hands and decays. Norn, if the stor-
age were on the same premises we
would only tske out samples, and
when ssle is made we could deliver
from cold storage room, thereby
avoiding waste *.
