TRUSTEES WHO THINK A MEMORIAL NO LONGER
NKCKSSA11Y.

At the meeting ol the school board Thursday
night when the statement was made by Mr. Darl¬
ington, president ol the board, respecting
what Lad been said at an Interview
with the Senate sub-committee on ap¬
propriations, Mr. Darlington was requested byvote of the board to prepare a memorial settingforth the tacts in relation to the schools and their
needs. since that night the situation haschangedsomewhat. A number of the mem¬bers of the board are of the opin¬ion that there Is no longer need for the
memorial and it is doubtful whetner one will be
issued. Mr. Darlington said to a Star reporterthat the newspapers had already set the mat¬
ter before the public in a more effective manner
probably than a memorial would do it. The Senate
committee he said had agreed to make the mini-
num pay of the teachers $300 Instead of $400, and
to require that there be no increase of teachers
receiving more than $900, instead of $700 as at
first threatened. This change required a recast¬
ing of the memorial. While this was better
than was first proposed, It would
probably result, If It became a law, in a loss to the
schools of some of the best teachers. It would
prevent the Increase of the salary of any teacher
receiving more than $900. Now young men com*
petent to teach hight-r grades were employed at
nrst at $1,000 a year under the expectation of hav¬
ing their salaries Increased from year to yearuntil they received the maximum of $1,500. Mr.
Darlington said he thought injustice had been
done the Commissioners in criticising the fact
that more than half of the one hundred
thousand dollars asKed for new school
buildings was asked for the high schools and at the
same time the commissioners asked $£0,000 lor
renting school-rooms for lower grades, a sum that
it was thought would provide the rooms required.

.EARTHQUAKES INNUMERABLE.
Advices from Honolulu give details of the erup¬

tion of the volcano Mauna Loa. The eruption be¬
gan January 16, when a column of fire shot up
from the south crater. Nothing more took place
for two days. Then suddenly the whole district
around the volcano was kept in tremulous motion
by an almost constant succession of heavy earth¬
quake shocks. One cool-headed observer kept a
record, which showed 388 shocks in thirty-si*hours. Nothing was seen of lava until January
18, as it found an underground passage, on that
day,however, It broke into view,and three great riv¬
ers of molten lava took their course to the sea. one
stream reached the ocean intwo days and t he others
were reported as not far behind in their course.
They wiped out plantations, houses, etc., but so
far as learned caused no loss of life, as the natives
and foreigners received timely warning and aban-
donedthelr places. The path of the lata Is through
a thickly-settled region and the damage Is greut.The loss from the earthquake is also heavy, as
many wails and buildings were shaken down. On
the night of January 19 the terror of the inhabi¬
tants was great, as they feared that a tidal wave
would follow the shook*. The natives and Portu¬
guese gathered about t he little church at Punalula,
praying for deliverance. A second eruption broke
out February T. but it ceased the next day. On
February 12 the Honolulu Jiullttin Issued an extra
announcing a volcanic outbreak o' Mokuaweoweo.
Smoke, steam aud lava were emitted. The lava

John Hair* Mad Story*

DYING IN PRISON AND AND RELIEVED TO Bl AM IN¬
NOCENT MAN.

John H. Hall, sentenced for life In 1884 for the
Mount Pulaski, I1L, triple tragedy. In which John
McMahon, a rich bachelor, and his two hired men,
Robert Melthewy and John Carlock, were mur¬
dered, died Monday morning in tbe prison hos¬
pital at Jollet, Hall was generally believed to be
innocent, and recent developments tend to con¬
firm that belief. Hall proved a distinct alibi by
three of this neighbors and his two daughters, but
was convicted on the evidence ot a fellow-pris¬
oner, who swore that Hall confeswd to him that
he plotted and carried out the job. This, HaU said,
was a hired detective, who perjured himself. His
name Is Carles Montgomery, and he is now in the
penitentiary lor burglary and says that he swore
tal«*dy. There is another convict, named Robert
Todd, who confessed to the warden, to Hall and to
Alon/.o Herndon, a hospital nurse, that he knew
HaU was Innocent and that he knew the men who
committed the murder. He said that he was a
member of the gang and was with them when
they planned the robbery; that be was shadowed
too closely and had to leave, and that three days
after the tnurder was done. He says they were
doubtless recognized by McMahon and tbe killing
was then necessary. Hall made a dying state¬
ment, in which he maintained his Innocence and
stated that he knew the truth would come out
some day. The governor was considering Ills case
for a pardon when he died. Hall was a »>lg, stout,
good-looking man when received, but gradually
wasted away brooding over his misfortune till dis¬
ease finished him. He spent all his money defend¬
ing himself and his friends were too poor to claim
his body, so he was burled In the prison burying-
ground.

Killed b , Hit Own Polvon.
A NEGRO'S CONFESSION OF HOW HE MADE Htt INTENDED

MURDERER TAEE HIS OWN DOSE.
Patrick Williams, colored, who Is charged with

murdering Fleming MurrelL, also colored, in Char¬
lotte county, Va., bas made a novel confession.
Williams suys that Murreli, who had frequently
threatened to kill him, met blm a few days before
his death. Murrtll had two bottles, onecontaining
brandy and the other whisky. He gave the brandy
to Williams as a present, saying that toe did not
like brandy himself. Wllllams tells tbe rest of his
story as follows:

"1 carried it to my lips and It ooourred to m«
that something was wrong, but too late to save
my lips, for it took all tbe skin off them. Then
I concluded that it was poison.Rough on Rats or
something of the kind. 1 took the oottle home
with the view of making blm drink It at the
earliest opportunity. In a few days I met him
and asked him If he dldnt want a drink. He re¬
plied in the affirmative. He took two swallows,
bent nearly double, and then turned In tbe direc¬
tion of my house, in tbe evening I returned home,
and my little daughter told me that Uncle Mur¬
reli had acted very curiously. On the next day I
went into the woods to get some brush to start
my fire and heard some one groan. 1 said to my¬
self, 'That brandy will get him yet-' On
Monday I went to the spot, aud found him dying
or dead. I threw lilin into a gully close by and
covered his body with leaves and dirt."

I re-
member nearly splitting m.v Hides once lauguiutr at
a man who was ordering champagne, lie wn«t
drinking Werner's American extra dry, snd told
his friend how be once drank It with M. Werner in
Paris. He thought It was the highest-priced
French wine until he fouud out It waa coating him
only a dollar a bottle, then be wilted. Even manu¬
facturers are Mold, once at a convention of the
beer brewers of the couutry I beard a brewer
boast that be could name anv kind ot beer with
his eyes blinded. We tried him, and when the
handkerchief was over his eyes we gave him nine
sips out of the same glass and heard trim name nine
different brands. That was very good sport. As
a matter of fact, this telling liquors by the taste is
very delicate business. By modern processes dis¬
tillers can age liquors so as to lool even tbe old-
timers. The worst case I ever struck was a flSher¬
man who rowed me down the river last Muniner. I
offered him a swig out of a bottle containing very
flue whisky. He returned It, saying It was poorstuff. I banded him a bottle containing some 'rot
gut'I used to clean my gun. He took a long pull,and said It was as good liquor as be ever tasted."

colonel James H. Klon, one of the moat distin¬

guished lawyers at the South Carolina bar, died la
Winnsboro, & O, on December lit. A mystery
always surrounded Colonel KIon*s birth. When a
boy be came from Canada to Washington and waa
Immediately taken under the protection of John C.
Calhoun, then Secretary of state under President
Tyler. Calhoun was very kind to this boy and his
mother. There were many speculations regardingColonel Klon's origin, and the interest taken lu
him by Calhoun could not be accounted for. Just
before bis deaih the colonel made a statement to
hla entire family and Dr. Hanlkln, and If true ho
had in bis veins the blood of the Bourbons. Ha
was In perfect possession of his reasoning faculties.
His family desiring. It Is believed, to puollMh a full
statement of the tacts, have kept all this as quietas possible. The substance of colonel Kluns
statement Is that he waa tue son of tbe Dauphin
of France, who would have been King Louis X Vll
but for the revolution. The DauphTn, who waa
reported to have died at an early age and to hav*
been an Imbecile, bad not really died, but waa
sent to Canada, and there bad been reared under
the name of lie Klon. He entered the fcnglLsh
army and married Miss Hunter. coL KJuu's
father, "De Klon," died in CoL Kloii*n Infancy, and
tbe latter and his mother were placed under the
charge of Mr. Calhoun by the Austrian umbasaa-
dor at Washington, with a statement of the tacts,
and upon certain conditions, one of which was
that Rlon slaiuld never go to Europe unless In
charge of the Austrian authorities and on au Aus¬
trian man-of-war, and further that be should
never accept civil office In this country. The*
conditions were faithfully observed. The secret
