SCHOOL BANKS OF BELGIUM

IN PRACTICAL WAY.

Benefits of System Proved After Ex-
periment Lasting Forty Years,
Consul Johnson Reports.

A novel experlment in the encourage-
ment of thrift and the habit of saving in
children attend! the public schools in
Be!gium is reportéd by Consul H., Albert
Johnson at Liege, who says that it is
one of the elements contributing to the
remarkable prosperity of Belgium.

Some forty years ago, it is eald,, a
movement was started In the schools of
having the children deposit thelr savings
from time to time with their teachers.
The movement had strong supporters
among the corps of teachers, while on the
other hand a large majority of the profes-
sors and teachers resolutely opposed it as
tending to causec disorder and a lack of
discipline in the schools. However, ai.er
a time, an agreement was reached and
Ja.-nuary 1, 1%6Y, the communal council
put the plan i operation.

The total sum depos.ted by the scholars
of fifteen of the twenty primary schoo.s
then at Liege, during the first year,
amounted to $2,589. Two years later the
annual deposit decreased to $4583 for ten
schools, ana in 1574 only nine schools out
of twenty-five continued the practice, but
;rﬁﬂtotal amount deposited that year was

It appears that the poor results of the
experiment prompted the communal coun-
cll to agaln take up the consideration of
the subject, effect certain modaifications

-which overcame objectors to the movae-

ment, and placed these savings Institu-
tions on a more so.id basis.

In 1876 a philanthropic c.tizen of Liege
dunated 1000 francs ($193) to be used in
purchasing savings deposit books to be
distributed to the chl.drcn whose means
were limited. The previous yvear another
philanthropist had given 6,000 francs to
be distributed during a periou of twenty
years to the most meritorious scholars of
the primary schools who topk advantage
of the savings institutlon. These actions,
write Mr. Johnson contributed in a large
measure to the prosperity of the move-
ment, and today the desire to Bave and
economize has taken a complete hold on
the school children, and the teaching ele-
ment has taken up the Idea with en-
thuslasm and 1s doing everything to fur-
ther its deve.opment. The figures shown
by the latest statistics, it 1s declared,
conclusively demonstrate that the period
of experiment has passed and the idea of
an institution for schooi children’'s sav-
Ings has become an integral part of the
public school system of Liege The total
amount deposited by the children at the
beginning of the iast scholastic year, it is
said, reached the sum of $55.158, to which
may be added £30,980 deposited durine the
year. The interest pald by the. govern-
ment savings banks on .hese deposits
amounied to $1,361. The amounts with-
drawn by the children of the different
schools totaled but §21486. The total
amount deposited by the schoo! children
at the end of last July reached $71,7ie.

PENCILS IN RINGS.

Tiny Holder Folds Away Out Ao;
Sight When Not Needed.

In days of old rings and other orna-
ments contained cavitles for the secre-
tion of deadly polson, which could be
conveniently dropped into a glass of wine
for the removal of a troublesome pival
or an enemy. Today rings and scarfpins
are put tp more utilitarian-d=vices, in ad-
dition to that for which they were orig-

inally designed. Tiny pencils are con-
cealed within them, where once were the
messengers of death, and the wearer has
only to remove the ornament, snap the
pencil into position and write whatever he
may have to set down. The ring, for
example, has a cavity at the back of the
m:dallion, or whatever design It may
bear, and into this cavity the tiny pencil
holder folds on & hinge with a spring to
it. The holder s a little tube into which
lead can be inserted and wliich can be re-
plenished as the lead wears down. Tle
wearer of the ring is always prepared for
an emergency and such a pencil writes

quite well.

Falling Back.

jGreat Cost of the Maintenance of

the Ships—American Enlisted
Men Mostly Native Born.

The United States Navy is_rated the
second strongest in the world guring the
year 1808 in the navy yearbook, compiled
by Pitman Pulsifer, clerk to thie Senate
navy committee, and now in the hands
of the government printing office.

Mr. Pulsifer shows tha comparative
strength of the great powers at the pres-
ent date in the following table:

Recent Naval Construction.

The United States Navy maintains its
position by a very narrow marg'n. for
Germany has made stridea to the front
and threatens to step into the place it
occupied in 1006, second only to Great
Britain. France, on the other hand, has
slipped below Germany, and is rated the
fourth naval power, with Japan fifth and
distanced considerably by France. Great
Britain is still far ahead in naval strength.

Japan is doing little shipbuilding for its
navy, notwithstanding the reports of tho
development of a great navy by the “Yan-
kees of the far east.’” Japan at present is
building only two first-class battleships.
Plans have been made for two other bat-
tleships, but work on them has not been
started. Japan has completed no battle-
ships since 1908.

Hitherto France has been ranked ahead
of Germany, but the latter has jumped to
the fore with two new battleships, and
France has not added any of the big ships
in the past year. France, to be sure, has
a larger number of vessels and a larger
tonnage than either the United States or
Germany, but many of these vessels dre
obsolete, many are small, and the experts
have therefore rated France behind both
the United States and Germany.

Maintenance of Navies.

The cost of naval vessels and the cost
of their maintenance are matters which
have necessarily to be considered by any
country bullding up-to-date battleships,
It is expected that when the naval appro-
priation bill comes up this sess.on of Con-
gress there will be another fight over the
number of battleships which the Pres.dent
wishes Congress v au.norize. The ele-
ment of cost will enter inio tne fight 10 &
great extent, in view of the t.mmg off in
the revenues.

Last session a concession was wrung
from the leaders of the Senate that Lhiey
would approve an annual increass of two
battleships for the navy. It may be th.s
gession that Congress will decide 1o drop
back to one a year, but those me.nuers
who believe in a greater navy say that
they are confident of making a w.nmug

it is shown in the navy yearbook that

the tota] cost to Uncle Sam of he “new”
navy, built and buiiding, has been §344,-
904,298.65. But the cost of the navy does
not cease with the completion of the ves-
sels. Each year large sums arc spent
kKeeping them in repair and manning
them. The following charges have been
made for ithese types of vesselg during
the last year: Battleship, Connécticut,
$5871,515.77; armored crulser, Colorado,
$693,153.49; protected crulser, St. Louis,
$3816,799.94; gunboat, Concord, $222.-
294,91; l.orpedo -boat destroyer, Whipple,
$98, 44{.42 torpedo boat, Stockton, 3$34,-
977.88; subma.rine Cuttlefish, $23,692.79.

Cost of Coal

A huge item of expense for the navy
is the cost of coal. The government
spent $5,168,824.35 for coal In the year
1908, purchasing 836,389 tons at an aver-
age rate of $6.18 per ton. Of this, 618.-
085 tons were used on navy vessels. For
steaming, 49.30 per cent was used of the
to.al amount, 21.79 per cent for electric
lighting and power aboard ship, 12.93
per cent for heating, flushing, etc. It
has been estimated that on a ton of coal
a battleship will go about 3.66 knots;
the Louisiana, bunkers holding 2,500
tons, could go 28 days of 10 knots an
hour, or 6,720 knots.

The latest prices pald by the naval
powers for armor plate show that the
Uni.ed States has paid less for plate than
any other except Japan. It cost Japan
$400 a ton and the United States $421.57.
England paid as high as $626 a_ton. The
United States buys its armor in this
country.

Personnel of the Navies.

The personncl of the principal naval
powers shows that the United States
stands fourth in mumbers, though 1f the
Marine Corps is included the United
States stands second. Great Britaln has
99,319 enlisted men: Germany, 47,286;
France, 44,5677; the United States, 42.400,
and Japan 41,966. The total number
of commissloned officers of the United
States Navy Is 2.751. Of the enlisted
men, 33,991 are native born and 3.2hé
are naturalized.
