Lieut. Hinton described giant new

. Lieut. Lester J. Maitland, pilot of the
Army transport plane, which first
spanned the Pacific from the United

INVESTIGATORS LEAVE.

BUENOS AIRES. December 6.—Sen-
ators Bravo and Etchevehere. represent-
ing the Senate committee on constitu-
tional affairs, left for the City of Men-
doza, capital of the province of the
same name, yesterday to investigate the
federal government’s adminLstration of
that province and especially its handling
of the situation that developed follow-
ing the assassination of former Gov.
Lencinas of Mendoza.

The Senate’s insistence that investi-
gators be sent to Mendoza further
strained relations between the Senate
and the national government. The
minister of the interior telegraphed the
federal interventor at Mendoza. Dr.
Borzani. ordering him not to recognize
officially the investigating committee,
but, “nevertheless treat them with due
consideration.” The telegram character-
ized the Senate’s dispatch of the com-
mittee as an "inconceivable invasion of
government rights.”
