AN ORDINANCE.

Fixing the Tax Levies of the Town of
Yorkville, 8. C. for the Current Year,
1908, for Ordinary Municipal Pur-
poges and to Pay the Interest on
Sundry Town Bonds, and the Time
for the Payment of the Same and the
Penalty for the Non-Payment There-
of.,

E It ordained by the Mayor and

Aldermen of the Town of York-
ville, 8. ., in council assembled, and
by authority of the same:

Section 1. That a levy of TEN
MILLS on each and every dollar of
real aad personal property, not exempt
from taxation by law, held, or owned,
within the corporate limits of the sald
town on the first day of January, 1906,
be, and the same Is hereby made; and
from the funds arising from such tax
levy a sufficlen’ amount shall be used
to pay the interest on sald sundry town
bonds, and the remainder thereof shall
be applied to ordinary municipal pur-
poses and expenses,

See. 2. Sald tax shall be due and
papable on the 15TH DAY OF OCTO-
BER, 1506, at the office of the town
treasurer, and the books of the said
treasurer shall be open for the collec-
tion of taxes on said date, Taxes may
be paid without penally up to and in-
cluding the 15TH DAY OF NOVEM-

BER 1906, after which last date a
penalty of twenty per centum shall
attach,

Up to, and Including the first day of
December, 1906, taxes due and unpald
on the 15th day of November, 1906, will
be received with the twenty per centum
penalty.

See, 3. After the first day of December,
1906, execution will be Issued agalnst
all delinquents for the full amount of
taxes due, together with twenty per
cent penalty and all costs of collectlon,
including one dollar cost for every ex-
ecutlon lssued by the town treasurer.
