The character
of Jacob has been thoroughly brought out in
those lessons by the religious weeklies, many of
winch are inclined to regard him in no very en-
viable light. He Is reprcsented.as looking sharp-
ly to his own interests, and as shrewd as most
men in working for them. He bought a birth-
right fora mess of pottage by taking advantage
of bis brother's extremity. He gained a patri-
archal by palming off stewed kid for venison on
hisblind father. He outwitted Laban by adroit
strategy that well nigh stripped his father-in-
law of all his possessions. There was, how-
ever, little comfort to Jacob in the best of his
ill-gotten gains. After more than three
score years of struggle for . wealth
andpositionbe now finds himself alone in the
darkness of the night by the ford of Johbok
fearing the coming day, doubting if its close
would find him in possession of property, or
wife, or children, orlife itself. He now calls on
Godfor protection, and the greatest blessing of
his life is secured. He gained"anew character,
anew man, and a new enjoyment. The follow-
ing, from an exchange, are the reflections:

One night of earnest, faith-filled prayer was worthmore to Jacob than two-thirds ofacentury of unscru-
pulous endeavor to advancebis personal welifcre. Andihero is, at least, that advantage, to anyperson who
would get good in this world, in a trustful aubmiesive-
Dcss to God over all shrewd planning to outwit one’s
follows. Tbobest blessings come ever as the gift of
God; not as the wages of cunning and craft.God controls in this world. There need be no
doubton thatpoint. No man can hare anythingwith-
out God’s consent. Whatever he ought to want fromGodhe ought to ask God for—working-end waiting,
meantime, aa God directs. If a man wants success in.bis dailybusiness or in hishome life; or if he strives
after opportunities of usefulness or fora position of
honor to which he seems fairly entitled, the divine
suggestion comes to him unfailingly: “ Seekye firstthe Kingdom of God and Hiw righteousness, and all
these things shall be added unto you.”' Jacob’s good
things all came by God’s special gift or permission,even when Jacob’s deceit seemed to win them. Jacob’s
troubles were wholly the result of bis ownmisdoing.Be might havehad the gifts without the troubles, if he
had trustfullywaited God’s good time for them. Thjg

The Jforthieestem Advocate is inclined to

think “ the wrong men are getting all tho mon-
uments.” Drewand Vanderbilt are wise beyond
their generations. They want monuments, and
are prompt to secure them.

Each
denominationhas in every State some undertak-
ing thatneeds a million or more dollars, and it
is a passing wonder that these languish while
rich men are puzzled as to what they may do
with their wealth..

Weagree that that Is not our business, and in the
same breath express regret thatour Theological Sem-

notallege, but very manypeople do believe, that Mr.Drew is not following the most irreproachable kind of
business. It isconstantly asserted that be is not legit-,
linately a business man; that in his Block operations
he firstmakes business insane, and collects his gains
beforesanity returns to themarket; that“sharp” men
are, in his operations, outdone by a sharper one. If
stock operations as they are notably conducted in Wall
Street are questionable, trustees, professors, alumni,.
and students most either earnestly desire, that their
patron shall successfully “do ”his opponent, or they
are reduced to tho embarrassing dilemma 'of wishing
overthrow to their benefactor. At any rate Black Fri-
daysarc brought into rather Incongruous association
with Good Fridays and mammon gets pretty close, to
Heaven. The quexyintrudes itself—will it in the end
prove to be most a blessing ora reproach to us that we
mustnow speak of theliberal giver inmorallymodified
terms, and say that the Lord needs money, whatever
He may think of thegiver ? '

PBESBVTEBIAK NOTES.

$163,618.65. The real estate is figured at
$250,000, and the Seminary building at $20,000.

. to $32,085.1a, and, on the Ist of April, there re-
mainedin the treasury the sum of $1,228.80.
The endowment incomedaring the year has been
£13,113.65; the amountpaid on salariesreached
$12,920.94; paid on scholarships, $1,120. The
permanent endowment fondfoots up $135,627.60;
Scholarship fund, $17,897.50. «

Origin, nature, growth, and extent of various
religious systems and sects. Statistical and
historical nett. Sefcond—Religious orders and
societies, and their objects. Third—-Societies
and organizations for tho propagation
of systems of religion *by missionary effort.
4. Spreading the knowledge of religious systemsby publications—a class designed to include such
publications as those of theBible ahd Tract So-
cieties—together with statistics of tneir origin,
growth, and progress. 6. Systems and methods
of religious instruction and training for tho
young. Apparatus and appliances for teaching
m the family; Sabbath-school apparatus, &c.
The various religious associations, the clergy,
and alldirectly interested are expected to co-op-
erate by contributing such reports as maybe
proper, m order to make thisdepartment as com-
plete as possible.

HEPWOBTH'S HEW CHURCH.
Bev. George H. Hepwortb, about whom so

much was said recently in the. religious press,
who resigned tbe pastorate of the Church of the
Messiah, New York, a year ago, and who, at that
time, announced that no could no longer preach
the doctrines of Unitarianism, and who, m this
movement, was followed by one-half of his
church, is soon to occupy hid now church build-
ing, tbeaudience-room of which is saidto be the
largestin the United States. It is located on
the corner of Madison avenue and-Forty-fifth
street, on a lot 125x125, and is of the German
Gothic architecture. The front elevation is
broken up into three divisions, surmounted by
six towers. The centre division, 84 feet long,has
aa ornamental gable, crowned by a large cross.
There is a rosette, 12 feet in diameter, aud at each
of the four corners smallerwindows of a similar
description. Underneath are cut the words,‘‘Church of the Disciples.” The other two divis-
ions, relieved by level cornices, are each 45 feet
front, and have deeply-recessedarcheddoorways,
IX feet .wide. Over these doors arerespectivelythe inscriptions, “ Enter the Mouse of the Lord
with Holiness ” and “Praise Waiteth forThee,O God, in Zion.” Above there is elaborated iron
work, foliatedleaves, flowers, <fcc. Tho towers
stand out prominently from the building, and
are each 7 foot square. Two of these, which add
effect to the gable, are 70 feet high, and the four
others in front are each 60 feethigh. Tho front
on Forty-fifth closely followsthe elevation,
on the avenne. There are on this side four tow-'
ers (making ten in all) and two entrances. The
exterior, painteda ligut drab, and with somany
towers and general ornamentation the building
has a decidedly Moresque appearance. The roof
is high pitched over ceiling and covered with
slate. Above rises a dome, SO feet high
for the purposes of ventilation. The
erection of this building, together

with
the . organization of the Society
that propose to worship therein is the result of
what, in New York religions circles, is called

on evangelical grounds. It is stillmore impor-
tant, it was held, to find means by which these
truths can be made to act on the hearts and lives
of men. Mr. Hepwortb andhis flock proposed

• to solve thisproblem and made an appeal to all
good men and women to unite in anunsectarian
movement—one whichrespects the rights of pri-
vate lodgment in/minor matters, while it doesits
utmost to kindle a religions enthusiasm in tho
community. Ceasingto be Unitarians, theyasked
with this end in view, the co-operation of all
Christians willing to stand on the basis of the
historic faith of the Christian Church, tho divine
nature of Christ, the sinfulness of the human
race, and the regenerating effects of the Holy
Ghost, and especially of those who are willing to
labor for human salvation. Such co-operation
was earnestly invited to enable • tbe Society to
form a church, tobe known as the Church of the
Disciples, the spirit of which shall be to bring
men ana women to a better understanding of
their duty to God and their neighbor.

M. Offenbach has been defeated in his claim
to produce hia own works at the Gaita Theatre,
of whiehhe will assume the direction on theIst
of June, tho Society ofAuthors and Composers,
at a general meeting, haring decided, by 109
votes against 22, to maintain the rules
whichprohibit managers from playing their own
pieces. 3f. Offenbach,, thus deprived of the
power to execute his own operas, proposes to
fallhack on melo-drama; but there is a rumor
that he will appoint a nominal director, and here-
after evado tho stringent regulations of tho as-
sociation.

THE LATE CHASLES 5L BABHAS.

The New York Times of April 1publishes the’
following obituary notice;

r Mr. Charles M. Barraa, a gentleman remarkablywell known in theatrical circle*, died yesterday morn-
ing from tho effects of an accident, the particular* ofwhich were given in yesterday’s Times. Mr. Barraswas born in 1826, and in 1860 married Miss Bailie St.Clair, a popular danaeuae and soubrette. In 18C1 Mr.-Barraa waa the manager of Bike’s Opera-House, Cin-
cinnati. Herehe first attracted attention as an actorby an admirable and original personation of
hypochondriac. In 18C6 Mr. Barras’ name
was brought before the American publicin an.extraordinary manner by the production of tho
“Black Crook ”at Niblo’a Gardenj of which drama he
was the author. Asa literary production the 44Black
Crook”was beneath criticism, but it nevertheless ran
for465 consecutive nights, and enabled its author to
realize a fortune of $250,000. This latter was accom-
plished by holding thecopyright throughout the coun-
try, and claiming a handsome royalty for each per-
formance, as well as a considerable sum for the manu-
script of the drama. Mr. Barraa’ other literary efforts
have obtained forhim no reputation*. As an actor he
will be remembered from only one character, and asan author byone production, which, however slight in
its merits, stands immeasurably superior toany of tho
spectacular plays which have succeededit at the cstab-
.lishmeut which aspires to the honor of being known
as New York’s great spectacular theatre.-

AN ‘‘EXCLUSIVE SENSATION.”
A Paris actor of s secondary theatre recently

attempted to commit suicide. He drank a phial
of laudanum, and the excess of tho dose saved
him. Jnst ashe tossed off the fatal draught,
he wrote this note to the editor of an illustratedpaper, which occasionally took an article fromhim: “My dearAlphonse, my wish is to remain
yonr steadfast contributor even to death. Those,the last lines which shall everbe written-by this
hand, may, I trust, give you a theme for a sen-
cation paragraph. No human being is so
familiar aa youare with the ceaseless battle Ihave given Fate, which aU along has
hounded, and now crashes me. Moreover,you, dear Alphonse, know how ab-
solutely hope is forbidden me by the
implacable disease which is corroding life
and killing me by degrees, but certainly. Ihave
considered deliberatelyall these things, and the
conclusion which has forced itself on my mind
is that 1 had better die at once. To-morrow I
shall certainly die; then* why not die to-day ?

Ah, me! Had each daynot been liko the other
for years post, I might hope for some change;
but to hope against hope I can’t, soI despairand
die. Theselines will reach yonr hands after all
has ended. Take charge of my poor remains
and defend my memory from insult. Tho profit
you will reap from having the exclusive details
of my death in to-morrow's journal will pay nil
necessary expenses of my funeral.” The editor
hastened to the unhappy man and assisted him,
exacting from him a promise to refrain from giv-
ing him any more such “ exclusives.”

PEBSONAL.
The friends of Charles Pieaset, the pianist,

who was for some time a resident of this city,
but whose eminent ability never wasrecognized
by the slow-going public, will be glad to know
that he is doing well in Europe. He is at present
in Nevrcaatle-on-Tyne, whereho is giving piano
recitals, accompanied by lectures on music.

Castle, the American tenor, sang in Dublin, on
tbe 2d tut.. in English opera, with great success.
The Dublin Freeman says; 44 Mr. Castle was
quite at home in tbe character of Faust, andhis
acting throughout cannot be too highly spoken
of, to say nothing of his vocalism. In those
scenes popularlyknown as “love scenes” Mr.
Castle very naturally was happiest. .The duet at
the close of the garden scene was charmingly
given, and evoked tbe warmest plaudits. In the
prison scene, too, Mr. Castle’s fine vocalism' se-
cured him flattering manifestations from aQparts of the bouse.”

THE CCfCWSATI FESTIVAL.
The preparations for the great May festival at

Cincinnati are well under way, and itpromises,
in a musicalpoint of view, to be the most im-
portant and successful musical event which has
ever occurred in this country. The official bul-
letin of the managers states that the soloists will
be Mrs. Emma B. Dexter, soprano; Miss Annie
Louise Cary, alto; Mr. Nelson Varley, tenor;
Mr. J. P. Budolphaen, baritone; and Mr. M. W.
Whitney, bass.. The orchestra will number 108
pieces, consisting of Theodore Thomas*
orchestra, increased by 63 players se-
lected by Mr. Thomas himself.. The
mass chorus will include 36 societies
from different cities and towns. The
gramme will include entire Bcothovenfs Ninth
Symphony, Handel’s Dettingen Te Deum,
Gluck’s Orpheus. Mendelssohn’s Walpurgia
Night, Schumann’s Gipsy Life, and Schubert’s
Twenty-third Psalm; also selections from Wag-
ner’s Tannhanserand Mozart’s Magic Plate, in
addition to minor pieces.

Now York, took place on Monday evening last,
the instrumental numbers beinggiven by Theo-
dore Thomas’ orchestra. Tbe programme in-

The concert was given in aid of an association
which has been formed with the purpose of vis-
iting the grand musical festival which RichardWagner is to conduct at Balruth, in Havana, inthe summer of 187 L .

At the second concert of tho London WagnerSociety, which was given recently, two songs,composed when the Gorman professor was resi-
dent in Paris, in his early days, were introducedin the scheme, namely: “Aiteute” (“Die Er-wartung’M, and “Dons, mon enfant" (“Schlaf
ein, homos kind ”), besides “Elizabeth's
Prayer,” and Wolfram’s : Romance from tho
“Tannhauser.” The singers were M. Girard!
and Bignor G. Garcia.

Dr. Wylde will shortlybring out a performance
of “Lohengrin” in London, and MadameFarepa-
Rosa will slog the musicof “Elsa.” •

tration. He is a great artist, whoso next tran-
formation ofstyle will, no doubt, be a return tohis first faith in the powers of solo singers tomove their hearers by strains of simplemelody.”

A Hamburg newspaper contains this appeal:
“Israelites! Richard Wagner is among us and
intends to bring outsome of his pieces. You
know thisman is the author of‘Judaism in Mu-
sic.’ In that infamous pamphlet ho insults our
religion—doubtless because it teaches this sa-cred precept: Thou shalt not covet thyneigh-
bor’s wife. Israelites, be truo to yourselves, and
know how to make yourselves respected, if youwish to be respected. Stifle curiosity in your
soul, and do notyield to the desire of hearingthat pagan’s music. Don’t carry him your
money.”
