TO RESCUE THE FALLEN
Mis. Chariton Ed holm Addresses a Large

Audience on This Important Subject.
MANY LADIES TO 60 A-SLUMMING.

For more than an hour last night
an audience which filled the lecture
room of Centenary M. E. Church lis¬
tened to a Stirring address from Mrs.
Chariton Edholm. Known as the PurityEvangelist. Mrs. Edholm Is laborlliKIn the interest of the Florence Crltten-
den Mission work and lias traveled all
over the. country, visiting hundreds of
cities and rescuing lliousunds of füllen
girls.
She was Introduced by Mrs. R. H.

Jones, of the local W. C. T. I)., who re¬
ferred to her as one who had stood be¬
fore crowded houses alj over the coun¬
try in an effort to lift up fallen sisters.
Mrs. Edholm, In opening, said there

were 230.000 erring girls in this land and
every one of them were some father's
and mother's daughter and possibly
some brother's sister. She Offered a
fervent prayer for the haunts of vice
which Infest Norfolk ns well as the
larger cities, and asserted that the
traffic in drink was the cause of the
traffic In girls.

"I remember the time when Christ
asked me to go to the slums and try
to save these girls." said the speaker.
"I pulled my skirts back and said I
would work among children and re¬
spectable sinners, but could not no
among these outcasts. When Mr. Crltrtehden told me I should go into this
work I told him 1 valued my reputation
too highly; that I was willing to part
with anything for the sake of Cod's
work, hut 1 could not jeopardize my
reputation. 'Give your reputation to
God and he'll lake care of It." said Mr.
Crlttenden.
"I'have since consecrated myself to

this work and have never heard any¬
thing against my 'reputation.not u
word of criticism."
She dwelt at some length upon her

work among the slums of New York,
mentioning, one of the haunts of vice
ill which she found ten girls between
the ages of 13 and 10 years. "I asked
one of these --tills If her mother knew
she was there." said the speaker, '-'and
the little thing burst Into tears, said
she was held a prisoner there and want¬
ed to leave. We had to buy her lib¬
erty for ?G from the proprietress of the
house, who refused to let her leave.
"At the Florence Crlttenden Mission

in New- York there are girls who arc
the daughters of ministers, and Com
gressmeil and there are some from Nor¬
folk."
Mrs. Edholm claimed thai there was

an organized and systemhtcd traffic in
eirls in Ibis country ami Hint the price
of a gill slave was from to $M not
as much as one would pay for a China
pig or a horse.
There art- 20,000.000 Christians in this

land t" rescue those 230.000 erring girls.
She said the various Haps to lure gills
were mod; marriages*, starvation
wages, wine rooms. found dances,
drugs, liquors, fraud, deceit ami even
\ iolencc
Forty-six thousand girls, she said, li¬

ter this abandoned ill"'' every year.
more than one hundred every night.
Mrs. Edholm said she would bo in

the city eight days and in that lime
she wanted to vvipt oul a debt of S1.S00
hanging over the Florence Crlttenden
Home In this city.
She spoke of the liquor traffic and de¬

nounced the clubs as even worse Hum
the saloons, making s powerful appeal
In behalf of prohibition of the liquor
traffic. She iold how her dead husbandhad been crazed by drink, Which even¬
tually led to Ids dentil, and many hand¬
kerchiefs wept away the tears which
were gathered In the eyes <>f her audi¬
tors,
Mrs. Edholm yesterday spoke at tlie

Y. M. C. A. rooms to the W. i'. T. I",
and Frances Harnes Y's. and outlined
her work.
To-night she will speak at the Gran-

by-Streol M. E. Church and at the'
conclusion of tin- meeting, and in com¬
pany with a number of ladles of this
city and Chief of Polio.- King, will visit
the slums and talk to lite girls In whose
rescue she Is interested.
