The Planters Cotton Seed and
Crushing Association.

Section 1. lie It enacted. That II. A.
Mullally. i.ieorgn Head, litis. II. Smith
and Nullum (ioliluteln. and their associ-
ates and successors, lie and they are
hereby created a body politic and corpo-
rate under the name and style of "The
I'innters Cotton See l and ('rushing As-- t

lution,1' for the purpesn of manufac-
turing O'Jlton oil, ei kes and tvery
otlu r tiling thnt can be made out of col-Io- n

sevd; of ginning and packing cotton,
and chnrgliiK reiisnnnble compensation
therefor ; of grinding all kind of grain,
and of making all kind of soap, ami pre-
paring the same for mnrket and Mile.

Sec. 'J. He it enacted. That said corpo-
ration may have perpetual succession;
that it mny have and nrlopl a seal, and
alter and change the sume at pfeusnre :

that It may sue ami he sued, plead and
lie impleaded ; that It lu iv acquire by
purchase or otherwise nil kind or prop-
erty, real, personal and mixed, and hold
or sell the same; thai It may borrow
money and niiike all kind of contracts.
Hot prohibited by law, touching its bus-
iness; that It urn v make all needful Hv- -
Laws for the regulation and government
oi its nuuirs. nnit no all other ai ts Inci-
dent to a corporation, within the scope
of its business, and not inconsistent with
the Constitution of the Lnited Mates or
the State of Misslsuppl.

Sec. It. lie It further enacted. That the
doinlcil and place of badness of snid
corporation shall be at or near the City
of (jre.cnville, in the county of Washing-
ton, aud State of Mitssssip'pl, hut it mny
acitnire and hold houses, grounds anil
buildings, fur storing seed and other ma-
terial necessary to be used In its busi
ness, at any other place or places that tt
may deem desirable, and sell and dis-
pose of the eiiine at pleasure.

Sec. 4. He tt further enacted. Thnt the
capital stock of said corporation shall he
Kitty Thousand Dollars in amount, which
mav be Increased by said corporation at
pleasure, not to exceed One Hundred
Thousand Dollars in amount; and said
stock (hall be divided into shares
amounting to live Hundred Dollars
each.

Sec. 5. Belt further enacted. That the
corporators herein nntued, or any three
of them, may, at any time they desire to
organize under this'chnrtcr. open hooka
and receive subscription to its capital
stock , and all who subscribe thereto
shall have all the privileges and powers
of said original corporators herein ; and
they may elect from the body of stock-
holders three Directors, who shall elect
one of their number President of said
corporation, and such other oflicers as
they ma.v4diiienecesRrr, but ankl cor-
poration niajr change the number of Di-

rectors herein by either increasing or
diminishing the number.

Sec. II. lie it further enarted, That
subscript ions to the. capital stock of said
corporation may be either in money,
cotton seed or other valuable thing , ami
when not In money the value of the mi In-

scription may bo by snid corpora-
tion in its but all subscrip-
tions to the capital stock shall he payable
in money at such time as they may be
called for by said corporation, unless
such subscriptions are payable in cotton
seed or other valuable thing by their ex-

press terms; and when payable in cot
ton seed or other valuafdo thing, then
such cotton seed or other valuable thing
shall he delivered aa often as, and in
such amounts as to value, it may be
culled for ; and no member of said cor-
poration, whether stock be paid for in
money, cotton seed or other thing, shall
be liaiile for the debts nf said corpora-tie- n

bevond the unpaid amount of hit
subscription.

Sec. 7. He it further enacted, That In
conducting tha ali'i'.irs of said corpora-
tion, and in all voting fur directors or
for Buy other purpose whatever, each
stockholder shall be entitled to ss many
votes as he hits shares of stock ( and no
meeting nrstnckhDiderst't.dl Im valid as
a quorum fur business unless the holders
of a inaprity of the chares of stock shall
be present in person or by proxy, after
due notice given to all to attend ; which
